FOR THE SPEAKERSHIP.

Wurzburger's appointment as Election

They seldom ger fne wrong in the place,
and they koow that Colondial times are
involved, They wniformly fix aceusing
eves on New Fogliml, The turkey, eran-
boerry suuee smd pumpkin ple, whiel tra-
ditionnl wsage has made a psendo-ritn-
alistic concomitint of the day, would
vast suispicion on New England, O the
precise plice in New Eoghioad and of
the date they are uncertain.

As a mailer of ract the day commem-
arates o custory rather than an event. It
grew into American forms from the
Labit, socn developed by the devout
'uritan Pilgrim Fathers, who settled in
Salem, Plymoenth, Charlestown and oth-
v Massachusetis Bay colonies, of pro-
cliiming days of fast aod prayer 1o ask
divine aid in times of trouble and depri-
vition sl of setting aside days of
thanksgiving for bountirul harvests and
the prosperous event of great eunter-
nrises,

On at least two oceasions the days ap-
pointed for fasting and prayer were swd-
denly convertwd into thanksgiving days
by unpexpected happenings. When in
1623 a prolonged dreught threatened the
erops a day of fasting and prayer was
appointed at Salem. While the prayer
wWis in progress an abundant raip fell
and supplication changed to thanksgliv-
Ing. Agzalu in 1631 a scarcity of food
prompted the naming of a day for fast-
ing and prayer ot Charlestown. On the
day appolnted as an ember day a ship
laden with supplies appeared in the hag-
bor and again feasting awd thanksgliving
replaced fasting and supplication,

A good estimate of the permanence
and solidity of a people can e made
from the pride and love with which they
regard the cherished jnstitutions of their
ancestors, The universality with which
Thanksgiviog Day is observed in the
United States s an atteactive symptom.
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VARRELMANN'S BILLS,

Municipal legisiators should promptly
adopt ihe two measures which Street
Commissioner Varrelmaun, with the ap-
proval of the Board of Pablic Tmprove-
menis, has sabwitied to them. Their
abiject is to enable the Street Commis-
sioner to do the most necessary of the
street eleaning, for lack of which Si.
Lomis Is suffering. One of the measures
aurhorizes him to do away with a part
of his useless sularied forve and to use
for street eleaning the money which
would otherwise be puid in salaries,
The other measure anthorizes him to do
the street cleaning himself lostead of
allowing the compuny which has the
contract for street sweeping 1o do 1he
work.

Both meansures propose improvements,
The application of 1he salaries of need-
less employes to streéet cleaning wonld
partly ecorreet the wrong done Ly the
conctment of the all-for-salaries appro-
printion bill. It would give St. Louis
results for expenditure,

Street cleaning by the Street Comimis-
sioney, without the Intervention of u
contrietor and of espepsive inspectors
to see that the contraetor does his work,
would temd 10 economy,

P'ressure will undonbredly be brought
on the Municipal Assembly to defeat
these measures. The employes whose
salaries nre menaced, it may be taken
for granted, are mwen with political pulls,
otherwise they wonld have bheen unable
to hold their places under the eireum-
stances. The employes threatened ave
superintendents  and  iuspectors of  re-
pairs, who would have been unable to
earn their salaries, had they been will-
ing, beeause money was lacking with
wineh to buy materials for making re-
pairs. These employes may urge the
defeat of the wmeasure that applics {o
then.

A municipal cleguing eompany, com-
posed of strong politicians, with eon-
uections that reach the Mayer's otfice.
will be affected by the other measure,
TLis company mway bring 1o bear pres-
sure for the measure’s defent, If the
street cleaning were done divectly by
the Street Commissioner this company
would be deprived of its profit

Members of this Municipal Assembly
can show sagain by their treatment of
these messures whether they stand for
or against economy and business metly-
ods in the conduct of the city's affnirs.

Yeot, after all, Mary permeateés the en-
tire substance =0 completely that she becomes
even more than the Hamliet of the play. She Is
the Hamlet, Ophelia, Polonlus and ghost com-
presssd Into one central flgure. A creature of
many contradictions yet radiant In the grace and
power of true and loving womanhood, this daugh-
ter of n line of Kings, n womusn more real than
Jullet, more prefound than Roesalind and alto-
gotker splendid in her poeelbilithis, Is the alpha
and omega of the play which Puaul Kester has
mede with considerable art from the story which
Charles Major wrote one tme In Indiana.

Mirs Amy Leslle, who has long written
most entertainingly and with striking indi-
viduality for the Chichgo News, wirad a
column and more to her paper.
