NEW YORK CHARTER REVISION.

Radical Changes Suggested by a
Special Committee.

New York, Dec. 1.—The Charter Revislon
Cummittee, appolnted by the Legislature to
suggest such changes as may, to them,
seemn Decessary in Whs charter of Greater
New York, mude their report public to-day.
It 1s recommended that all Hmitstions upon
the powers of the local legislature be re-
pealed and that il powers of leglsiation
and all powers of fixing sularies be taken
away from the administrative departments.
This affects the health, police, park, lire,
dock and bullding departments. It recom-
mends that every head of department shall
have & seat In the Board of Aldéermen;
also, that a large and Increased power of
leglslation be wvested In the Board of Esti-
mate end Apporticnment.
