of General Tung, which is devotd to him.
The court is in a Mohammedan Province,
whero General Tung's reputation Is the
greatest, and he Is surrounded by his friends
nnd the clans of his faith. In addition
to this, he was himself the leader of the
ereat Mohammedan rebellion a few years
ago. which was only put down by the Kin-pre-

bribing him. giving him a commis-

sion In tho army and putting htm In com-

mand of the forces sent out to put down the
rebellion.

"For tho Empress or the Emperor to pt

to punish him now would simply
drivo him to desperation and break the
slack of nllcglance which he hold tn the
throne The court being entirelv In his
power, should any attempt be matlo by it to
punish him, ho might net stop at merely
renouncing his allegiance and raising ths
standard of rebellion. Ho probably would
assassinate both the Emperor nnd Empress
and declaro himself the founder of a new
dynasty. With the prestige which his name
carries on account of his success In putting
down tho great rebellion ana tne reputation
he lias us a General, ho would rally all the
reactionary and antl-forcig- n elements to his
suprort and begin a campaign of extermi-
nation against all foreigners.

Itnli-r- s Are In Irtntil Captivity.
"Tho only way In which Justice can be

dealt out to the n conspirators
who have brought all this recent trouble
upon China Is first to deliver the Emperor
and Empress out 01 1111 ir ii.ui.is. i ue
cuirts bhould be brought back Into Pekin
at once, und whatever agreements are

to secure this reult should be made.
Tho rulers of China have never been

lenient to their advisers who have got them
Into trouble, regardless of the question as
to whether they were misled by mere er-
rors of Judgment or purposily b false
representations of act. and the present Em-
peror and Empress can safely be aliened
to deal with those whose bad advice has
ir.ado necessary their (light from their c ip-it-

and cause them to lose faith before
trelr people.

"With the Emperor back In Pekin, where
tho Powers could protect him and support
him. the I roblems of China's future would
become Pimple, and this Is the only thing
which must be accomplished, regardless of
ccr.cessions necessary to bring it about.

"It cannot be expected that those who
now hold the court In their control will ul-- 1

w tho Emperor or Empress to escape
without givirg pledges to insure tlulr own
safety, but It Is unreasonable for those who
krow Chinese character to think that cither
the Emperor or the Empress would
such promises, wrung from them under
duress, when once they had escaped from
those who are now virtually their captors.

Chinese Ilccnralnsr Alarmed.
"The necessity for this action Is not s"n-eral- ly

understood, but the facts of the
case are that, while the great bulk of
Chlnere population was not In sympathy
with the Boxer uprising and believed that
tho allied force" were perfectly warranted
in advancing to the relief of the legations
in Pekin, these same natives have become

ery much alarmed and disturbed by the
course of the affairs since the legations
were relieved.

"The continued demands of the Ministers
at Pekin for tho punishment of those. In
whose power the Emperor and Empress
are. Is regarded by the Chinese people
either as the grossest stupidity or as a
plain indication of a desire to prolong
the trouble for the purpose of creating
groundj for claims, which China will never J

be able 10 saiisjy.
The result of this Is that while the Em- -

plro Is in a state of ferment, and patriotic
secret societies are being organized every- -

iwhpre. wliile Chinese newspapers In every
provincial are elemanding wnr for
the purpeis.. of preserving their territorial
Integrity, and of saving their homes and
themselves from the aggressions of the for-
eign Powers. The Powirs are asking oo
much of tlie se viieroys as they are also
asking too mutvi of tl.o central Govern-
ment.

"That the Chinese people have determined
to compel tho world to recognize their
rights, there can be no doubt, and It may
as well be understooel now as later.

"There can be ro permanent oltitlon of
the Chinese problem that does not give
Mibstantlal justice to the Chinese Should
the deity in the pe ice negotiations be ni,-tlnu- ed

much loupe r. thi re can lie eloubt that
tie desperation of the perple will drive
the wlioie Empire into a crusade for perm

riiMin-- r their country of those who
have come to plunder and divide It.

