OUR REGULAR ARMY.

That was a2 plaln stutement of truth
made by Congressman Cochrun of Mis-
souri when, in opposing the administm-
tion army-increase bill, he asserted that
the permanent  enlargement of  the
American military establishment would
contain the es=ence of fmperialism and
mark a departure from the privciples
of constitutional government,

The only excuse for the permanent in-
crease of the army to a total of 1xLwW
men Is found in the conditions existing
in the Thilippines. That It Is necessary,
for the maintenanee of Awericnn pros-
tige. to suppress the native lnsurrection
in those islamlds, if we are to hold them
as subject territory, may not be denied,
Mr. Cochran argues that po army on
enrth can conquer and pacify the people
of the Philippines,

If this is true we shonld not desire to
assuwe the responsibifity for an voend-
ing war on a people so pledged 1o Tree-
dom that they cannot be subjugated. I7
it is untrue, and the insurrection may
he suppressed within a reasonable tine,
there should need to be only anoiher
volunteer army raised, say on a three
years' enlistinent, for the purpose of
prosecuting the war to a finish,

It is certain that, if we are not com-
mitted to a policy of forelgn conguest,
there Is now no more newd for an army
of 100,000 men than there was belom
the war with Spain. If the Filipinos
shall be subdued and shall consent 1o
our government, will not the troops be
withdrawn from their terrvitory? Amd
do we need a regular army of 100,060
men in this country? Amerieans shoulld
devote some thought 1o this gnesiion.
It Is vital with sigulficanee for the -
ture of American institutions,

writes Willinm Wallace in the Bookman,
Tor it i» a chapter in the history of Scat-
land; in some two hundred pages It gives
an absolutely faithful representation of
“Secederism,” In the Carlylean sense of Té-
ligious earnestness, hursting the bonds g"
denominationalism, transcending poveriy,
contemplating the last struggie with the
Lost Enemy in the spirit of Seneca, “Death
