Vessel Sunk in a Storm—Forty Reached
Shore Much Injured—Officers Died
Trying to Save the Youths.

Madrid, Dec. 18—(Copyright, 1500, Ly W.
R. Hearst.)—The German tralning frigate
Gnelsenau was wrecked to-day while try-
ing to make the harbor of Malaga, sizty-
five miles northenst of Gibraltar, during a
storm.

FRESH OBSTACLES
CONFRONT CANAL.

Secretary Hay Said to Have Blun-
dered in Framing Profocol With
Nicaragua and Costa Rica

REPUBLIC SI'FCIAL.

New York, Dee. 16 —Fresh obstacles
against the digging of the Nicarafua Caual
are In sight if the reports current to-night
are true. It is sald that Secretary May
blundered In framing the protocol signed
with the Ministera of Nicaragua and Coafa
Rica, The protocol, se signed, says:

*To provide for the owncrship and com-
trol of the proposed canal.”

To have been binding asd effective the
wording should have been:

“To provide for the ownership and con-
trol of the proposed canal BY THE
UNITED BTATES."™

From the wording of the protocol both
Nicaragus and Costa Rlca can clalm part-
pership with the Unfted States in bullding
and pollcing the canal and sharing its
revenues.

It is also sald thet the old Maritime Canal
Company must be reckoned with and Its in-
torests bought outright or taken into part-
nership. It 13 sald that the Marltime Canal
Company holds a deed In fee simple for the
lIand between Lake Nicaragua and Brito, on
the Pacific slope, covering a distance of
seventeen miles through which the canal
must ba bulit.

When these matters are brought to the
attentlon of Senators who to-night are un-
der the impression that the Clayton-Rulwer
and Hay-Pauncefole are the only obstacles
to be overcome before work on the canal
has begun they ars likely to recelve a shock
caleulated to stun them, and it is not un-
likely that a szttlement of the matter will
be deferred for some little time at least.

Pearce of St Louis Intends to make ex-
tended vielts to all the new colonlal pos-
scssions of the United States, During the
recess of the House, for the holidays, he
will go to Porto Rico for two weeks, A
much longer visit wiil be madas In the Phil-
ippines after the expimtion of the present
Congress In March., Malor Pearce bas
planned to revisit Russia, Japan and China,
and he will start on this journey, golng
via Ban Francisco, varly In the spring. He
will go about 200 miles tnto the intertor
of Russia, being especially interested in
stulying conditions in the wheat-producing
portlons of tha Czar's Emplre, Fram
Hue=sin he will go to Japan, Korea and
China.

“T shail urrangs my trip* sald he this
evening, *“se as to reach the Philippines
in November, next yeur, when the wet sea-
son will be ended. [ traveled considerably
in Japan and China in 18856, amd on this
viglt, while 1 shnll go to those countries, 1
deslre especially to study  conditlons in
Russia and the Philippines. In Japan, an
American finda every door open te hlm
und the most cordial welcomes. In China,
while there Is o uational antipathy to for-
elgners, [ think the people should realize
pow that Americn Is its best friend of all
the forelgn mnations, Traveling In  that
country = attended with considernble  jn-
convenlences, owing to the seant railroad
facilitles. I1a Japun, with Hs 130 miles of
raliroad, an American can ba quite eomfort-
able. My trip will probably cover seven or
eight montha, and on my return I shall
go directly to St. Louis

*T'ndoubtedly the adjustment of all the
Philippine question will tax the cournge
and abllity of the Amerfcan.  Hut, in my
opinton, & nation, like an Indivilun?, thrives
best when meeting probiems that call forth
high quallties in their settlement.

RYAN TOOK MARKED

thon by announcing that he had been In-
formed that Marle King had robbed a man
uf 80 jn her house Friday nlght. He intl-
mated that it wae geltlng close to Christ-
mas, aind that he would like to have a
Ultristmus pressnt. The Winn woman de-
clnred that she had no knowledge of such
4 robbery. and that she only had $0 In
her pockethaok

“Then ™ mld Chlef Piekel, “we saw the
Winn womun hand the afficer two 35 bills,
He shoved them down into his vest pocket
nmd, turning 1o Marle King, who was alea
in the room. he sald that unless another
3% was forthcoming from her within the
next fow diys, he wonld ‘fug® every Inmate
in the house.

