In the World's Fair movement just
the moment it Is possible for them to
do so.

This will be possible
xvlien St Louis shall have completed its
owa subscription to the World's Fair
fund. Therefore, it will be of signal
value to the World's Fair enterprise if
the announcement of the fund's comple-
tion shall be made on Tuesday night.
Every day's time 6aved now is of tre-
mendous bigniticance as bearing upon
the final success of tho World's Fair.
Xct us hope that St. Louis's response to
the recent appeals for subscriptions has
been such as to accomplish tho fund's
completion.

MOKE PROMISING.
Citizens who favor the success of the

good movement to buppress the wine-roo-

evil In St. Louis will rejoice at
the nssurance given out lrom the Ex-
cise Commissioner's orhce that there will
be no renewal of the Iieeuses of fifteen
out of the sixteen saloons adversely re-

ported on by the police, and that no li-

censes will be Issued in other names
permitting the places to be rim on the
stalking-hors- e basis.

This is good neiic, and If It is con-
firmed by subsequent developments the
Excise Commissioner will deserve the
commendation of the local public.

As to the one saloon whose license
has been renew ed being Issued in the
name of Michael Condon instead of that
of William Condon, against whom tho
police had reported unfavorably the
situation would seem to be simple. If
the polico find that Michael Condon con-
ducts an objectionable resort, they
bhould so report, and the Excise Com-
missioner should revoke the license. If,
on the other hand, the original objec-
tions do not apply, the license may re-

main in force without injury.
The Republic extends encouragement

to Exclso Commissioner Uiggins and
urges him to steadfastness in good
work. Now that he has been fully post-
ed as to tho tricks of tho divekeepers
in obtaining licenses in other men's
names, be cannot well bo fooled by those
gentry unless he is entirely willing to be
fcoled.

ter, when he was a6ked whether he
would put his new son-in-la- In charge
of a railroad he had recently acquired.
"Not by a dashed sight," answered the
wealthy American fervently.

The most likely Inference here Is that
the American was unwilling to risk an
Impairment of his property by placing
It under the management of a Duke.

From the fervor with which the Ameri-
can welcomed his new son-in-la- ho
appeared to have a fixed impression that
the young Dbke would prove a valuable
addition to his family circle either by
tiding to Its prestige or by making his
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lug to intrust ills family's honor and his
daughter's happiness to a man whom lie
considered unavailable as a uinn.iger for
his new railway.

Zimmermann loved his ducats more
than his daughter or that he exercised
greater discernment and c.ire In the
management of the one than of the
other.

"DECADENT COl'NTIES."
When, in the bitterness of its heart.

RURAL F'JEE DELIVERY.
Public sentiment will unquestionably

uphold Postmaster General Smith in the
masterrul plea for tho complete exten-
sion of tho rural free deliery sjt-tcu- i

which that Cabinet ollicer made in ids
annual report lately submitted to tho
President.

There has been no clearer exposition
of tho great benefits accruing fiom this
system. The Postmaster General right-
ly contends that rural free delivery ex-
ercises a direct effect In increasing the
alue of farm properties, that it logical-

ly compels good roads, ana that it is
one of the most effecthe and powerful
educational agencies.

His reiiew or what has been accom-
plished In this field during the two years
in which rural free delivery lias been a
featute of the American postal sen ice
certainly justifies bis assertion that the
service has come to stay and that It
cannot bo maintained w Itliout being ex-
tended until It covers the entire field.

It Is the opinion of the Postmaster
General that the rural free delUery sys-
tem can bo extended oer the whole
country at an annual cost of ?14,000,0i0,
and ho points out where nearly this
amount can be annually saved by a cor-
rection of certain postal abuses which
permit a vast amount of published mat-
ter to be handled at second-clas- s rates
which should equitably' pay third class
rates. The Postmaster General's argu-
ment ia so earnest that it cannot fail
to attract widespread attention which
will very probably arouse that public
sentiment necessary to bring about the
benefits thus pointed out.

HIGHER STANDARDS.
There is ample Justification for the

plans which the alumni of some of St
Louis's higher educational institutions
are laying to set a higher athletic
standaid for their schools.

