Tho preliminary tcts at the placa
of manufacture wero all highly ruccessful,
and no doutt is felt that tho.-- to bo inada
at Sandy Hook will ba equally satisfactory.

Inventor Gathmann sajs of hla new

"TJiero were many early experiments leadi-
ng- up to it, and dcrinc; those I built four
guns, tho largest of which was ui Inch, 12
caliber. In tha last four jears tho Govern-
ment assisted ma tery liberally nnd con-

tributed JlvO.O.t) toward carrying on the ex-

periments on a larger ecale. Wo used nearly
7,00i pounds of gun cotton, nud tho War
and SCavy Departments loaned us various
types of guns tvith which ta tnaka experi-
ments. In 1SS3 Conjress appropriated

so that my Ideal weapon mlcht bo built
under Government BupcrvUIon.

"This aerial torpedo gun Is novr completed.
It weighs 19 tons is 11 feet long, with
bore, being about tha nme weight and ex-

terior dimensions as tho guns now
being constructed. It can bo mounted on
any modern gun carriage. The total
weight of the torpedo shell is 1.S0O pounds.
Including 6i) pounds of wet gun cotton.

What tho Gun Will Do.
"Tho Government contract called for a

muzzle teloclty of 1.M0 feet per second for
d projectiles. In the recent tests

this was exceeded by 100 feet A rowder
charge of Stf) pounds was ued. A reinarkrt-bl- o

uniformity of velocity was obtained, tha
projectiles varMng In weight from tix to
tight pounis. In six rounds, each fired with

.X) rounds of rowder, the lowest velocity ob-
tained was l.i73 feet per second. After eev-tr-cl

rounds, tha gun becoming: warm, tho
velocity reached 1.90G feet per second. In
r.o instance did the pressure exced nine tons.
Tho gun. being built of nickel ateal, can
stand a pressure of elxteen tons without
suffering damage from strain. Tha mem-
bers of tho Board of Ordnance end Forti-
fication, Generals Miles, Bufflngton. Wilson,
Henderson, and Captain Itogers, United
States Navy, wera present at the tests, and
vvero greatly pleased with results.

"The army rlfla in construction at
Watervlait Arsenal, when completed will
bo the heaviest and most costly pieca of
ordnanca in tha United States. Tha cost
of this monster Is about $120,000. If a
proper earring Is constructed for It thera
will ba another expense at least equal to
the cost of the pun. The muzzla energy
will bo soma 70,0W-fo- ot tons.

"Ict us compare this monster pisca of
ordnanco with tho serial torpedo
gun. The cost end weight of tha torpedo
gua is about one-ha- lf of tha former) still,
tha muzzle efficiency is mora than threa
times that of tha 125-to- n army rifle. At
far ranges tha difference will ba etlll great-
er In favor of tha aerial torpedo system.
At flva mllea tha torpedo will etlll have a
potential energy of 163.000 foot-ton- s, and
this, though the target Is struck a glancing
blow. This Is equivalent to tha ramming
energy of tha heaviest battleship moving
at full speed.

More Deadly Than Modern Gun.
"Xow, let us compare thn edclenoy of

tha present most modern 10 and 12 Inch
guns with, this new gun for firing aerial
torpedoes. Tha first ara relatively mere
toys, cot In cost and weight, but In effi-
ciency.

"For example let us taka a first-cla- rs

battleship for a target. One aerial tor-
pedo gun will disable, ainlc or destroy such
a craft as readily as tan guns at
close range. If wa widen our lighting
range and placa opponent's battleship be-
yond 3,000 yards, than the efficiency of this
ono torpedo gun will ba superior to
almost any number cf the present typa of
guns combined.

"All well posted men know that at two
miles or further range tha best and heav-
iest armor cannot bo penetrated by guns of
tho present typo- -

"In a duel two first-cla- ss battleship,
two miles distant, could actually fira all
their ammunition at one another and still
romaln afloat. Place caliber tor-
pedo guns on ono of tha battleships nnd
tha duel would bo ended within a few
minutes and the battleship carrying aerial
torpedoes would disable Its opponent befora
tha latter could do serious damage."

Doctor Hubert Howo Discnsses Re-

sult of Hia Inquiry.

Denver, Colo., Dee. 16. Interesting data
concerning the largest meteor seen In
twenty-fiv- e ear. have been collected by
Doctor Hubert Howe of the ChamberKln
Observatory in Denver. This great aerolite

S and 4 o'clock In the afternoon. It was
also ooserveu as it puraucu u. cvciijr
course, by many people oh th' other side
of the Rocky Mountain divide, is far north
ns Saratoga, Wyo., and oa far south as
Delta.

Judging from these distance. Professor
Howe estimates that Its height above the
earth was not less than W) miles.

When apparently directly over North

Tark. Colo., the meteor exploded with ter-
rific force. Hundreds of fragmints fell, but
were probably consumed before reaching: the
earth, as none hai been found.

The sound was audible at places as much
as fifty miles apart. Houses were shaken
nnd cattle stampeded. Ono man was
thrown from his horse.
