of the recess hour altogether.

Tie first day of thelr confinement the
clas:es proved so restlesa that the teacher
declled that work would best sult thele
temioraments, so he sent them Lo the
biackbourd to do exerclscs.

The two classes. twenty-eight in number,
rose as one, and, seeming 10 have o mutual
ugnderstanding and a courageous ringleader,
deitberately marched out of the schonl-
yoom. Only one junior, Miss Blanche Hos-
well, remained.

A meeting of the Board of Education was
immediately ecalied, and Professor Hollings-
worth laid the case be e them. The diso-
ent pupllis were given a choloe between
ing his niles or Iwing suspended.

The suspended puplls con-
tend that no barm was meant by exchang-
fne beadgear, and really they cannot sea
why it was & s offense, They
wire used to o st plenles and par-
ties and saw no reason why they should
not do 80 in their sport on the school
Erounds

Meantime, If the School Board does not
relent, nor the scholurs report, there Is slim
chance of any commoencement exercises for
the Broctan High School in the next two
years. This fact ftself will draw publie at-
tention to the differences betweoen the teach-
er and pupils and force an issge and some
sort of a scttlement, for one of the red-
letter davas of Hrocton s its annual school
commencement.
