HUMOROUS MELODRAMA
AT THE OLYMPIC.

Mr. William Gillette, in his comic melo-

drama of "Sherlock Holmes." entertained
a very large New Tear Eve audience at the
Olympic Theater last night. "Sherlock
Holmes" i. first of all, a melodrama, but
you mustn't take it seriously.

Sometimes, however, you may " forget
yourself fen- - an instant, forget that It is all
a literary Joke set tu lights and curtains
and trap doors, and so forgetting, you may
grip the tides of your chair and wonder
how In tho world the suave hero wilt ever
get out of the serujie he- - is In. Then, by a
serlej of maneuvers that easily surpasses
anything ever done by a Huvlln or Dead-woo- d

Dick hero, your Mr. Sherlock Holmes
his smashed the lamp, grasped the fair,
joung girl ln his arras, and. defing hjlf a
dozen men who murder us a pastime, he
has dashed Into the open and left his
enemies locked in their own trap. Whew!
but It's lively.

One of the most interesting things attach-
ing to Mr. Gillette's latest stage invention
Is the lighting of It. The scenes open and
close Iu absolute darkness. Instead of rais-
ing and lowering the curtain repeatedly, the
electrician merely puts tbn lights on and
turns them off again, as the appUusc out
In front Indicate the pleasure of the audi-
ence.

Ttil manipulation of the lights is partic-
ularly effective in a play like "Sherlock
Holmes," where the Impression made by
the piece is deepened by suggestion in the
direction of the uticjnny. The eyes receive
a much more ready lnpression of a gloomy,
underground chamber with greenish lights
when they se It tlrst after a rest in elark-nes- s.

The old method provided for a grad-
ual lighting- of the The Gillette Idea
gives the exact picture to the ready vision,
all in an Instant. Three red lights are left
ln the body of the house, and thee but
serve to Intensify the darkness beyond the
curtain line.

The new play presents n novelty in this
interesting respect: The audience receives
Information, In advance, cf many of the
things .that are to happen; and. stranger
jet. the audience learns, too, that the hero
knows of these things In advance. This
unusual play development Is accompanied
by the equally Interesting fact that all of
tho scenes are seemingly overacted. We
hear a lot aliout the quiet mcthoels of Mr.
Gillette and his plays this report is mercty
part of the result of the hypnotic Influ-
ence of the excellent actor. His melodrama
Is most aprorent nt all times. He gives
rtarts that aro burlesques on most things
jou 9v at Havlln's. and when he puts
his In the face of a famous
criminal he tbs it with much quiet bluster.
