Gov-
ernment by parties and bosses Is better than
what preceded It, government by Kings and
Queens, but government by the people Is
the best of all.

"It Is Impossible to hare a city govern-
ment better than the average of the peo
ple. Water cannot rl?e above Its source.
The average of the people Is the controlling
majority among them, and what they will
to be their standard of excellence, will be,
no matter who the executive officer they
may choose to execute their will.

"If the people of St. Louis want a
Slayor and by virtue of that fact

a good one. let them get together and dis-
cuss ways and means of finding out who.
In the opinion or the majority. Is the best
man for the place; then, when they have
matured those plans, put the machinery In
motion. They will soon learn who the peo-
ple want, and, when they have learned It.
let them nominate that man as their candi-
date and vote for him and elect him."

ATTORNEY GENERAL'S REPORT.

Kecommends Legislation and Re-

views Work of ilis Department
REPfBLir PrECIAL

Springfield. III.. Jan. 7. Attorney General
Akin has submlttcl to Governor Tanner
the annual report of the law department
of the State. In dealing with the business
of the office and In recommending legisla-
tion affecting the department the report
says:

What Is referred to as unofficial opinions
are opinions rendered to county, city town
and district officers upon questions relating;
to their official Dowers and duties, or whlcn
liertaln to matters of public Interest and
the answering of which constitutes no part
or my oClctai duties. By July 1st last the
volume of thee recuests had grown to
such proortion a to seriously Interfere
with the regular work of the department
ard anwer!ng the same was on that date
practh ally discontinued.

I um cf Hi opinion that the burden of
thl work should no longer be performed by
the Attorney General, and would suggest
that the State's Attorney be made the le-
gal advler of all public officers within his
county except city and village officers, and
that their compensation be proportionately
Increased.

Within the past two year the State's
Attorney of Cook County, under my direc-
tion and on my relation, brought many
nilts against corporations to recover pen-
alties provided In the antitrust laws of th's
State for failure to file affidavits as therein
required. A number of these cases were
recently tried before Judges Tuley. Water-
man and Dunne of the Circuit Court of
Cook County, and a majority of the Judges
held that sections 1 and 4 of the antltru t
law of 1S32 were unconstitutional and void
bv reason of the amendment made to sec-t'- nn

1 by the act of 1S37. and all the Judges
concurred In holding, as stated In their pub-
lished opinion, that the antitrust law of
IKt was a piece or legislative aooruon.
and unenforcable by reason of the fact that
while trusts were defined In that act the
formation of the same was not declared

While I am not prepared to concur
fully In the decllon referred to. It server
to show the difficulties attending the at-
tempted enforcement of these laws by rea-
son of matter contained therein and
omitted therefrom, which may easily be
rejected or supplied by appropriate Iegis'a-tlo- n.

and I therefore renew my former
recommendation that the antitrust laws of
this Ptate be revised.

During the past two years ISO cases have
received the attention of this department
and of this 93 have been disposed of and S3
are still pending.

A review of the work of this department
for the past four years shows that mora
opinions, official and unofficial, have been
rendered than during any like period In the
history of thU offlce.

Conscious of an earnest delre to faith-
fully discharge the trust confided to me by
the people of the State. I hope my adminis-
tration of the law department Is deserving
of commendation, and that It has In some
degree contributed to the success of your
administration.
