Laymen Join in the Discussion of
the Forward Movement Doc

tor Lnreoek Recommends
Henrt-to-Hea- rt Effort.

The Methodist Episcopal ministers male
a departure yesterday in the manner of
holding their Monday meeting. They
gathered as usual In the parlors of tho
Salem Church. Fifteenth and Wash streets,
but the unique feature was the presence of
tho wives of the pastors.

The address of the occasion was delivered
by the lleverend Doctor Oldham. Assistant
Missionary Secretary of the Methodist Epis-
copal Church at large, and was a brilliant
survey of the missionary field and tho
Twentieth Century outlook. The discussion
which followed was participated In by the
leading pastors of tho city, and Bishop
Fitzgerald, and was a sort of love feast
along missionary lines.

At the close of the meeting, all reralred to
a downtown restaurant, where dinner was
served. Then followed a discussion of
"The Forward Movement." recently Inaug
urated by the church-at-larg- e. the Reverend
Doctor S. B. Warner presiding. George W.
Brown delivered the Introductory address.

B. R, Bonner, followed discussing tho gen-
eral question: "What Has Been the Spirit-
ual Achievements of Former Years In St.
Louis?" Mr. Bonner said that the Metho-
dist Episcopal Church In this city was
scarce a generation old. and that tho pres-e- rt

membership was not a criterion as to
what had been accomplished, for thousands
of Its members had moved away from the
city and could be found In every State and
Territory west to the Pacific.

The Reverend Doctor H. I. Stevens, pas-
tor of the Doctor Fry Memorial Church, an-
swered the question. "Can We Expect In
These Days to See the Good Results of
the e Revivals?" This question
was answered most emphatically In the af-
firmative, and for the reason that the gos-
pel had not changed and because conversion
was Just as necessary y as in former
years.

Franris Duffy of New York. Who
Disappeared Xovemher 22, Has

Many Friends Here.

Francis Duffy, a lawyer of New York,
who has many friends and acquaintances in
St. Louis and throughout the West, has
been missing from bis home since Novem-le- r

3. last.
Mr. Duffy was graduated from George-

town University In 1878 and Is n

to all students who attended the Institu-
tion during the four years preceding his
graduation. Ills home has always been In
New York City. He has visited nearly all
the principal cities In the East and Middle
West and was in St. Louis on his wedding
tour, about fifteen years ago.

On the afternoon of November U he left
his offlce as usual and he has neither been
seen by those who know him, nor has
anything been heard of him since.

The New York police were at once noti-
fied and nothing left undone by his fam-ll- v

and relatives In New York to find him.
Members of his family do not think he has
committed suicide, as he had no cause for

He worked
overhard at-hi- s profession durlnr' the sum-
mer and fall, taklnz no' vacation; and 'he
supposition Is that he overtaxed his mental
strength, with the result that there was a
sudden collapse and he became mentally
deranged. He was an exceedingly domestic
man. had no bad habits, and spent nearly
all his leisure time nlth his wife and chil-
dren at their home on Manhattan avenue.

Members of his family think he wandered
off nnd took either a train or steamer for
some other clty.where he has been stricken
with a lapse of memory and Is unable to
reveal lit-- s Identity. The detective bureau
at New York has Issued circulars contain-
ing an excellent half-ton- e likeness of him
and giving the following description:

MAKES A PLEA FOR

VETERAN SOLDIERS.

Commander Rassieur of G. A. R.
Says They Should Have Prefer-

ence in Civil Appointments.

Since the Thirty-fourt- h National En-

campment of the Grand Army of the Re-

public, held at Chicago. August 23. 1500. res-

olutions have been received at headquar-
ters in this city from nearly every post In
the country Indorsing a measure now pend-

ing in Congress, entitled the "veteran
preference law." which provides thnt pref-

erence for employment In every executlvo
department of the United States Govern-
ment shall be given to honorably dis-

charged Union soldiers, sailors and ma-
rines of the Civil War.

Referring to past and proposed legislation
for the benefit of Civil War veterans who
wish to obtain employment In the public
service. Commander In Chief Leo Rassleur
gald last night:

"The very-- much mistaken Idea finding ex-
pression In Congress by Mr. Hepburn of
Iowa and Mr. Richardson of Tennessee, on
December 17 last, that a preference Is now
enjoyed by all survivors cf the Civil War
for certification to and appointment In the
civil service, evidences a lack of knowledge
on the subject so general that It should be
corrected.

The fact is that section No. 17M. Revised
Statutes, passed March 9. 1SA3. provides that
persons honorably discharged from the mil-

itary or naval service by reason of disabil-
ity resulting from wounds or sickness In-

curred In the line of duty rhall be preferred
for appointments to civil offices. This Is the
only law bearing on preference.

This law has benefited those of the
regular army and navy who enlisted rlnce
1SS3 to the extent of 13 per cent. This
being so. the law Is applicable now to all
regulars and to the volunteers of the re--

nt war. or those serving In the Phlllp-llne- s,

but not to others. There Is not now,
and never has been, any preference enjoyed
by men who served out their terms of en-
listment. If a man was wounded twenty
times, refusing A dlrcharsc fdr disability by
reason thereof, he has no legal preference
whatever In the civil service.

'The efforts of committees of the Grand
Army In twenty years to change this In the
Interest of all who served faithfully and
nell have failed. The mistaken Idea to
which I have referred should be corrected."
