as yet little has been learned about the in-
terior of Braxil, Bolivia, Ecuador, Peru and
Argentina.”

Sir Martin, being asked whether his ex-
plorations in South America were prompled
by sclentific objects or were for commercial
purposes, sald:

“l have been Interesied in the subject
from a sclentific standpolint. It i» Immense-
1y vich in minerals—hew rich no oop
knows!"

JUDGE GIEBONS ON

In a Letter to Chief Justice Boggs
of Illinois He Says It Is Le
galized Concubinage.

While Rockefeller and Morgan planned to
control the ralircads of America, Carnegie
axiended his,gragp to cover gimosi .oveny*
fhing thée rallroads need. The rallroads

4 cannot operate without supplles. Cammegie

helda the key. Roekefeller owns only the
rights-of-way and the oll. Carnegle con-
trols everything Rockefeller wants, except
locomotives, and it Is an open fght be-
tween them for that.

The announcement that Carnegle hag se.
cured the assistance of his formidable ally
—the car Trust—in his fight came to-day
with the news that F. N. Hoffstat had been
chosen president of the Trust to' suceed
Charlea T. Bchoen, founder of the combina-
tion. Heffstat i» a relative of Carpegie.
Heo ia also related by marringe to Henry
Phipps, one of Carnegie’s purtners. He s
one of Carnegie’s maost trusted men, and,
as they say In the Cartegle company,
"takes orders without asking quektions ™

Can Now Dictate to Hockefelier.

Henry W. Ollver is also one of the lead-
ers in the Pressed Steel Car Trust. He Is
likswise one of Carnegie’s men, is o charge
of the ore Intercsts of the Carnegle com-
pany and a director of the Prosssd Steel
Car Company.

As o result of this combimation Mr. Car-
negle is In a position to dictate prices to
the Rockefeller mnd Morgan rallroad toter-
ests. They cannot secure =feel cars without
paying Mr. Carnegle’s price. They  must
