Cincinnati Saengerfest Is Deter-
mined fo Fight the Case to
the Last Ditch.

GOVERNOR EQUALLY STUBBORN

Court’s Decision Relied Upon by
Each Ride to Rustain Its Posi-
tion—Arguments for Injunc
tion Begin To-Day,

Cincinnatl, 0., Feb. J4—Notwithstanding
the action of Governor Nash, there has been
no suspension of operntions here to-day of
the Jeffries-Ruhlin contest, scheduled for
February 15. The work has been proceed-
ing at the big hall as heretofore. The sale
of tlckets went on the same as last week.
The progrmmmes were carrled out as usual
at the tralning quarters of Jeffries, Ruhlin,
Martin and Childs.

The Baengerfest Athletle Club and thelr
nttorneys, after repeated conferences, in-
siszted that they would proceed to carry out
thelr programmés unless a permanent in-
Junction was issued by the courts. Argu-
ments will be heard on the petition for an
injunction to-morrow, and they may con-
t'nue for two days; then Judge Holllster
may rererve his decision for a day or two,
sc that the :ndications to-night are that
there will be no suspension of preliminary
vork for some days.

The statement was repeatedly mode to-
dey by directors of the Baengerfest Athlelie
Association that the fight would not be de-
clared off until they had exbausted all of-
forts in the courts, even to the court of last
resort. The promoters of the event insist
