Mexico and South
America. All of these are students in the
Alissourl State Univerally. Two bhave been
sent to Missourl by Biates In the Argentine
Eepublic for the sxpress purpose of study-
ing agriculture. The rest have come of
their own volition and are dependent for
maintenance upon their private means.
These boys are of unmixed Bpanish blood
and represent three-fifihs of the entire
nember of Spanish-American students in
the United States. Of the remaining part
two are at Cornell Univeraity, New York.

in Canada, the number of Spanish-Ameri-
cans in the United States ls twice as great
as those studying In any other country In
the world. A still mors significant fact,
for Missourians, at least. is that nearly all
of the Bpanish-Americans In the universi-
ty =t Columbia are studying agriculture.
This is a much larger percentage of people
from thelr country who are studying agri-
culture than {rom any other section of the
world.

No far-fetched reasons need be introduced
to explain this fact. In the first place, the
country from wihch thess boys come Is a
new country, and is, therefore, open pri-
marily to agriculture. This s especlally
troe of the Argentine Btates, which me
among the last to have been " mettled in
South America. Credit Is due to Missouri-
ans, in the second place, for affording
greater facllitles for the study of agricul-
ture then any other Institution in the
Urited States, or In the worid. When the
Argentine boys had arrived in America,
after & careful study of the opportunities
presented by other countries, they decided,
upon consultation with their Minister at
Washington, that grealer advantages
would be open to them to pursue the study
of agriculture at the Missour! State Uni-
versity than at any other institution of
analogous nature in the United States.

Of these Spanish-American students =at
Columbia, five are from ke Argentine Re-
public. They are Hy. Schile, Alex, Freyre,
Joseph Vera, E. Cabel Cullen and Augustin
de Yriondo. From Mexico there are Leo J.
Castellanos and his younger brother, George
B Castellanos; Oswaldo Rublo Lopes 1s
from Cubs and Nicolas C. Dauben is from
Porto Rico. The Argentine boys have been
here but little over two months, while for
the others thls makss their second year In
the university.

The personality of the foreigners is a mat-
ter of no little Interest. They represent the
best that thelr native lands have produced.
Thelr parents are the aristocracy of their
respective homes, and many of them hold

His father is a Senator st the national cap-
ital, and besides Is the proprietor of a large
cattle ranch (estancis), from which he real-
Izes an income of several thousand dollars
a year. The two baoys from Mexico are no
less prominent. Their father, Senor Jusn
N. Castellanos, is at the head of the third
department of war of that couniry, the
medical department, and ls very wealthy.

Rubile Lopes comes to the university at
Columbia as & war veteran, and bears thres
marks, one gun and two saber wounds,
which he recelved I battle while stroggling
with his Cuban countrymen to throw off
the tyranny of Spaln. When Gomesz ralsed
an army for the defense of Cuban lberiy
Rublo was one of the first to joln his ranks,
He was then 17 years of sge. During the
war and up until the time when the bat-
tleship Malns was sunk in Havana Harbor
he had taken part In eighteen pitched bat-
tles and In countless sgkirmishes. During
the Fpanish-American War he served
throughout the entire time as a scout, with
the rank of a First Lieutenant.

Rubic’s Bravery in Cuba.

A thrilling instance of youug Rublo's
bravery is established In Cuban tradition by
the part that he took In a skirmish outside
Havana. It was before the time that the
United Btates had recognized the belliger-
ency of the Cuban armies The Spanish
forces then outoumbered the Cubans at
Ereat odds, and every fight that the latter
entered Into the risks were measured and
courage adequate to the OCCasion was mus-
tered up. In desperation and strategy was
their caly hope.

In this particular skirmish, young Rublo,
to the utter chagrin and admiration of his
oemrades, managed to flank the Spanish line
and emcounter the Caplain of the company
alome. A hand-to-hand combat ensued, In
which Rublo bad both eyebrows cut off by
& duel sword-twist of his opponent. By a
successful parry, however, he ded in
thrusting his opponent in the neck, which
resulted in the death of the Spaniah Cap-
tain, and ultimately in the day belng won
by the Cuban forces

Another fllustration, though somewhat lu-
dicrous, tends to sbow the spirit and pluck
of the young Cuban Jieutenant. In land-
Ing at New York, on his way to Missouri,
he was first accosted somewhat officiously
by a cabman, who muttered something and
sugtched Hublo's vallse from Mhis hand
Even bad the hoarse, amothered pariance
of the cabiman been English, It is entirely
probable that Rublo's familiarity with that
language would not bave been sufficlent to -
lead him to appreciate the sftuation. As
it was he presumed that he was about to
be robbed, 30 he rufsed his umbrella and
In one blow gave tbe Impertinent cabman
space ou the ground.
