WILL BE HELD TO-DA- Y.

Friends of All Three Candidates
for Mayor Say They Are

Sure of Success.

CAMPAIGN WORK IS COMPLETED

Wells Contingent Claims Twenty
Wards, Tiuker Fourteen and

Noonan Five Betting
Favors Wells.

The primary campaign for the Demo-
cratic nomination for Mayor is closed.

To-da- y the claims of the various candi-
dates will be arbitrated by the voters at
tho polls.

All of the candidates professed confidence
yesterday Wells's friends claimed posi-
tively that he would win by a handsome
majority. Tinker's supporters confessed
that the situation was not as promising as
they would like, but they claimed that
they had good reasons to believe they
would carry enough wards to control the
convention. Noonan and his friends rested
on their oars. They frankly admitted that
they did not hope to have a controlling
majority of the convention on the first bal
lot, but they hoped that the fight between
the supporters of Wells and Tinker would
be so close that neither could win and as a
compromise Noonan would be selected.

The Wells's adherents were claiming
positively yesterday twenty wards, and
said that they had better than an even
break In at least four more. Betting on
the general result was about two to one in
favor of Wells. In some of the wards the
odds were considerably larger, one bet of
nve to one being made that Wells wouldcarry the Twelfth Ward, which Is Tinker's
home ward.

The Tlnkerltes are claiming at least four-
teen wards and possibly four more. The
wards they figure as certain to go toTinker are: Third. Fourth, Sixth. Seventh,Llghth. Ninth. Tenth, Eleventh, Twelfth.Twentieth, Twenty-firs- t, Twenty-sixt- h and
Twenty-sevent- h. Noonan's friends makeno claims to any ward except his own, theSeventeenth. This they say they are cer-
tain of. They expect to carry at least five
others, but are making no positive pre-
dictions.

A report was current yesterday that re-peaters would be Imported from Chicago
and used In the Third. Twentieth and
Twenty-fir- st Wards. The police and detec- -
ms uejuuiuirnis were aavisea or tnis re-port and instructed to keep a close watchat the polls to prevent anything of thekind.

Harry B. Hawes made the following
statement last night on the result of theprimary election y:

"I am as every one knows for Wells forMayor. He will carry twenty and probably
twenty-thre- e wards The only
thing we fear Is that Republicans will at-tempt to step in and control Democraticprimaries. This is a Democratic contest
and Republicans have no right to attempt
i ojoiroi k. i nave inrormauon thatGeorge J. Kobusch, the Republican mem-
ber of the Board of Election Commission-
ers, has put up money In behalf of Tinker,
and, working In the Interest of the Re-
publican party, is trying to secure his nom-
ination on the Democratic ticket. Theidea of having a Democratic primary con-
trolled by Republican votes is preposter-
ous.' The Democrats of St Louis will
brook no interference of this kind, if Iunderstand the kind of men they are.. Isay then that unless Republican votes con-
trol the Democratic primaries. Wells will
have twenty wards sure and probably
twenty-thre- e out of the twenty-eig- ht Inthe city."

FAVOR THE SCHOOL OF MIXES.
Legislators Impressed With the Im-

portance of the Rolla Institution.
Several, members of the House of Repre-

sentatives and Senate who visited the
School of Mines at Rolla Saturday were
in the city yesterday. The greater portion
departed Saturday night for Jefferson City.
All the members of the Legislature re-
ported having had a good time in the pretty
Phelps County town.

The visit is expected to bear fruit be-f- or

the session ends. Several legislators
had never before seen the School of Mines,
in fate, the majority had not. and they were
surprised at the Institution they found there.
In the lobby of the Laclede members of the
House expressed a strong sentiment for alarger appropriation for the' School of
Mines. The visit awakened in their minds
the importance of the mineral Industry Ina way that books and papers might not do
in a long time. Professor George Ladd and
the citizens of Holla made the stay pleas-
ant, and altogether the visit was a stroke
of policy on the part of the people of Rclla
and other friends of the school, who con-
tributed to the expense of the trip.

"In my opinion, the school should be en-
couraged." said Senator N. M. Bradley of
Johnson County. "New buildings are need-
ed there badly. If the State proposes to
maintain a School of Mines it should re-
ceive the assistance it merits. If It does
not desire such a school It should be abol-
ished. I am in favor of no half-wa- y course
in the matter. I never before realised the
importance of the schqol and the visit has
been one of profit as well as pleasure so
far as the Information gleaned is concerned.

"The buildings there now are aU right,but
they .are in need of repair. They are Inade-
quate to the needs of the school. They
are practically shells, with no modern con-
veniences than other schools of the State
now enjoy.. A good liberal appropriation
should be made for the Institution."

Representative Locker of Pulaski County
expressed nearly the same sentiment. He
Intimated that the School of Mines had not
been 'given the attention In the past that It
probably deserved.

