Only for the frequent visits of the officer
to the cell of the condemned men. Tettaton
Vould have kept his determination "never
to die on the gallows."

He was very weak and almost uncon-
scious when the cell door was opened for
the doctor who stopped the Cow of blood
and bandaged the wound which the glass
had cut clean across'the left wrist,

Tettaton had made his arrangements care- -
fuHy to prevent the Jailer from noticing
tbht he had attempted suicide. Spreading
some of the bod clothes on the floor he held
"his wrist down over the edge of the bed
so that the blood would be absorbed In the

''cloth, make no noise of dripping and not
run out from beneath the cell into the
arena.

Jailer's Discovery.
But when the Jailer visited the cell he

noticed the man's. labored breathing, and

Stationing a deputy at the cell deor the

tried to remove the bandages about his arm,
but he was too weak Then a closer guard
was placed upon him to prevent him from
reopening the wound.

Statement of Several Business Men
May Cause Reopening

of Testimony.

STORY CAUSES MUCH COMMENT

Believed That Charles Force May
Be-- Recalled to the Witness

' Stand in View of lat-
est Development.

Minneapolis, Minn., Feb. 17. Frank Ham-

ilton, who has been on trial here for the
'last week on a charge of having stabbed
to death Leonard Day, millionaire, during a
quarrel over a woman, may bo cleared by
newly-discover- evidence, which came to
light y, and which has created the
most profound sensation here.

Present in the billiard-roo- m of the West
Hotel at the time of the tragedy were a
large number of prominent men, all of
whom have taken the stand and sworn that
they really knew but little of the killing;
that they had seen Uttle of the quarrel be-
tween Hamilton and Day, and that they
did not see Day after he fell to the floor.

One of these men who so swore was
Charles Force, one of the most prominent
young- men In the city.

Now several business men have come for-'wa- rd

with the story that a few hours after
the tragedy they made a cocial call upon
Force, and that In the course of their talk
regarding the tragedy, he stated that when
Hamilton entered the bllllard-roo- Day
rushed up to him with the threat: "Now,
jou , I've got you just where I
want you," and immediately made an at-
tack upon him. These men declare that
Force added: "And Day got just what he
was looking for,"
t They further say that Force told them
that after he had seen Day fall to the floor
bleeding from hla wounds, he called to an-
other society man. who has also sworn ha
knew nothing of the.case, to get out of the
room, as "something would come off" when
Day recovered.

Inasmuch as Torce denied on tho stand
that he saw Day after be fell, the testi-
mony of these men Is regarded as highly
.Important, as showing that tome of the
witnesses heard at the trial have not told

SU' they knew of the killing. .
Notwithstanding tho fact that both the

The crime for which James H. Tettaton
Is to be hanged was the most atrocious ever
committed In this State. He was convlct-e- d

in the Dunklin County Circuit Court in
November. JS99. of murdering his step-
mother. Mrs. Jane Tettaton, and her four
children and burnlntr their bodies to a
crisp In the ahes of their home, one mile
north of Maiden, on the night of April 23,
1S99. The evidence against Tettaton was
purely circumstantial, but it was so strong
that only one ballot was required by the
Jury to find blm guilty of murder in the
first degree and fix his punishment at
death.

The motive for the crime was the at-
tempt of the murderer to get hold of some
property which was owned by the four chil-
dren, who were his half brothers and sis-

ters. Tettaton's case was taken to the Su;
preme Court, where, early in December, the
verdict of the lower court wa sustained
and the day of execution et for Trlday,
January 13. 1901. A respite as later grant-
ed him by Goernor Dockery to February
19. Tettaton broke out of the Dunklin
County Jail January 5, UOO, but a few days
later was captured in Butler County.

Mllo Gregory 'was convicted in Dunklin
County In May, 1S99, of the murder of Jo-
seph Covert, a merchant, on February 3),
1899. The murder was premeditated and de-
liberate, the murderer having made many
threats to kill Covert. The men: met' la

ory escaped, but a few days later was cap
tured, tried, convicted and sentenced to
death. The Supreme Court also sustained
the lower court in this cose, and December
20, 1900, was named as the date of execution.
Governor Stephens respited him to January
20, 1301. and a further respite was granted
him by Governor Dockery to February 19.
Gregory broke out of the Dunklin County
Jail twice, the last time in company wltn
Tettaton. Since hclr last attempt to es-
cape both of tb murderers have, been con-
fined In 'jail at St. Louis for safekeeping.

Policeman Tomasso, Awakened by

SLAPPED ONE OF THE GUESTS.

Others In the Party Attacked the,
Officer; Disarmed Him and

Arrested.

There was a stormy scene in the Italian
quarters on Poplar street yesterday after-
noon. In which a number of Italians pitched
upon a police officer, relieving him of his,
revolver, and then had him arrested.

