Sapreme Court's Declnion Deemed
Good Thing for Horse Racing.

The deciston of the Bupreme Court of the
Binie of Missowri aMrming the constitu-
tlonulity of the racing nct known as the
bresders law was handed down at Jefferson
ity vesterday., The court was unanimous
In ite opinlon. The hreeders’ jlaw regulates
racing dates anl pool sclll In this State,
permitting both for a per of ninety days
v any one track in the State between April
15 and November L. The bookmakers and
ponl sellers must take out a State leonwe,
which costs ench bookmaker and pool seller
2 per dny. The revenue derived from this
souree g
the law has been in operation the bookmik-
ers und pool sellers have Eahl in over §15080,

The breeders’ act ibits bookmaking
and vool selling outside of & race track and
provides a stiff penalty for any persop or
persons convicted of making books or weil-
ing pools In deflance of the aet

Severnl 8. Louls bookmakers have heen
convicted and heavily fined by Judge Clark
i the Court of Criminal Correction fer vio-
Iating the breeders’ law. Thelr cases were
appealed to the Supreme Court, and, pend-
Ing that body's declsion In the matter, the
lornl bookmakers have been practically
running wide open,

There have been at least six poolrooms
where odds have been posted and the results
called off in operation here sall winter. In
sddition to these rooms. at least a dogen
handbooks have also been running. The
handbookmakers inke betz from regular
customers amnd pny off gecording to the odds
quoted in the paper=2 the next morning.

The local police find It exceedingly dir-
firnlt to make cases against the handbook-
makers.
