FIGHT RIFPf.i! BILL,

Says He Will Not Surrender Seal
of Pittsburg Until Courts

Compel Him to Do So'i

Pittsburg, Pa., JIarch 1. The "Pittsburs
Ripper bill," which passed the Legislature
yesterday, will be fought vigorously by the
present city officers of Plttsburr; and Alle-

gheny, who, under the provisions of tho
new act, aro legislated out ot office.

In a signed statement. Mayor William J.
Diclil ot this city says ho will retain his
position as Mayor of Pittsburg until the
highest courts declare otherwise. Without
the seal offclttsburg no municipal acta are
legal, and ho asserts that he will keep tho
seal until the Supreme Court ot the United
States decides that ho has no right to use
it. The battleground; he says, will bo in
the courts and not in tho City Hall, as a
seat In his office will not vest the new Re
corder with the rights to bo the city's
executive.

When the new Charter will become effec-
tive is a question. The opponents of the bill
figure not until August or September, even
though tho act should be declared constitu-
tional, while its advocates expect to take
control as soon as the Governor' appoints
tho Recorder or not later than the first of
next month.

This afternoon Comptroller Lewis
that, after Governor Stone signs

the Ripper bill nnd that measure becomes a
law, he will refuse to recognize cither
Mayor Diehl or the new necordcr, or sign
their warrants, until the courts decide who
is the chief executive of the oity.

Unfavorable Reports Come From
a Large Section of the Win-

ter Wheat Belt.

MISSOURI CROP CONDITIONS.

Some Damage From Alternate
Freezing and Thawing Agri-

cultural Department's
Review.

The Rspublle Bureau.
11th St. and l'ennsjlvonla Ave.

Washington, March 1. The following
statement of crop conditions for February
has been Issued by the Agricultural De-

partment:
While tho month has been cold in the

principal agricultural districts the irecl-pltatl-

was light and such farm work as
fa usually performed in winter has been
conducted very satisfactorily. In the
Southern States extensive preparations for
spring planting have been made. In South-
ern Texas and In Florida some corn has
been planted nnd oat seeding has begun
in portions of Tfie Central Gulf Stated.

Over the southern portion of the winter
wheat region, owing to general lack of
pnow protection nnd alternate freezing end
thawing, the reports respecting winter
wheat are for tho most part unfavorable.
but over the northern portion there has
generally been ample snow covering, nnd
tho reports indicate that the crop I In very
promising condition. Reports of injury by
fly continue, but they are less numerous
than in the preceding month.

On tho Pacific Coast the wheat outlook Is
reported as excellent, although growth
has been retarded by low temperatures of
tho first and last decades, some damage
having resulted from heavy rains in Cen-
tral and Northern California.

The Southern States experienced very tty-ln- g

temperature conditions from the iOth
to, the 25lh, when freezing temperature oc-

curred as far south as Central Florida.
Local conditions are summarized as fol-

lows:
Mississippi.

Farming operations generally advanced,
although slightly retarded by heavy snow
and low temperature on 22nd and 23rd; oats
being sown In northern and generally up
to good stand in central and southern coun-
ties; much plowing done; early vegetables
being planted; fruit uninjured.

Texas.
Dry weather first of month retarded farm-

ing operations, but general showers with
snow In northern portion in secend de-
cade very favorable a wheat making good
growth, except in scattered localities where
It needs more rain; preparations for cotton
and corn making good progress, some corn
planted in southern portion; oat reeding
progressing; sugar cane about all planted.

Arkansas.
Wheat generally in good condition, hut In

some localities has been damaged sllfthtly
by'freczing; spring plowing has commenced;
some oats and other grain and potatoes
are being planted.

Tennessee.
Alternate freezing and thawing have had

bad effect on wheat, which has made little
or no progress: snow protection Insufficient
and the prospect Is anything but flattering;
In a few counties the crop Is reportea In
fair condition, but generally It is much be-
low the average at thW period; seeding oats,
breaking soil nnd other farm work have
progressed favorably.

ailssoarl.
In northern counties'wheat was well 'pro-

tected by snow the greater part of the
month, but in central and southern sections
ground was generally bare, and some dam-
age resulted from alternate freezing and
thawing; In general, however, crop con-
tinues in good condition, except where dam- -'
aged by fly.

Illinois.
Good snow covering protected wheat In

northern district during entire month, but
In the central and southern districts there
was littlo or no snow-cover- ln during a
lame part of severe- freezlnc weathr. and
much damage is reported from alternate
freezing and thawing.

Indiana.
Cold weather prevailed in northern por-

tion, where snow covered wheat, and ft is
In good condition, but In southern portion It
was not covered by snow, and has been In-
jured by freezing, and fly; many fields look
brown: rye, clover and grass are In fair
condition; some corn land prepared. '

Kansas. j t
Favorable month; wheat In good condi-

tion and ground moist, except In r.outh-wis- t,

where drought is injuring latp wheat;
much plowing for oats and corn In south;
month too cold for germination, but fruit
buds not hurt yet.

Indian Territory and Oklahoma.
Wheat Is In excellent condition, with mo's-tu- re

sufficient In soil; farm work In rapid
progress; oat, corn and cotton land being
prepared, with increased acreage: some
oats sown and somo gardening done; fine
prospect for fruit; cattle doing well.

His Experience at Gettysburg.

Captain Lucius D. Creighton of Missouri.
In the Arlington lobby this morning how It
felt to have an arm shot off. Captain Creigh-
ton served during the war between

in a Confederate regiment, and hi3
left sleeve hangs empty at his side. '

"It does not feel at all," the Confederate
veteran answered. "It Is chiefly by the
lack of feeling that you know you have
been hit. I lost my arm at Gettysburg,
and when the bullet struck me I couldn't
Imagine at first what had happened. There
wasn't the slightest pain; cn'y a slight
tickling sensation, which roon gave way to
numbness. In a few minutes my arm
seemed to be an enormous weight .hanglrg
to my shoulder, but it was not mill after
the amputation had been made that I suf-
fered actual pain. The after effects of
IosIng an arm are not altogether pleasant.
You sort of come to miss it In time, but so
far as physical suffering is concerned. I
would much less rather a bee would sting
me."
