Gross Earnings for January Show
an Increase Over Those of

Last Year.

SOUTHWESTERN GAINS HEAVY.

Overland Movements Shipments

Railroad gross earnings for January show
an Increase over the corresponding period ,

nf 1900 of $4,275,000, or 7.94 per cent These !

are the Chronicle's figures compiled from
returns by 107 roads aggregating 101,833 !

miles, against 89,069 by tho same roads a
year earlier. These gains follow Improve-
ments of the three preceding years of

or 15.14 per cent. In 1900; $2,912,000 In
1S8D, and JO.044.COO In 1898.

The Baltimore and Ohio leads In the In-

creases with H45.000. The Missouri Paclflo
gained $378,000; the Missouri, Kansas and
Texas $312,000, the Northern Pacific 1320,000
and the Southern Railway $2M,O0O.

Only six of the companies reported losses
of over $30,000, led by tho Canadian Pacific,
$101,000, and the Mexican Central, $70,000.
All of the groups of roads showed gains,
tho heaviest being the Southwestern (nino
roads), $1,439,000, and the Southern group
(eleven roads), $932,000.
In general, the conditions were favorable,though at tho South the cotton movement

The movement of grain In
the West was heavier, though th imluoncA
of the failure in spring wheat was still felt
in smaller receipts at JJulutn and Minneap-
olis.

bushels the year beforo. Ihere wore
largo gains In receipts at St. Louis, Kan-
sas City and Chicago.

GREAT LAKES TO IIUDSOX BAY.

New Railway Project Which BuBeen Successfully Degnn.
The talk and plans of decades have final-

ly taken form, and a railway connecting
the Great Lakes with Hudson Bay la now
actually under construction. The railway
plunges hundreds of miles through an un-
broken wilderness, with no cities, towns, or

,evcn villages to afford traffic. In fact, only
Indian guides and hunters have ever at-
tempted to penetrate' the great wilderness
to the north. Nevertheless the railroad,

"which is known as the Algoma Central, 19
being built in the most thorough manner 4
possible, with the best equipment available,
able to stand almost any strain upon It and
capable of good service for years to come.
Elghty-flve-poun- d steel rails are used, and
the locomotives are of enormous size,
weighing 135 tons when equipped for traf-
fic Tho engines are eo massive that railway
companies were afraid of the strain on
bridges, and they were delivered from Chi-
cago to Sault Ste. Marie by the lake route
on steam ferries.

The new railway starts at Sault Ste.
Marie. Ground was broken less than five
months ago, but already thirty-liv- e miles
of road are equipped and In use, and the
railway is pushing forward at the rate of
half a mile a day. It Is expected that it
will require three years to complete the ofroad.

The millions of capital Involved come
mostly from the United States, but the
"builders have made careful computations as
to traffic and are confident that the road
will realize all that is promised as an In-
vestment. It had Its origin In the necessity
of bringing supplies of pulp wood from the
far North to the Sault mills, but it opens
up as well a region that is fabulously rich
in minerals and timber. The mineral wealth
is said to be practically Inexhaustible, con-
sisting of 'mountains of Iron, copper and
other valuable ores. Among other discov-
eries Is that of a solid bed of gypsum eight
miles in length.
Jf the plans of the officials are all carried

out, the new railway to the north, reach-
ing as It does to the very slopes of the
Arctic Ocean, will bo one of the most dar-
ing and picturesque attempts to subjugate
a wilderness known" to railway annals.

Guide to Ilnfralo Exposition.
The Now York Central Railroad's "four

Express, the new train which leaves
New York every day in the year at 8 p. m.,
arriving at Buffalo at 7:25 o'clock the next
morning. The folder is profusely illustrated
with views of the Exposi-
tion, and contains a map of the United
States and Canada.

It
gives a good description of the aims and
objeots of the undertaking, and will be val-
uable as a guide book to those who visit
the place.

ENGLAND'S GREATEST ROAD.

Some Figures Showing: EnrnlnRS as
Compared With This Country.

