ABANDONED GARS

DESTROYED BY FIRE.

Early Morning Blaze in the St.
Louis Transit Company's South-

ern Division Sheds.

Fire, of unknown origin, early yester-

Tho blaze gained considerable
headway before the arrival of tho Fire De-
partment, as tho thin framework of tho
grip cars burned llko kindling wood. Only
one motor car was destroyed. It was not
customary to house the motor eara there,
but car No. 3 of the Southern division be-

came disabled early Saturday night, and
was turned in for repairs.

The thirty-fo- ur grip cars burned had
not been In use since the Transit Company
management changed the power on tho

County, author of the proposed amendment
to the State Constitution, separating tax-

ation for local and State purposes, was in
tho city yesterday. Ho explained the par-
liamentary situation of the amendment and
answered somo of the objections. He said
In an Interview:

"The amendment has passed the House
and is now In the Senate. I, of coursp, can-

not say what the Senate will do with the
measure, but hope It will meet with favor too,
in that body. Personally, I feel that it Is by

the best solution of the many and serious and
questions which make, our present system nnd
of taxation so unequal and unsatisfactory. tho
All concede the principle of the amendment tho
to be right and just, but some doubt the
advisability or rather feasibility of en-

grafting it into law at this time.
"Admitting, therefore, tho principlo to

be right, the only remaining question Is
whether it Is practicable. I believe two
thlngo alone are sufficient to demonstrate and
beyond a doubt that It is practicable. As
you know, the amendment merely provides
for the separation of State and local taxes quit
by limiting the sources from which revenue
for State purposes shall be derived to taxes
upon public-servic- e corporations, license and
Inheritance taxes, fines and forfeitures and
fees of public offices. The Hrst question,
therefore. Is, 'Would the revenue from the .holi.
sources named be sufficient?' There can be
no doubt about this proposition, and, as
conclusive evidence of such, I quote from
the State Auditor's report for the year
19C0:
