MAY BE JAILED FOR DEBT.

Peculiar Circumstances.

WOLSELEY CONDEMNS

BRITISH ARMY SYSTEM

Former Commander-in-Chief De-
clares There Is Too Much
Politics in It. \

LANSDOWNE SCORES GENERAL.

Indicates That Failares in South
African War Were Attribu-
table to His Neg-
ligence.

London, March 4—Ths Duke of Bedford
in the House of Lords to-day started o dis-
cussion of army matters by asking for in-
furmation on the miiltary adminlstration
and the War Office,

Lord Wolseley arose, after the Duke of
Bedford had done speaking, and for two or
three hours he attacked the milltury =ys-
tem of Great Britain in o carefully written
speech, which, it is understood, he had long
meiditated and phrased in consultation with
his friends.

“My arguments,’” he sald, “are not dl-
rected agalust the Individuais, but agalnst
the military system which T have honestly
tried for five yearg and have found wanting,
and which entalls many great dangers not
realized by the people of this realm.”

Lord Wolseley safd he had worked with
the Marquis of Lansdowne. and there had
unot been o single disagreeablé Incident., Hia
complaint was that the professionul com-
minder-in-chief, was robbed of his chief
usefulness, He had to hand over the com-
mand and the entire management of the
army to a clvillan Secretary of State, ns-
sisted by subordinates with whom he dealt
direct. The responsibility for everything
rested with the Secrcinry of Stata alole.
The Commander-in-Chief could only bring
strongly the wauants of the army to the
Secretary. He had often done so, After
that he could do no more. He added:

“Although the varlous needs are undis-
puted, not only are no steps tnken to meet
them, but no one outside of the Government
15 aware that their urgency has been ratsed,
The Government has thought it advisable
for economlec reasons to postpone thelr pro-
vision, but yet It will not take the nation
into its confidence. That such important
demands for men and stores have been
put forward by experts and nevertheless re-

used, 1 cannot assert too emphatically

“My Lords, I nesd scarcely tell you,” said
Lord Wolsely, impressively, “that our sol-
diers do mnot love the War Office nor its
clvilian rulers. You cannot flout the senti-
m{l-n!. of the army without injuring its mo-
rale.”

Lansdowne Replies to Wlﬂ.leley..

The Marquis of Lansdowne, former War
Ainister, repled to Lord Wolseley imine-
diately. He sald he was consirained Lo say
that Lord Wolseley during his term of of-
fice had tallcd to undersiand his dutles, He
might at least have warned the Govern-
ment that one army corps was not sufli-
clent to crush the Boers.

Lord Wolseley might have enabled the
Governmest tc turn to better account the
suxillary forces cf the country. He might
have told the Government befors the Bouth
African war that Ladyamith was not a sult-
&ble milltary sat.on. He migot have pre-
pared schemes for defenslve and offensive
operations, Lord Wolseley had restricted
his duties; he had not takerd advantuge of
the opportunities at hand. The War Qifice
system might have been changed to ad-
vantage In detalls; but the maimn principle
of enubling the Secretary of Siate Lo get
advice from his experts at first hands, he
was . nol willlng to give up. The mistakes
and failures in Soulh Africa were not due
to the system, but to the fact that it was
not carried out as falthfully as It might
have been. The noble Lord had failed to
appreciate the Immense lmPortance of the
specinl duties assigmed to him.

The Marquls of Lansdowne, upon the eve
of his departure from the War Office, hud
considered a military note Lord Wolseley
hod addressed, he belleved, to Lord Salls-
bury upon this subject. He found, to hls in-
tense surprise, that Wolseley, in enumerat-
Ing his duties, had omitted nitogether that
he was responsible for the mobilization of
the army, that the Intelligence department
was under his speclal control, or that he
was charged with the preparation of plans
of offense and defense.
