Gallant uddressed tho. Rainy-Da- y Club to-

day on tho "Judicious Use of the Corset" at
the club meeting in Carnegie Chapter room.
Doctor Gallant spoke so unreservedly that
the "daisies" changed from the plain Amer
ican variety to the "wee, modesL

flower" pf "Bobble" Burns. Notwith-
standing blushes, however, the physician
continued his plain remarks. The subj-- U

came in under tho club's hglenlc depart
ment, but heretofore Its speakers in this line
hae been most discreet and hate confined
their remarks to what, was beautiful rather
than to what was practical.

Doctor Gallant told them that a jellow
or Jaundiced "daisy" might find relief If
she would put on her corset while she
was ljing down. Ho made a heroic on-
slaught on the favorite delusion of the
modern girl that If she ties herself up
tight at tho waist. It will be all right, pro-
viding she Is untrammeled aboo and be-
low. He declared that most women haofrom sixteen to eighteen layers around
their waist, and that they need something
that will prevent cutting.

"Oh, nonsense," cried an Indignant blos-
som. "I've only got three cords around my
waist," and she began to enumerate, but a
muuesi. niemDer stopped nor.
Must Exercise to Ilutc Good Flsrnre.

Doctor Gallant said that Lillian Russell
had kept her figure better thnn anj woman
in public life, but it was hard phjtical
training and good corsets, too, that has
done it, and that his hearers need not
expect any corset, however good, to entire-
ly dispose of their superfluous avoirdupois

He concluded by declaring that good
corsets, properly worn, together with the
observance of other conditions and prac-
tices that tend toward tlie maintenance ofhealth and beauty, make home happier andfeminine humanity better to live with.In the course of his lecture he said:

"The corset is of interest, not only towomen, but to men, because it embraces 'so
much that we all love, honor and obey.'

"I want to correct the impression that Icame here as tlie advocate of the corset. IfI had my way I would abolish every corsetever made, but Dame Grundy savs 'no '
'Learned physicians have fought against

the corset tor years and have decided in
the end that it Is useless to expect womuito abandon it Therefore, I say that we
should use the corset so as to do the least
damage and somo good In splto of the fact
that we can't help wondering some times
why it should be worn at all.

The History of the Corset.
"In its Infancy the corset worn was a

soft girdle more for ornament than use.
After this came what might be called the
breast binder. Then about 700 years ago, a
woman, said to be of somewhat dubious
character, thought that she could the bet-
ter display her charms by a close-fitti- ng

article of this nature, and invented a steel
apparatus, in which sue coniined her figure
v ery closely. ,

"I shall speak first of the Injuries which
arise from the corset's abuse. The chief In-
juries como from concentrating tho pres-
sure at one point, usually the waist Pull-
ing tho figure In at tho waist line and let-
ting the corset go loose nbove and below
makes a line like that between the devil
and the deep sea. The orrnns cannot per
form their functions properly. A woman
whose figure is so coniined has no chance
to breathe, her npnn cannot act and she i

suffers from indlgastlon. BIoatlngT weak I

Heart and weak back.
Some of the Had Effects.

"Her corset is her sole support, her best
friend on earth. Among her many ills are
liver spots on the face, and where a thing
is so WTong that It shows In the face
madame should be willing to remedy it.

"Women who are so laced at the walit
line are not able to inspire sufficiently. It
is for this reason that they have to use fans
In public places." You would think it ridicu-
lous to see men use fans. They do not re-
quire them because they are able to draw
breath more freely. You do rot see so man
pale, anaemic men m you do women

"Now, as to tho figure after years of wear-
ing corsets too tightly laced at the walit
line. It may be described as a protuberance
above, a protuberance below, and p con-
striction In tho middle."

Doctor Gallant then told tho members thit
It Is estimated that 22,000,000 women in this
country are afflicted wl'h floating kidneys.
In a measure due to constricUon of the waist
and the failure to support the louver ab- -
aomen.

How They Should He llseil.
Having outlined the chief dangers from

Its Injudicious use. Doctor Gallant pro-
ceeded to tell how It should be used. He
said:

"Tho corset should bo made so that It
can be felt no more at one part of the body
than another; It should support Instead of
crowding down the lower abdomen. We
have been for some time outrawlncr thp In
flexibility of the corset. Steel has given
place to the softer whalebone, which makes
a more supple carriage possible. The softer
tho corset tho better. Every woman should
have her corset madp to order, even If she
cannot afford to get anything else made
to order, for every woman's figure Is In-
dividual, and Its best possibilities can only
be brought out by n specially fitted corset.
Handsome clothes are of no value if they
are on a bad flguro.

"Having obtained tho proper corset, it
should be properly put on. It should bo
Meed with two strings, and they should be
flat rather than round. A corset should be
made open In the back, especially for a
thin woman. This will necessitate the pur-
chase of a corset which might seem too
small, but It will permit you to say thatyou wear an elghteen-tnc- h corset when jou
measure twenty Inches.

