CHARGES AGAINST

STIMSON J. BRIWN.

He Is Accused of Intriguing to Se-

cure Legislation and of
Xeglect of Duty.

Washington, March 8. Charges have been
preferred to the Navy Department by Cap-

tain Charles H. Davis, superintendent of
the United States Naval Observatory,
against Professor Stlmson J. Brown, head
of the mathematical branch of the observa-
tory, who Is an officer of the navy with the
rank of Captain. Secretary Long has had
copies of the charges laid before Professor
Brown, preliminary to the usual procedure
of a Court of Inquiry, which will determine
whether tho charges are of a character to
warrant a court-marti-

The affair grows out of personal differ-
ences arising In connection with certain
legislation before Congress as to the posi-

tion of astronomical director of the ob-

servatory. The place now held by Professor
Brown was formerly filled by the noted
astronomer. Professor Simon Newcomb. It
recenUy has been proposed to Congress that
certain additional authority be attached to
the place, and out of this grew the differ-
ences.

The papers have not been made public
but it can be stated that the charges come
under four main heads, viz: That the
accused resorted to intriguing methods to
bring about the administration of affairs
which he desired; that he made statements
as coming from Captain Davis which that
officer controverts; that he threatened the
superintendent with attacks upon the floor
of Congress; and last, neglect of duty.

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TRIED TO BLACKMAIL

SENATOR FROM UTAH

That Charge Is Made by Post Of-

fice Authorities Against Mer-

chant of Schuyler, Neb.

THREATENING LETTERS SENT.

Five Thousand Dollars Demanded
on Pain of Death Ernest J.

Wolter, the Man Under Ar-

rest, Uas Good Reputation.

Omaha, Neb., March 8. Ernest J. Wolter,
a prominent merchant of Schuyler, Neb.,
who was arrested In that city by a United
States Marshal on a charge of attempting
to blackmail United States Senator Keurns
of Utah, was arraigned before United
Stales Commissioner Anderson this after-
noon. He waived preliminary hearing and
was hold to the Federal Grand Jury under
J2.000 bonds.

Tho arrest of Wolter wns tho result of
prompt work by the Post Ofilco Inspection
Department, its agents having been nt work
on the case only live days. There wero
threo letters written in connection with the
attempted blackmail. The first, February
19, was addressed to the recently elected
Senator at Salt Lake. It snolte of the Sen
ator's success in life, of his newly acquired
happiness and of the writers need of
money.

It made a demand for f"i.(VW and went
into considerable detail In directing how the
money shoiiid be sent, it was specified that
it must be in I.M bills and that Kearns
must get a bundle of hooks and magazines
and put the money between tho leaves. It
was further directed that one corner of the
bundle wrapper must be torn open, so that
the post oflice officials could see that It con-

tained books and would not open It.
Sirs. Kearns Also Written To.

It wn.s threatened that If this was not
done, the writer would take Kearns's life
and that they would go to eternity together.

Tho writer said he carc.i nothing about
life unless he could have the money, .ina
he directed that the amount be tent to box
ISi. Schuyler. Neb.

Two days later, February 21. the "amc
partv wrote a letter to Mrs. Kearns de-
manding H,2X at once and another IL20O
by August 1. A threat of kidnaping ner
child was mado as a penalty for noncompli-
ance, and tho writer stated that he was
an "expert with dynamite and nitroglycer-
in."

These letters were put Into the possession
of Inspector Sullivan of Denver, who at once
started for Schuyler, anhing there Tues-
day. He called at the post office and In-

quired who had rented leek box 431. and
was told that it had been rented by Ernest
J. Wolter. the proprietor of a leading retail
establlphment of that city.

Walter Denies the Chnrjees.
The Inspector also learned that the Post-

master at Rogers, Neb., had received a let-

ter signed by J. H. Walker, asking if a lock
box could be rented with n combination
that could be opened hurriedly. Tho writer
stated that he was a traveling man. and
had occasion to receive mail at Rogers and
did not wish to ask for it.

The Inspector confronted Wolter with this
letter, and he admitted having written it,
saying he had done so at the request of a
traveling man named Walker. whoe where-
abouts was unknown, and Welter's arrest
followed.

Wolter refused to discuss the case further
than to say that he is not guilty as
charged. '.,"The case may look bad upon its face,
he said, "but I havo no misgivings as to(
the outcome. Thcro ore other parties in
this. That's all I care to say at present."

Wolter came to Schuyler from Salt Lake
three years ago and opened a largo dry
goods establishment at the latter place,
taking a prominent part in the business af-
fairs of the community. Hitherto he has
borne a good reputation, and his arrest
was received with much surprise.

While in Utah he conducted stores In
several towns, and. during his stay at Salt
Lake, he became familiar with the reputed
wealth of Senator Kearns.

He gave bond and returned to Schuyler
this cvenine.

SUSPEND A MINERS' LODGE.

Members Had Made a Demonstra-
tion Against a Manager.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL.
Springfield. III.. March 8. The Joint con-

ference of the miners and operators of the
State, which la now in session In this city,

y approved the report of a Joint com-
mittee,, which recommended that the
Athens local lodge of the United Mine
Workers of America bo suspended for nine-
ty days. As a result, the Athens miners
will not be recognized as union men during
that period and will not be permitted to
work in any of the mines of the State.

