Subscription Blanks Turned in at Headquarters Incorpora-

tion
of the Measure Leads to

May Be Effected Next Week More Suggestions a Prolonged Debate and Many
Members Participate.

Made Regarding Site and Features for the
Coming Exposition.

ST. JOSEPH MAY BE INCLUDED.

Compared to the amount of business
transacted by the World's Fair workers In
the first days of the week, yesterday was
a day of rest.

Something more than $50,009 In subscrip-
tion blanks were turned In to Secretary
Cox, and his force of clerks was kept
busy from 9 o'clock In the morning until
almost G p. m.. Indexing and classifying
them.

Chairmen of the various committees have
urged all solicitors to turn in their sub-
scription blanks ns soon as possible, so
that the books may bo In proper shape for
receiving the rush which is! expected on
Monday, the day on which the llr.st assess-
ment on stock is payable. Secretary Cox
said that no trouble will be experienced In
raising the $500,000 necessary for Incorpora-
tion, and that the incorporation papers
proc-abl- win be filed next week.

Payments on account of the first call of
10 per cent of the stock came in In a lively
manner yesterday. There Is still consider-
able rivalry among subscribers to get their
names near the top of the roll. To fa-

cilitate matters, a memorandum, some-
thing in the form of a paylng-i- n slip, has
been prepared. These can be obtnlned
either at the National Bank of Commerce
or at World's Fair headquarters in the
Mercantile Club building.

The slip contains the name and address
of the subscriber and the amount to be
paid on first call. Slips filled In, showing
the amount necessary, will be mailed to
any address In reply to application by
postal card or otherwise, addressed to Sec-
retary Cox. The Finance Committee has
renewed Its warning to subscribers to be-
ware of bogus collectors. Previous to the
Columbian Exposition at Chicago consid-
erable money was taken in by fake col-
lectors who made a door-to-do- canvass.

BE LEFT OFF FAIR COMMISSION.

Northrop May Be Dropped.
Professor Northrop's name, however. Is

this evening under reconsideration.
Mr. Miller is credited to two States, and

is backed as an Indlanlan by Senators Fair-
banks and Beveridge, and as an Ohioan by
Senator Hanna.

It will be observed that this commission
does not Include Mr. Rodenberg- of East St.
Louis. No objection has been raised to him
in any quarter, and he stands very well
with the President. At tho Insistence of
Senator O. H. Piatt of Connecticut, it was
deemed advisable to provide a place for Mr.
Betts. and to make room for the new Eng-
land member a Republican had to be dis-
placed. The President has offered Mr.
Rodenberg another position equally as good,
and it Is at his option, providing his name
Is omitted by the acceptance of all tho
others. The fact that he expects to run for
congress again in 1302 led tne President to
reconsider his name, as It Is not desired to
change the commission hereafter.

MEANS A BILLION A

YEAR FOR PENSIONS,

That Is Senator Gallinger's Esti-
mate of What G. A. K. Meas-

ures Would Entail.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL.
Washington, March 13. Bankruptcy for

the Treasury or enormously increased tax-
ation would be necessary if the pension
legislation advocated by certain Grand
Army men and pension attorneys should be
enacted by Congress.

Senator Gallinger, chairman of the Senate
Committee on Pensions, made a careful
study of the scheme of proposed pension
legislation prepared by a committee of
Grand Army men. of which the late Repre-
sentative A. D. Shaw of New York was a
leading member, and has reached a con-
clusion that if It should be enacted the total
of pension expenditures of the Government
would reach the enormous sum of Jl.000.000,-00- 0

a year, or one and one-thir- d times as
much as the present total expenditures of
the Government for all purposes.

It Is owing 'to the refusal of Congress to
enact this extravagant legislation and to
the determined stand Commissioner Evans
has taken against making new laws by put-
ting unwarranted constructions on old ones
that the pension expenditures have re-
mained practically stationary during the
last four years.

The effect of every liberalization of the
pension laws is Illustrated by what is now
going on in the pension office. Despite the
fact that the veterans of the Civil War are
dying off quite rapidly and many names are
being constantly stricken from the rolls by
minor children passing the pensionable age
limit, there has .been a net increase In the
number of names on the pension rolls of
1,500 since July 1 last.

The Reverend L. M. Wagner of Gravelton,
Mo., writes: "As an attractive feature for
tho world's Fair, I suggest a reproduction
of Solomon's Temple. This would be both
a beautiful and lucrative exhibit. Use
stucco. Instead of marble, and ordinary
gliding will answer in place of gold. AH
who enter the gates will view the templo
with pleasure. The featuie would be of
interest to persons of all religions whose
origin Is In the Old Testament."

R. W. Taylor writes as follows: "While
suggestions for the World's Fair are In
order I beg to submit an Idea. Why not
survey a part of the grounds on the exact
lines of the United States, outlining each
State In Its exact shape? Make a part of
the grounds a miniature United States. The
States Included in the Louisiana Purchase
should be very distinctly outlined with
flowers and shrubs. Reproduce all the prin-
cipal rivers, great lakes, mountain chains,
nnd such wonders of nature ns Niagara
raus, t'ean anu me uniirornia forests.
Then let each State erect Its building on Itsown State."

May N'nnie Another Democrat.
It will be seen that the list named In-

cludes six Republicans and three Demo-
crats. The Tawney act provides for a non-
partisan commission of nine, which ordi-

St. Louis grain dealers are determined to
remedy the evils existing In the welghlnc
and handling of grain at St. Louis, which
were discussed at the recent meeting of tho
presidents and secretaries of the National
and State Grain Dealers' Associations, held
at the Planters' Hotel. An organization
of local grain dealers has been effected, an 1

yesterday petitions were presented to the
State Grain Inspection Departments of Illi-

nois nnd Missouri, asking that certain
changes be made In the rules of Inspection.

A petition was also circulatedat the Mer-

chants' Exchange and signed by all of the
officers and leading members of the ex-

change, asking the general freight agents
of the Southeastern railroads to place St.
Louis on an equal footing with the com-
peting markets on the Ohio River and In
the East, by allowing three-quarte- rs of a
cent hundred pounds for transferring and
weighing grain through public and private
elevators in St. Louis and East St. Louis.

It is also proposed to have the Merchants'
Exchange establish an official weighing
board, which shall have control of the
weighing of grain at St. Louis and East St.
IxjuIs.
