Neighboring Building.

The branch of the St. Louls post office
which has been quartered since the new
TUnlon Station in the extreme castern end
of the station, was suddenly moved Friday
night. All day Saturday and laz=t night a
#gn, which read, “Removed to No. 1821
Market street,” graced the door of the
former post office.

The new office, which is temporary, di-
vides quarters with a ticker broker's es-
tabiishment, and there s no cutward sign
at the place to indicate that it is a post
offce,

The space in the depot Is part of the
Froperty controlled by the Terminal Hotel
Company. J. D. Abeles, preddent of this
company, wiae seen last night in regerd to
the change. He mal? that he Knew nothing
further than that he had made a proposi-
tion three months ago to Postmas er Baum-
hoft to renew the (easa o4 the property. The
reply was to the affeet thet the premlses
would be vacated when the lease explred.

Postmaster Baumhoff said: “The expenses
of the Unlon Station post office were ten
times greater than the recelpts. We huve
offices that cost only $5% n year thnt do
better buslness than the one just moved
from Union Statlon. Because of this, three
months agn I was potitled by the depart-
ment at Washington to get a new location
for the Uniom Station office. but I disliked
to move It out of the staton. I thought 1
might get a more central position, In the
Midway or mception-room, and, it so, the
public would derive more benefits from the
service. I could not do (0. hence, the lease
having expired, 1 moved the station acroes
the strest. The lecation of the office In the
west end of the statlon made it o failure
becuuse 75 per cent of the persons traveling
through the station go in and out by the
other gates. The office cost $5 050 a vear, and
did not give =atistaction. The present loca-
tion of the Unlon Station office is not per-

Accnsed of Assaulting a Little
Girl, e Narrowly Escapes
Lynching.

CHILD’S FATHER IN THE CROWD.

Pressed Man Nearly Kills Horse in
Endeavoring to Escape—
Officers Protect
Hin.

Bloomington, March 16, — The tract of
country lving In the triangle between Falr-
bury, Lexington and Pontiac was thrown
into great excitement Saturday.

A hostler employed In Fairbury eriminally
assaunlted a girl of 13, threatened to kill
her brother, was pursued by a posse of
farmers headed by the girl's father, board-
ed a freight traln, was taken from it by an
officer at Lexington and taken to Pontine,
where he ig now In jail. Iic narrowly es-
caped Iynching at Pontiac, and it is not un-
likely that he may yet fall a victim to the
outraged populace.

Saturday morning at 10:30 Mamie XKrug,
aged 13, was walking on a country road
near Fairbury, nccompanied by her little
brother, She was on r way to her grand-
father’s. The pair werse met by John
Watts, a hostler, employed by J. E. Lewls,
a travellng man of Falrbury. Walts waa
In a buggy driving, He stopped in the road
and engaged the ilttle girl in conversation.
Then he allghted and assaulted her.

Drawing & wicked-looking Kknife, he selged
the boy and threatened to kill him If he
told who had done the crime.

It chaneed that the father of the chil-
dsen, Willlam Krug, a former, was In a
field a short distance away. He heard the
screnms of his daughter and jumped upon
a horse and galloped to her assistance.
Watts saw him coming and started south,
driving at a gallop., Krug was detalned,
a9 it was necessary to seek help for his
suffering dnughter and her little brother,
who was frightensd almost to death. This
delay gave the assaulter a start of sevaral
miles,

Krug, ns soon as possible, alarmed the
neighborhood, and a dozen farmers, led by
Krug, started in hot pursult. Watts fled
toward Lexington. His horse was failing,
when he met a young farmer named Crouc
mounted on & horse. He Induced Crouch
to swap horses, and, with the fresh ani-
mal, continued his fight.

APPROPRIATION BILL
UNDER DISCUSSION.

In the Senate the Consideration of
the Measure Leads to Spir-
ited Debate.

$100,000 FOR SEDALIA FEIR.

Provision for Purchasing Addi-
tional Capitol Grounds Calls
Out Opposition—Large In-
creases Asked For.,

BY A STAFF (MARESPONDENT.

Jefferson City, Mo., Mareh 18.—Unraveling
the tangle which besr and whisky has
enused In the Assembly wis hard work in
the Senate Saturday afternon.

The untangling tame about when thae
reneral appropriation bill, which hud been
referred to n Conference Commlittes, came
up for dlscusslon. Charges of Inconsfstorn-
¢lfs In tha netlon of certain of the Senators
was brought on <he floor, resulting In a
tumber of inlammatory speeches that in-
teresied many auditers. Two . appropria-
tions In the report of the Conferance Com-
ittee called forth the greatest discossion.
They were an Increase of §50,000 in the ap-
proprintion for the States Falr at Sedalla,
making fv $100,000, and the appropriation of
FUS0M to buy the plot of ground lying be-
tween the Capltol bullding and Governor's
nivsion,

Senator Drabelle, chairman of the Con-
ference Committee of the Henate on tha
general appropriation bill, made the report
about the middle of the afternoon sesslon.
For the next two hours and a half the bill
Tas Jdiscussed in all its phnses. Sepator
Duvizson (Rep.) of Harrlson, attempted to
make o politleal specch and called forth
some renlles that effectunlly closed Re-
publican sophlstries for the remainder of the
afternoon.

When the Senats =cnt the appropriation
bill to the Conference Committes, 3115,000
wins set aslde for the purchuse of the addi-
tlonal grounds. During the administration
of the last Itepubllican Governor this ground
was sold fog a mere song, and ever slnce
that time rta have been made to get it
for some sgrltable price.

Instoad f cutting down the House bill,
as amended by the ’g'wmue, It was increased
$57,160. It 1s sald that the Sennle conferees
ex ted that the House confeérees would
auge‘f:ur raductiors. Instead they usked for
Increases, und In order 1o Keep certain
ftems which the Senate insisted upon In
the bill, the conferecs were compelled Lo
sumbit to the increascs,

Semniep Hud Incrensed It.

When the report came up for considera-
tion on the floor Senator Hubey, chalrman
of the Appropriations Committes, brought
out the fact that the Senate increased the
Housa bill about $20,00, The further In-
creass in conference made the total In-
crenke near 326,000

Senator Rubey sald that he was unal-
terably opposed to the roport

“If we keep this up' he sald, “we will
hava approprinted about $Lw0M  more
money than we have revenue. We have

. not got this whisky rmcney yet, and if they

go Inte court, we will stiil be without the
money two years hence. L have figured
that the revenues of the State will be about
5,000, Ous tuinl sppropriztions now
reacn nearly $8,09000.  Let's call i halt.”
Serator Fleids spol.e dgalost the appro-
priation for the purchase of the addltional
Capitol grounds. *Jefferson Clty has gotten
more from Missouri than any other city In
the State” he sald. “With the eapitol, the
Penitentiury and Lincoln Institute at Jerl-
ferson City, it seems to me that thls town
suffors very llitle at the hands of the leg-
fslature. T say that If we had a surplus of
$2,000,000, Instend of a defielt, kill this {tem."”
Senator Fields's attack brought Senator
Zeveley to his feet In defense of the pro-
vislon.” He =aid that the present condition
of tlie property was a disgrace to the State.

He let much ll-feeling oreep into his
speech, Which Srought forth some sharp
retorts,

part of the discussion with'a hurrah speech
