Zicgenhein and Meier tried to take ad-
vantage of the cry for retrenchment to
pas3 laws which would give Zlegenheln
more patronage. McMath showed that like
the thief who cries 'Stop thief,"

under cover of the public outcry
against municipal robbery, was devising
means to increase the sources and amount
of robbery.

Mr. McMath said In one chapter:
"The Meier bills all attempt to do, cov-

ertly what legally can only be done openly.
The chief aim of these bills Is to destroy
the safeguards which the people of St.
Louis provided for the protection of the
public Interests and the interest of tax-
payers, not only the particular one Just
considered, but all safeguards relating to
the powers and duties of the President, of
the Board of Public Improvements; that Is
the general supervision of the departments
and control of their accounts. If asked
why this purpose is entertained, the answer
might be broadly:

" "No rogue e'er felt the halter draw
"With good opinion of the law.' "

During the first year of Ziegenheln's ad-
ministration, 1S37-S- 8. the total amount paid
for salaries wag J2.670,&S0. During the sec-
ond year of Ziegenheln's rule, th3
salary roll amounted to $2,790,393, an In-

crease of $119,753. Most of this Increase
was due to the Wittenberg till, which in-

creased the cost of the Street Department
from $129,153 in 1SS7-1S- to $226,816 in 9,