"That ultimitely th( yillow people would
succeed Is certain, for the comp iratlvely
sniall forces that eivtliration would be able
to land on their shor. s c.uld rot hope to
stand against the hordis of Chinese that
would rise up to overwh.lm them.

Itrsonreex for War Conniured.
"If the resources of the Powrrs have been

taxed to organize the expedition for the
relief of prkln. what would tliey lie able
to do In the face of outbreaks occurring
simultaneously at every port and city along
the coast'

"There .are over twenty of these treaty
ports of China, eaeh one of which would be
ns ditllcult to riae'i and hold as was Tlen-Tsi- n.

and if they could not hold these points
of vantage along the coast, what could they
hepe to accomplish against these grtat
provinces In the Interior'

"The whole population or the I'nited
States Is less than one-fift- h of China.

Russia has less than h,

fi.nn.inv alotit while Great
Britain, Trance and Japan have each about
oue-tert- h as many. China's population ex-

ceeds that of nil Europe and North America
ce mblned.

"Hut Chinese strength i' even greater
than her mere preponderance of populi-tlo- n

would seem to Indicate, ff.r, owing to
thrlr peculiar customs of ancestor worship
and the small regard for female Infant life,
her population contains a greater propor-
tion of able-bodie- d males thar. any other
equal population to be found In the world.

Fighting Force of 100,000,000.
"All Europe has an g popula-

tion of less than .".T. 000.000 men, and North
America contains but liOOO.MO more. Tne
whole civilized world Is thus able to mar-
shal less than jn.OOO.ODO. and but a small
proportion of theso would really be avail-
able for transportation acroB the seas for
an offensive demonstration against another
Power. But for every cno of these M.VM'OO
men China has two, with the added advan-
tage that thoy would bo on the defensive
in their native land and fighting for their
own homes nnd Institutions.

"In these other elements that go to make
up the potential strength of a nation --uch
ns endurance, lndlfferpnco to discomforts,
nblllty to flublslst on smallest rations and
to thrive amid unsanitary surroundings the
Chinese are unmatched. Why, then, should
we call them mad when they dare defy
thos.. who seek to divide and destroy their
Empire'

Peace-- nt .ny Coat Ailxocnteil.
"The cortjuest of China may well he

abandoned as a hopeless task. The Tow-
ers ehould negotiate reaco with China at
once, securing, if possible, the restoration

f h ,. ' hte , b ,

whafovpr -- , or"promises are necssary to bring him bnck
to the capital at I'ektn, nnd release him
from the power of those n con-
spirators who now hold him.

"The jellowraco hat not been without its
gre'at military leaders and it is certainly
within the realm of possibility that an-
other Attila or Genghis Khan should arise
In the present crisis, and there aro some
who, believing that history repeats itself
In cycles, think that the time ha.s come
for another great movement of this race.
Should thry be right. It will be well for us
that a broad ocean lies between our coun-
try and theirs."

Pinckney. chairman of the Waller County
Keller Cnmmlttfe. and C. A. Tompkins, sec-
retary. In a trlk he used some
very plain language about the lack of
equal distribution of storm charities. Among
other things, he said:

"In the aid so far given. Galveston has
been the chler object of charity. A State
convention h-- s Jut been held nt Fort
Worth to shape affairs so as to Influence
legislation and build a sea wall around the
Ilnnd. or take other steps to Insure against
future stormsj

"While this Is being done the mainland
sufferers are neglected, and apparently for-
gotten, and good and loyal citizens are
looking Into the future, but I ee no ray
to cheer or guide the hope of better things.

"The farmers of the devastated mainland
are willing to take their dunces with fu-

ture storms, and only desire that seed may
be sent them to le planted, and they thus
be given an opportunity to work for them-
selves, in the struggle for existence. They
want no large appropriation, because they
krow-- what can be done with the lard at
their command when provided with a supply
of seed.

"1 hore the press will aid u In our ef-

forts to direct attention of the liberal-spirite- d

communities.
"I shall ask for aid. not only in the city,

but will go among the farmers and entreat
them to donate some of their surplus seed.