“At this junectlure TJleutenant Johnson
snd mys=elf walked out of our hiding plars
and T informed Ryan that T wanted to talk
with him at my office. We arrived at the
Four Couris about noon and I teok Rynn
Into the presenca of Chicf Campbell. He
was asked to turn over what money ha
had to the chief. ¥e handed over a pock-

change, but no bills. I placed him under
arrest and ordered him senrched. Two §5
bills were found In his vest pocket. In or-
der to prove that the bllls were the sam=
a8 those T bad glven the Winn wolnan T
took the card out of my pocket and read
off the numbers of the hills, which I had
previonsly tuken a2 a matter of precantion.

Sevoral witsses were then brought hee
fore Chlef Campbell amd examined. All of
them wers negresses who live on Chestnut
amd Market sireets between Fourteenth
and Sixieenth streets. In substance thelr
textimony was to the ¢ffect that all of them
had at one tlme or another pald officers
who wnlked the heats In their nelghborhood
stipulated amounts from time to time in
order to Insure Immunity from arrest. A
few declared that officers had frequently
aesisted them In ridding themseelves of their
vietims and protected them in police court.
In each Instance, they declure, the officer
received & certain per cert of the amount
of money stolen,

It waz on the statementa made by thess
women that Officers Nounan, Kennedy,
Lange :tnd Kuovhner were suspended. The
names of another officer of the Central Dis
trict and one of the Fourth District wers
ni=o meationed In an Indirect manner, but
Chief Campbell sald he wonkl take no ac-
tiom I thetr cases until be had nusie a
thorough examination,

Jennte Winn was the flrst witnesa She ad-
mitted that 3 man had been robbed of $8)
In her house Friday night by Marle King,
and that the maney had been diviled among
persons who were interested in the robbery,
Ehe explained in the same manner ne did
Chief Pickel, tha arrest of Ryan. She also
almitted that a large amount of money
had been stolen by women in her house,
and that comparatively few women had
been arrvested there. She attributed this to
the amount of money pald to polica ofe
flcera in the viclknlty. .

From the Winn womnan's testimony it ape
peared that she has been acting as a g™
between for several police officers nnl the
women of her character ln the neighbor=
hood for years
THER WITNESSES

Lirutenuant Johnsan explalned the origin
of the Ryan investig:ition briefly. He satbd
that Jennls Winn, a negress, of No. 152 )
Market street, was arrested carly Saturday
morning on complaint of a man who sald
his name was Jumes Smith, and who de-
clared that he had been robbed of $8 in
her house by a negress, Known as Marle
King. Subsequently Maris King was ar-
rested,

Bmith did not appear In cout Saturday
morning to prosecute the two women, amd
late Saturdsy night they were relensed. At
the rafling in the Caprain’s office the Winn |
woman remarked that It wus unjust for
her to pay for police protection and th»-n;
bha arrested for “a little $9 tonch. The |
Lirutenant asked her what she meant by |
saying that she pakl for pelice protection.
Jennle Winn replied that it cost her at
least $35 or 9 a week for tips to the po-
licemen who were walking the beat I‘h--r-_ti
she lived. The Lieutenant's curlosity was |
more thoroughly arousey, aml he Invited
his erstwhile prisoner into the private of-
fice, where she gave him the names of sov-
eral policemen to whom she declared she
had given money. After satisfying himselr
that the woman was telling the truth he
took the case to the attention of Assi=tant
Chief of Police Pickel

The Winn woman Informed the officess
that If they doubted her stutement Jhey
could accompany her to her rooms, hids in
& closet, and a® soon as the night platocn
went on duty they would see at least one,
and maybe, two officers, call at her bhouse
and demand a part of the proceeds of the
James Smith robbery.

PICKEL AND JOMNSON
HIDE IN CLOSET.

Pirkel and Johnson, dressed In citizens
clothing, . accompanled the Winn woman to
her rooms. They say that they socreted
themselves In a closet in the front room
and awaited developments. They sald It
was nearly midnight when they heard a
rap at the door, which was answered Ly
Jennle Winn., Through a crack In the door
of thelr hiding place Plekel and Joaason
could see two uniformed police offloers .n
the room. Later they sald they recognized |