The prime essential for a successful
college or university is, first of all, a
curriculum that makes complete men,
and facilities for getting the utmost ad-
vantage out of the curriculum. Next to
tho strictly educational demand, the
popularity and fame of a college depend
on its athletic teams.

Nothing gives prestige to a college so
much as u'liform success in athletic con-
tests, it Is doubtful whether the pro-
duction of a writer of the caliber of
OlUer Wendell Holmes brings more re-
pute to a university than the possession
of an invincilde football team or the
breaking of a high record in athletics
by a college man. Success in athletic
pursuits comes while the student Is di-

rectly connected with the university.
Success in science, literature or art
never comes until many jears after the
successful man has severed direct con-
nection with his alma mater. The uni-
versity does not receive direct credit for
his work.

Without a campus close at baud where
teams may be trained without an undue
InterrupjJoa at tudy. & school Is under

a certain handicap. This has up to the
present been one marked defect In
Washington University, otherwise thor-
oughly equipped to rank with any col-

lege. The removal of the university to
ith new site on University Heights will
supply ample campus facilities.

if the alumni of educational Institu-
tions take a vital interest In their tj

teams tlie professionalism which
has marred college athletics In St Louis
should vanish; for alumni will not set a
value on athletic victories which were
not galucd justly by undergraduates fol-

lowing a regular course of study and
taking up athletics as a dlv crslnn. Such
supervision of athletic sports would do
much to abolish the rovvdjisin whhh
alwavs tMiters college sports vvitli pro- -

fssOIl.lslll.

Sl'ISSlDV AMENDMENT.
In a recent issue the New York Jour-

nal of Commerce suggests an amend-
ment to the shliv-sultold- bill providing
for an additional subsidy of 1 cent pwr

ton for eveiy gross ton of tho vessels
for every 11)0 nautical miles sailed, to
be paid to those ships that bring into the
I lined States not less than T.0 per cent
ol their gross tonnage of law mateilal
to lie used tor liiaiiiilacturiug or refin
ing purpose's, such material not to have
been warehoused for longer than two
months'.

The object sought is the saving to
American linns of the cost of foreign
storage on these imported products by
stimalatiiig direct trade through mak-

ing it worth while lor American ships
to visit ceitaiu poits eluect and compete
for the prompter Importation of such
law niateiial. It is figured out that the
total value of raw material now an-

nually imported into tills country is
about that the cost of
foreign storage is, with commissions,
insurance, etc., about C per tent of the
entire cost, and that thus about $R.--.".0,0-

annually would be saved to tho
American manufactiuers if tills direct
shipment could be Induced.

This plan is open to objection as run-

ning perilously near the forbidden prac-

tice of niithmlilug a discriminating duty
on imports carried in American, ships.
but the Journal of Commerce contends
that it is simply the pajmeut of boun-

ties to American ships by the American
people, and so is entiiely permissible.
It certainly s to promise moie of

benefit than an feature of tho
ship subsidy bill as ut prc-e- ut framed,
and is also of value as promising to
stimulate that impoit trade which is
necessary to Ameiiean chipping as fur-
nishing return cargoes. It may be
argued for the proposition, as well, that
It differs from the most objectionable
feature of the ship subsidy bill in that
lis bounty is ba-e- d upon the actual
fieight catricd, not upon the sliced rate
of vessels -- the latter system threaten-
ing to produce the remarkable result of
paving the heaviest subsidies to vessels
carrying the least frei-'h- t.

IT the ship subsidy bill is to be Jammed
through by Mark Huuua and the syndi-
cates interested la its passage, it might
be well If this amendment weie made.
The chances ate, however, that nothing
of the sort will be done. The bill as it
now stands Is for the advantage of cer-

tain syndicates, not of American trade
In general. It has been drawn with that
object exclusively In view aud Is not
likely to be changed.

Although thero has been ample tluiu
the House of Delegates has failed us jet
to pass Street Commissioner Varrel-iiiaun- 's

bill coufening authority to use
for street cleaning some of the money
needlessly appropriated to salaries In
his department Salaries seem to be one
municipal fixture which the House of
Delegates will fight to the end to main-
tain.