"In my opinion, the best thing that ran
be done is to separate the School of Mines
from the State university. Let a different
Board of Managers be appointed to direct
Its work. It would not then be hampered
and it would flourish more in the future
than it has in the past. I am satisfied the
connection with the 8tate University at
Columbia has been a crawDacic.- -

FRANCHISE BILL

Representatives Believe Private
CorporationstShould Be Specif- -

lally Exempt From Taxation.

DO NOT LIKE SENATE MEASURE.

Woolfolk Outlines the Proposed
House Bill, Which Probably

Will Be Reported From
Committee

Representatives' is. preparing its own fran-
chise ,ta3t blll Th$ House does not Uko the
Senate's bill the Martin-Cla- y measure. The
new bill will probably be presented In the
House Tuesday. Representatives Woolfolk
and Hawthorne are now .working on It as
a subcommittee of the House Ways and
.Means committee. There will then be two
franchise tax bills In the field in place of
tho large swarm Introduced since the ses-
sion began. Tho question then will be
greatly narrowed down, but it will be far
from solved.

The members of the House do not like
the Martin-Cla- y or Senate bill, because they
believe that private corporations should be
specifically exempted from taxation. The
Martin bill does not contain such a spesific
exemption. Its terms are general, apply-
ing to all franchises and giving the Board
of Equalization the power to say whetherprivate corporations enjoy a franchise.

Senators who favor the bill declare thatthe matter of taxing private corporations
can safely be left to the Board or Equali-
zation. They assert that the nnhllr-- n- -
tlment against the taxation of private cor-
porations will keep the Board of Equaliza-
tion from taxing them.

Woolfallc Explains.
"The measure drafted by the House sub-

committee," eays Representative Woolfolk,"specifies the classes of franchises to be
taxed. Among those specified for taxationare newn gathering associations. There Isno daxueer or runmn. nnnt., tn ., '.institution In thus specifying the classes. Our
v.uusuiuuon is mucn iiae tnat or Kentucky,where an effective frai.chlse-ta- x law Is in'orce. except that the provisions of our Con-stitution are easier to meet. Our Constitu-tion states speclncaliy that taxation shallbe uniform for any one class. The bill pro-
posed by our committee meets this require-
ment. There is no danger of runningaground In the 'class legislation shoal.Tnere is no danger, either, of omitting anyone class of franchises, because a general
clause after the peclnc enumeration em-
braces any that may have been omitted.Private corporations should be specifically

A meeting or caucus of the legislators
belonging to the party in power Is called.A vote Is had whether or not the measureat Issue shall receive the party support-A- llpersons qualified to participate In thecaucus are bound by the majority vote ofthe caucus and must vote In the legislative
body on that measure as the caucus dic
tates or saennce their standing with theirparty..

For Instance, In the House of Represen-
tatives are ninety Democrats and fltty Re-
publicans. Suppose forty Democrats andfifty Republicans oppose a measure. Tnlswould be a clear majority against themeasure. Suppose now a party caucus Is
called on the measure. In the caucus thefifty Democrats can outvote the forty whowould otherwise vote with the Republicans
and compel them thus to vote for themeasure at issue.

Jefferson City, Feb. 10. There is a whis-

per here of an Intention to not grant the
World's Fair the entire sum of (1,000,000.
whose appropriation was authorized by
constitutional amendment last November.
The amendmenf made J1.0CO.000 the maxi-
mum that could be appropriated and set no
minimum limit. Some of the members aretalking of holding the appropriation down
to as meager proportions as possible.

"I have heard tne whispers," says Organ
of Dent, who is a member of both theWorld's Fair Committee and the Appropria-
tion Committee of the House. Both of thesecommittees will take a part In the making
of the appropriation. "I myself 'am in favorof giving to the World's Fair as much ofthe appropriation as can be used for thelegitimate purpose of a State building anda State exhibit. I shall ask. both as a mem-
ber of the World's Fair Committee and asa member of the Appropriations Commlteee,
for detailed Information regarding the use
to which the money is to be put and fordetailed estimates of the cost of the build-
ing and the exhibits. These estimates will
have to be as detailed as Is reasonably pos-
sible. Asking such reasonable assurances
that the money will not be squandered or'misapplied, I shall favor making an appro-
priation to the full limit of the amount
that can bo used. It the estimates are lack-
ing I snail favor a greatly reduced appro-
priation.

"The Identity of, the Commissioners who
are to handle this fund also deserves care-
ful attention. Several ways have been
broached of selecting these Commissioners.
Seme want the present World's Fair com-
mittees of Senate and House to be a per-
manent commission for the management of
the Missouri exhibit and appropriation. The
recommendation was also, made of a com-
mission composed of one man from each
co agressions I district and two at large.