Accounts of the trouble are somewhat con-
flicting, but it appears that there was a
celebration at the home of William Zerkes,
at No. 329 Poplar street, on the second
floor of which house Officer Tony Tomasso
Uvea

In the course of the festivities some one
proposed a song, which the forty guests
proceeded to render. Policeman Tomasso
was sleeping peacefully when the rtnsimr
began, but be suddenly "woke up." He
rushed downstairs, with his revolver In his
hand, and demanded that the noise be
stopped. Zerkes was still singing, and, To-
masso, being angry, slapped him in the
mouth, thus causing him to fall over one of
his companions. Then the trouble began In
earnest. A number of Tomaaso's country-
men seized him, took his revolver away,
and, he declares, began to beat him.

Some one, thinking that a riot was in
progress, called a patrol wagon, and the of-
ficer, and also a number of his assailants,
were taken to the Chestnut Street Sta-
tion, where charges and cross charges were
(lied.

Tomasso was appointed to the police force
to represent lbs Italian element in the city.
but some of, his countrymen are now vow-
ing vengeance for yesterday's affair.

It has also been learned that on
Monday morning the two did not Teturn to
their room Ull 2 o'clock In the morning,
and that from that time on the room was
occupied till Monday noon.

This was the day when Miss Fosburg was
killed, when one of the gang says that they
were going through Pittsfleld to Sprlngtleld.
The whereabouts of the other men who
were here an the morning In question hae
not been so well determined, and. In fact.
It is not known certainly whether the two
men who engaged the room at Mrs. Hill's
were the ones who were In tt all Monday
rooming.

It is certain, however, that at the tlrao
of the murder at least two of the "wire)
gang" were peacefully sleeping In North
Adams.

The little hero left the younger
ones to take care of themselves and rushed
Into the burning house to rescue the baby
from its cradle. He either became con-
fused or was overcome with smoke and
was burned to death along with the Infant,
When the house bad burned to ashes the
little fellow's body, almost consumed, was
found near where the cradle stood. The
baby's little body was entirely consumed.

About 4 o'clock yesterday morning burg-la- r.

broke Into the saloon of Henry Koch
ut No. 23) South Fourth street and ftole
eight boxes of cigars, two quart and three
pint bottles of whisky, ten packages of to-
bacco and in money. After finishing
their search, they slipped out the front
door, which they had broken oieii. Shortly
after the burglary Officer Quinn met three
men at Fourth and Spruce streets coming
from the direction of the saloon. One of
them carried four boxes of cigars. At the
officer's approach one of the men. who was
afterwards Identified as McMuhnn, ran
away.

Quinn placed the other two under arrest
and started with them to tlfe putrol box to
ring for a wagon. On the way they made
a concerted effort to escape, it Is said,
breaking away and striking Quinn In the.
face. When he attempted to use his club
they tried to take it away from him. A
lively struggle ensued, but the officer final-
ly wrested the club away and knocked them
down on the pavement.

He then gathered his prisoners up, ana
they folic ed. quite docile, to the patrol
box. Quinn accompanied them to the city
Dispensary, where Doctor Voerster dressed
their wounds, which he pronounced not
serious.

Koch called at the police station and
identified the cigars taken from the prison
ers as a part of the property stolen from his
saloon.

Rochester. N. Y., Feb. 17. MUs Susan B.
Anthony celebrated her eighty-fir- st birth-
day Friday, and, considering the strain at-

tending that ceremony, was looking very
well y. When asked for her opinion of
Mrs. Carrie Nation and her followers, Miss
Anthony, in spite of her advanced years.
warmed to her subject with the fire and en
thuslasm of former years, and, after de
nounclng the men of Kansas, declaring
that neither party hod been able to deal
with the prohibition question, said, in part:

"The hatchet Ib the weapon of barbarism,
the ballot Is the one weapon of civilisa-

tion.
"In Kansas, since 18S7, Mr. Nation, with

all the women In the 286 cities of the State,
has had the right to vote for Mayor, for
the members of the Common Council and for
every other officer of the municipality.
Women equally with men have the respon-
sibility. Therefore, the duty of Mrs. "Nation,
and all the women of Kansas, is to register
and vote for only such men or women as
will publicly pledge themselves to do their
duty and to carefully retire to private life
every officer who has failed to show his
hand.

"By this process of weeding out the sym-

pathizers with the saloon and voting only
for men and women true to principle, the
women would see the fruit of their labors,
proving to themselves and to the world the
power of the ballot over the hatchet."

The' news of Mrs. Nation's latest arrt.it
had reached the downtown district, and as
tbe officer hove in sight with his prisoner,
the street in front of the Jail was one
seething- mass of humanity.

The Chief of Police with a detail of f.
fleers was soqn en the scene, and it took
much h&rd'work. together with the vigor-
ous use of clubs and threats of worse
treatment, to get an opening in the .crowd "

sufficient to permit Mrs. Nation to be taken
Into the Jail office.

For a time It looked like serious trouble
would ensue. At no time was Mrs. Nation
In tbe least alarmed.

There was some delay in getting a bond