The London and Northwestern, the great-
est of British railways In point of earnings.
though the second in mileage, snows tor tne
six raonths ended on December 31, 1900, total
receipts of $33,113,W6. This, on 1,011 miles
operated, means average earnings for tho
half year of $18,600 per mile, and the same
rate for the entire year would give tho great
average of over $37,000 per mile.

The greatest money-earn- er among Ameri-
can railways, tho Pennsylvania road, on
2,893 tnllcs of lines, in 1300 earned an aver-
age of $20,811 per mile. Of the total earn-
ings of tho London and Northwestern in
the six months named, 51S,614,2SS were from
freight and $15,086,CC4 from passengers, a
proportion very unusual In this country.
The property Is profitable, as tho results for
the half year show Interest at the rate of

per cent per annum on the guaranteed
and preferred stock and 6 per cent per
annum on the consolidated stock. The hold-
ers of these securities received a total of
$10,0,693 as their dividends for the period.

THRIVING LITTLE I.IXE.

Pawnee Rnllrond Eleven Mile Long;
Making: tits Owner Rich.

'Pana, III., "March 2. Tho Pawneo Rail-

road, it is said, docs more business than
any other road of Us length In the West.
This railroad Is only ten miles long, run-
ning from Pawnee in Sangamon County to
Auburn, a station on tho Chicago and Al-
ton. Tho road Is owned by Elx farmers liv-
ing near Pawnee, tlo men and one woman,
a widow. Tho six people bought up tho
stock when the road was not

and now they have a good thing of it
Tho only rolling stock they own Is one
coach and two engines. Tho freight cars
they use are furnished by other companies.
The exnenso of running the road is about
$600 n month. The receipts amount to 51.50D
a month, and sometimes run up to J2.000 a
month. It cost about $3O,0CO to bulid the
road. Tho present owners bought up tho
stock cheap, and it has probably not cost
them half that sum.

Kansas New Commissioner.
Kansas is again to enjoy a railroad com-

mission, the Legislature having parsed the
bill establishing surh a hodv. VLith in
fix und enforce rates when complaint of '
unJuBt discrimination is made and confirmed,
says the Railway Age.

The measure is more reasonable than tho
bill which proposed to give the commission
absolute power to establish and chang? rates
and classifications, and, in short, to take
tho management of all the railways In the
State.

Under the new lnw the board will have
ample power to protect the people egatpst
unreasonable and discriminative rater, but
the railways, like other citizens, will bo as-
sumed to be innocent until they are proved
guilty.

New P. & L. E. IlrlilRC.
The new steel bridge of four spans con-

necting the Pittsburg and Lake Brie main
line with Neville Island was completed yes-
terday. Tho first span la a great mass of
steel built to withstand the pressure of any
possible load, and the three other spans aro
arranged to provide for the safe movement
of the heaviest cars and locomotives. The
Pittsburg and Lako Erie Is to bo congratu-
lated In having the bridge completed before
the advent of the spring floods. The false
work will be removed this week, and then
the work of tho bridge builders will be com-
pleted. The new bridge is an imposing
structure built of massive columns find
bars of soft steel with four piers in tho
back channel of the Ohio River. It will
givo the "Little Giant" some exclusive fa-
cilities on the wonderful island where the
big steel works are being constructed.

Annealing Cast Steel.
J. A. Stephenson, who has recently been

appointed blacksmith foreman of the South-
ern Railway shops at Selma, Ala., has a
method of annealing cast steel that has
proven to be quite a success. It is as fol-
lows: Place a layer of charcoal in a cruci-
ble and then place the articles desired to
be annealed on top of the charcoal, and
then cover with another layer of charcoal.
Make the crucible air-tig- ht with clay.
Place the crucible in the furnace for about
Bix hours, heat to a cherry red, and when
taken out of furnace let It cool eft in cruci-
ble before exposing to the air. In case of
annealing a long bar, place it in a lage
pipe, pack powdered charcoal around bar
and then stop up both ends of pipe air-
tight with clay. Handle the Tame as cruci-
ble. Charcoal is not affected or consumed