"Corsets should be laced so that the
Mcings form a V, with the angle of the
V at the top of the corset.

"Women should lie down when putting on
their corset, and draw up the knees. Tlie
lowest hook should bo fastened flrst Avery young girl may be permitted to standup, perhaps, but an older woman should He
down. Putting on the corset In this way
the abdomen Is supported and the other or-
gans kept In their proper places"

NO PROSPECT OF FIGHTING.

Senor Qucsada Denies Cubans Are
Planning Uprising.

Havana, March 6. An InvesUgation into
the report circulated in the United States
by a news agency that the United States
Secret Service officials here had been In-
formed that plans are on foot for a Cuban
uprising, and that disorder Is only avoided
now by the efforts of leaders to hold the
revolutionary element In check, elicited the
following statement from Senor Gonzalez de
Quesada, who was the special commissioner
of Cuba at Washington, and who was said,
in the dispatch referred to, to have con-
firmed the statements made:

"I have not made any statements re-
garding an uprising. If any persons are in-
terested In fomenting an uprising they are
not Cubans who are in favor of inde-
pendence, but parties desirous . of seeing
Cuba,, crushed forever. What we have to
contend against now Is American public
opinion. There is no prospect of fighting
here."

Jail at Warrensburg. His preliminary trial
is set for Friday.

Miss Allen's death Is surrounded with
much mystery. Tho body was found on the
street about 7 o'clock Monday evening and
romoved by her mother to her home, a half
block distant Foul play was at once sus-
pected, but no marks"of violence could be
found about her person, except a slight
abrasion on her nose and face. She had left
the house about thirty minutes before tho
body was found. Tho evidence showed that
sho left ostensibly to visit in tho immediate
neighborhood. Two men who called at the
house left about thirty minutes after she
had gono out and found her dead in the
street The alarm was raised and the moth-
er and Henry Wisely, a neiro, who was out
In tho kitchen at the time, ran out and
carried her Into the hojse.

At the post-morte- m examination the In-

ternal organs were found to be In a normal
condition Tho evidence strongly pointed to
Henry Wisely as tho man responsible for
the murder. The people are much workedup over the murder, and are fully deter-
mined that the mystery shall be unraveled.
It is thought that the motive wa3 revengo
for some fancied wrong.

Duke Beturns to England With His
Heiress-Brid-e to Find New

Troubles Awaiting Him.

BREACH OF PROMISE ALLEGED.

Miss Portia Knight, the Plaintiff, Is
Beautiful Brunette, Whom He

Frequently Vi&ited Till
He Married.

London, March 6 It was reported that
on his arrival at LUerpool to-d- jy on the
White Star Line steamer Oceanic, from
New York, the Duke of Minchester, who
wa3 accompanied by his bride, was served
with a writ for an alleged breach of prom
ise, at tne lnstanco of Portia Knight of
London.

No one met tho Duke and Duchess of
Manchester on their arrival at Euston Sta-
tion, London. The Duchess looked extreme-
ly well and very pretty. The Duke seemed
rather .worried. When asked by a repre-
sentative of tho Associated Press if it were
true that he had been served with a writ,
he resiled:

"It is quite untrue. I know nothing about
tho suit. I am ftallng quite fit and had
a fine time in America."

"Come along," said the Duchess, and the
couple jumped Into a cab and drove- - oft.
They had Intended to land at Queenstown
and proceed to their Irish home, but the
storm prevented, and they decided to come
to London, whenco they will shortly leave
for Ireland. '

Proceeding Have Commenced.
Tlie Manchester sensation promises to

rival the Westminster scandal. Although
the Duke of Manchester asserts that the
writ has not been served upon him In the
suit for alleged breach of promise, this U
quite Immaterial, as the writ has been is-
sued and proceedings havo commenced.

This entirely unexpected sequel to one of
the most interesting of the marriages be-
tween American heiresses and representa-
tives of the British peerage had Its Incep-
tion 6hort!yafter the Duke of Manchester
so suddenly made Miss Zimmerman a
Duchess.

Miss Knight's allegations are not yet ob-
tainable, but it is evident that she is in
earnest, and that the suit was brought
without any Idea of gaining publicity. She
is about the same age as the Duke of Man-
chester, poss'' ly a trifle older.
Their acquaintance began, a representa-

tive of the Associated Press is Informed,
when Miss Knight was living in Stirmln's
Mansions, In London, where the Duke fre-
quently visited her. The employes of the
mansion say the acquaintance ripened to
a stago where they quarreled frequently,
and that tho visits continued until only
about six months ago, when the Duke no
longer called there, and Miss Knight took

flat elsewhere. She Is now living In Lon-
don amid friends of position and means.