The offense of the Athens miners was
that they engaged in a riotous demonstra-
tion last night and drove Mine Manager
W. W. Williams out of the town. Williams
went to Athens as a successor to John
Henry, who was popular with the miners,
and the friends of the former manager or-
ganized the demonstration against Wil-
liams. They surrounded his hotel and
threatened to kill him, and it was only
when he promised to leave the village that
tney aispersca. tie came to Springfield tinsmorning and made complaint to tho officials '
of the miners union. A committee was
appointed to investigate tho matter, with
the above result.

The Joint Scale Committee of the Stato
Conference after a long wrangle,
readopted the day scale of last year, ex-
cept In the First District, where the wages
of firemen are raised from $1.50 to J1.S0.

The clau.se of tho Columbus agreement,
fixing the minimum day's wages at J1.S0,
was affirmed.

TELEPHONE WAR THREATENED.

Strong Competitor of Chicago Com-
pany After a Franchise.

Chicago, March 8. Chicago Is threatened
with n telephono war. A competitor of the
Chicago Telephone Company appeared In
the field y, when the Council Commit-
tee on Gas, Oil and Electric Lights recom-
mended for passage a twenty-five-ye- fran-
chise for tho United Telegraph, Telephono
and Electric Company.

A reduction by half of the present tele-
phone rates, a charge for public
phones and a liberal compensation for the
city arc provided In the ordinance, which
grants the present Hyde Park company tho
right to extend its base of operations
throughout the entire city.

V. Surghncr, promoter of the company,
told the committee that the concern was
financially ablo to put 10,000 phones Into
Immediate operation,

LIVE STOCK TRAFFIC.
Large Increase Reported by Officials

of Western Lines.
Chicago, March 8. Traffic officials of

Western railroads report a big Increase In
live stock shipments. So far this month all
roads have hauled more live stock than
during the corresponding period of many
years, and the outlook, Is good. An official
statement of deliveries here by all roads
during tho month of 'February was Issued
yesterday. The total receipts were 23,311
cars, as against 21,796 cars In the same
montli of last year. The Northwestern had
the largest share of the live stock traffic
of last month, 5,194 cars, a gain of 430 cars
from last year. The St, Paul had the next
largest share. 4.S69 cars, an increase of SOI)

cars. The Burlington ranked third, with
4,107 cars, a decrease of 240 cars. The Illi-
nois Central had 2,674 cars, a gain of 130,
and the Rock Island had 2.213 cars, an In-

crease of 100. Tho Santa Fe had 739 cars,
a gain of 100. The Alton brought In 504

cars. 170 less than In February of last year.
The total receipts of live stock as classi-

fied are as follows: Cattle, 205.4S7, an In-
crease of 12,113: calves, 6,251, an Increase of
183; hogs, 784,142, an increase of 54.SS8; sheep.
237,592, an increase of 7.9S4; horses, 10,619, an
increase of 2.090.

Tho shipments of live stock from Chicago
last month were 6,054 cars, an increase of
409 cars. As classified the shipments were:
Cattle, 73.967; calves, 808; hogs, 119,627;
sheep, 54,604; horses, 10,200. This shows that
only 419 more horses were brought here
last month than were shipped away. Many
were bought for tho British and German
armies.

RECLUSE LEFT HIS

ESTATE TO CHURCH.

Will of the Late John F-- Fang- -

mann of North St. Louis
Filed for Probate.

Tho filing of the will of John Frederic
Fangmann In tho Probate Court yesterday
closed the last chapter In the book of life
of an old man who for the last twenty
years lived a lonely life In North St. Louis,
with no associates but the dog. which was
his constant companion during the last few
years of his cheerless life. For twenty
years Fangmann lived In the house at Xo.

St. Louis avenue, and yet his neighbors
knew little of his life story.

Tho wUl leaves all the real and personal
estate which Fangmann possessed to the
Reverend Henry A. Hukestem, rector of St.
Augustine's Church. The property amounts

about $2,000. It consists of the houses at
Nos. 2515 and 2317 St Louis avenue and the
few personal effects which tho old man
possessed.

Fangmann died last Monday. He was 75
years old. Many years ago he built the
houses where he lived and his figure was
well known to tho residents of that part of
tho city. In former years he conducted a
cobbler's shop, but for the last ten years or
more lived frugally In his single room on
the Income derived from the rents of the
houses. He cooked his own meals and oared
for his room, seemingly caring for no other
company. Many tenants moved in and out.
but nono were taken into his confidence and
he rarely paid them a visit.

He was a regular atendant at St. Augus-
tine's Church, and even In the parish priests
he confided but little. It Is Bald that he has
rich relatives In Germany, but ho never
could be Induced to talk about them. A few
years ago a nephew came to live with him,
but soon left, it is said, under the cloud of
tho old man's displeasure. The nephew

now said to be a teacher in New Orleans
and may enter a claim to a share of his
unclc'J estate.

Despite his apparent lack of emotions,
Fangmann often proved that he had a kind
heart. At one time he had occasion to or-

der eviction of a family from one of his
houses. Tho Constable came one bitter cold
day. When he began the eviction the old
man demurred and stopped the proceeding,
and the family remained until better times
came, when the rent was paid.

Tear after year Fangmann lived with se-

verest economy In his one room, caring for
no companionship savo that of his dog. The
latter followed him about wherever he ap--

eared on tho street, and could not be od

to leave him.
A .week ago tho old man was round un-

conscious In his room. He never recovered.
He was burled In Calvary Cemetery, Father
Hukestem providing for the funeral. The
dog remained In the room, disconsolate and
apparently realizing his loss. Ha has found
another home in a neighbor's family.