If Secretary of State Hay should re-

sign following the repudiation of his
Nicaragua Canal treaty tho Senate
would havo accomplished two good ob-

jects by Its vote: Americanizing an
nieastiro and establishing the

good preccdi'iit that a Minister shall re-

sign when he ceases to represent the
sentiment of the country.

Missouri's next Speaker of her House
of Representatives should be a Demo-

crat, a cleau aud able public servant,
opposed to the lobby, free of factional
and personal feuds and In harmony with
the Dockery administration.

Missouri's "decadent" Democratic
counties in the Southeast Increased over
7.",000 in population during the past ten
years. Some of the Eastern Republican
States would like a little of this "de-

cadence" iu theirs.

Socifl y Folks of the Illinois Cipital
Are Almost Dreading Luy

of Inauguration.

ADMINISTRATIONS CONTRASTED

New fJovornor and Wife Intensely
Ifeligioiis Functions With Dan-

cing, Cards and Wine Likely
to l!e Abandoned.

Springfield III. Dec. K. There will be a

great shattcllng of prco-dent- s and social as
well as political usuages during tho admin-
istration of Governor Yates. Society folks
of the- - State capital are almost dreading th-- i
daj of inauguration. Not that the new
Governor anel his famllj nro unpopular or
averse to entertaining their frlcnrjs In a
proper manner. Mr. and Mrs. Yates are in-

tensely religious, and In thl3 respect thej
radlcallj elllfer from those who hive occu-ple- il

tho L'xocutivo Manaiun in Sprint-fiel- d

for a good many jears.
Mj memory goes back onlj to Governor

Cullom's term. Culloii and Ms family are
Prcsbjterians, and while Mrs. Cullom and
her daughters v.cre regular church attend-
ants and panlcipat- -l In the societies belong-
ing to the church, the Governor became
somewhat lax in hi3 duties, and about the
timu bo was elected to the Lniud States
Senate In ISjZ he was only an occasional
church-goe- r.

But during the Cullom lncumbencj- - the
dignified and somewhat aristocratic prin-
ciples, of tho Presbyterian creel were ob-

served.
Lieutenant Governor Hamilton, who suc-

ceeded Governor Cullom for tho two jears
from 15S3 to ISij, was not a cMmmunicant
with any church, I believe. It was a seriou
and rather infrequent Incident for an en-

tertainment to be in tho Execitive
Manlon.

31r. Ogleeelij- - lYaj- - Uicleislve.
Governor O&lesby wa snot an agnostic by

anj-- means, tor wjs he ono w ho broke bread
and supped v.Ine at the communion table.
His cree-- was probably of that free andeasy character common to most soldiers andpublic men. On the contrary, ilr. Ogl:soy
was a. high-churc- h Kpfecopalian. ana

lntcrcuursu with the exclusive and
aristocratic set In the capital cltj. Here In
bprlngtitld the episcopalians consider them-
selves a peg or two higher In tha socUl
scale than some or the Presbj terlans.

Hence, Mrs. Oglesby's social functions
weio mainly to the aristo-
cratic element. It u certain that the bluff
old Governor frequently caused the color to
rise to his wife's face ley some of his bluntexpressions. It was this very characteris-
tic, however, that made him the idol of thecommon people of the State, and caused the
enthuMastlc ovations at his meetings. Mrs.
Oglesby cannot be credited with being apopular mistress of the mansion.

The Klfers, who succeeded the Oglesbys
la tho mansion, were matter-of-fac- t, plain
people, who made no special pretensions tocxcljslvcnes, and were not prominent lireligious matters In any church, although I
believe that Mrs. Flfer was a Methodist and
Governor Flfer also paid pew rent with ex-
act regulantj. bet was sadly in arrears in
attendance marks. Mrs. Flfer was gracious
and pleasant to ev erj bod j, and mtdo tv erJ --

body at home during her occupancy of the
ujeui-ioi- i. ono snoweu no particular iavordto any --." or clique of Springfield society,
but placed all on practically the same foot-
ing. She knew neither church nor polities
In her demeanor towards society people.

Governor and Mrs1. Altgeld occupied about
tho same position as the Flfers toward the
people of the capltul city. Their entertain-
ments were never elaborate, nor exclusive.
I am not sure, but I do not believe that
either were communicants with any fcprlng-Bel- d

cliurch. Certainly Governor Altgeld
was not often seen in any church, nnd did
not attach himself to any denomination.
Like Oglesby and Fifcr. he was not a com-
municant with anj creeel, but would be
classed with that vast number of believers
who believe und neglect to attend divine
services rcgtilarlj. Mrs. Altgeld left a dis-
tinctly pleasant impression on tho middle
class of society. Her church and charitable
contributions were not ostentatious nor ex-
travagant. &nd her name is, classed with
that of Mrs. lifer as verj popular mis-
tresses of the mansion.

Jim. Tanner's Functions.
Governor Tanner was of the same re-

ligious turn as his predecessors iglesbj.
Flfer and Altgeld not an active church
n.ember, although without doubt a true

in immortality and a Supreme Being.
Mrs. Tanner is. nnd alwajs was, an active
member of the Kpiscopal Church the arl- -

tocratla St. Paul's, and she was married to
the Governor In it nfter his election in.
1SW, before the Inauguration. She is soils'
and exhibits good tasto lu her gowns, and.
during the rast four jears the Kxccutlvo
Mansion has seen more genuine social life
and confined to the wealthy and aristocratic
class than during tho five or six preceding
administration? combined. Mrs. Tanner
looks like a Governor's wife and she has
fairly maintained the character during her
term as leaeler of Springfield socletj. She
r'ns not been en especial favorite of the
second and third tiers of society here, prob-abl- r.

Uut this Is accounted for by the fact
that the mansion entertainments "under her
regime have been exceedingly elaborate and
the local newspapers havo at times been at
a loss for worls to fitly describe them. Mrs.
Tanner has not lacked In gradou-Tics- s and
affability, but her friends were member
of the exclusive class and theso are de-
voted to her. The Tanner administration .
"started off with a grand Inaugural ball,
which will rot soon le forgotten by those
who attended. The hall of the Houso was
covered with a false floor, tho best band la
the State was brought down from Chicago,
the Crcoratioi s were lavish and such a,
function nerver beforo was given In Spring-
field. .--

Social Oatloolc Under Yates.
Tho new rdmlnistratlou will present the

other extreme In social matters from thepresent one. Governor and Mrs. "iates are
orthodox Methodists, and I have been told
bj a Jacksonville friend that thej- - have ve-
toed in posltlvo terms all suggestions of an
Inaugural ball. The Governor elect and
Mrs. Yates aro not only regular church at-
tendants, but they are active and prominent
in chure--n social works and liberal con-
tributors to missionary and charitable so-
cieties. They havo practiced In their home
life the precepts and laws of their church.
There never was card plajing In the Yates
home and dancing was unknown. Wino was
never served from tho Yates table, and it
Is a safe proposition that all the
ungodly complements, tho pleasures in-
terdicted by tho orthodox church, will bo
barred from the Executive Mansion during
the next four jears.

As far back as I can remember wine
has regularly been served on stito occi-sfo-

In the mansion. Dancing nlways has
been the chief pleasure of occasions when
tho mansion was thrown open to visitors
under all administrations, and it may b
that this pastime will bo permitted. But
In all essentials thero will hn a radical
chango from precedents in the conduct of
the mansion. The bllIlard-roo- n will b
closed, euchre, decks burned if any ar
discovered and the wine cellar chained anel
looked. The handsome and expensive traps
of the present administration will rot b
continued In service, nnd tho coachman
will bo discharged. In fine, the new Gov-
ernor nnd his family will trv-- to serve
their God and the people of Illinois from
the standpoint of Call in. The people will
not bo dazzled by sumptuous entertain-
ments and lavish display of flower and
plants and expensive decorations. So far
as the capital city Is concerned, I am ex-

pecting an administration that will be not
only satisfactory, but popular in a general
wa.
