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YOUNG'S VICTORY

WAS A SURPRISE.

.Citizens of Webster Groves Cha-

grined Over Defeat of Mayor-- i
altv Candidate Fleming.

WOMEN FAVORED HIS ELECTION

Defeat of Marshal Nace Said to
Be Due to Misunderstanding

and He Will Be a
Candidate.

Citizens of "Webster Groves, who were
assured that W. S. Fleming, the present
Mayor, would ho renominated at Thursday
evenins's primary, have hardly rallied from
tho shock and astonishment caused by the
ease with which he was defeated.

What makes Mr. Fleming's defeat more
remarkable Is the fact that tho primary
was called by tho Citizens' Association,
which was supporting him.

The Citizens' Association, which repre-

sents the old residents of Webster Groves
who brought about the Incorporation of

Old Orchard and contiguous towns into the
"Webster Groves limits, were contldent that
they could nominato their candidate at the
primary in Bristol's Hall. They expected
that the Protective League of the Old Or-

chard district would nominate an entirely
different ticket at a separate primary, head-
ed by Thomas C. Young and most of tho
candidates nominated Thursday. The Citi-

zens' Association candidates are called the
Silk Stockings, and the Protective League
candidates the "Cotton Socks." The "Cotton
Socks" belicAcd in a change of administra-
tion, and were opposed to the Quiglcy water
supply project.

The Protectee League, it is said by the
Citizens' Association faction, enlisted the
assistance of Deputy Sheriff John W. Bel-lni- rs

of Clavton. who at Thursday even
ing's rrlmory was tho most active marshal
of tho Young voters. The Clayton Repub-
licans assisted the Protective League to
otlr .every negro voter and every white-vote-r

in the Old Orchard district to vote
and brought them to the meeting in a boriy.
This system won the day. The "oilk Stock-
ings" wero unprepared.

Host surprising was the defeat of Marshal
E. B. Naco for renomlcatlon to tho office he
now holds, although he was the Citizens'
Association candidate. The Protective
League desired to have him on lt9 ticket,
but ho lost the nomination by twenty-seve- n

votes. John Ficldson defeating him. This
result was so unexpected that there Is con-
siderable talk about indorsing the ticket
as it now stands, with the exception of
Fleldson, and several Aldermen. Nace Is to
be a candidate for Marshal, and Messrs. N.
D. Thompson. L. It. Blackmer and several
or the other "Silk stocking" Aldermen can-
didates who were defeated will run at the
regular election.

Thursday night's primary virtually closed
the mayoralty election. It is conceded that
Mr. Young will be Webster Grotes's next
Mayor, and that most of the other offices
will bo filled by the Protective League can-
didates, but tho issue of tho campaign now
Is the election of Marshal. Mr. Naco Is the
most popular candidate, as he has been in
office for six years, and has cleared thetown of all objectionable citizens. Both fac-
tions agreed to have him on their ticket,and It was only owing to the fact thatmany of his supporters had left the hallafter tho mayoralty ballot that he was de-
feated,
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SAYS IT WAS AN ACCIDENT.

U. E. Clifford's Statement About
His Wife's Injury.

J. E. Clifford, formerly a. reporter for an
afternoon paper, was taken In custody Fri-
day at noon by Detective Tom McGrath In
connection with the shooting of his wife, as
told In Thursday's Republic At the Four
Courts he made a brief statement. Chief
Kiely decided to detain him until ha could
ascertain definitely what Mrs. Clifford's con-
dition Is. She Is at the Physicians' andBurgeons' Hospital at Jefferson avenue and
Gamble street, under the treatment of Doc-tors Otto Sutter and Waldo Briggs.

Clifford made a statement to Chief Klelyto the effect that the shooting was an ac-
cident. "It occurred at the boarding-hous- e
of Mrs. Keck at No. 3021 Washington ave-nue, about II o'clock Tuesday morning," hesaid. "The revolver used was a.gun belonging to me. It was on the dress-er. We got Into an argument, and whilewe were arguing the revolver was dis-charged. It was an accident."

ARMY BOARD DECIDES

AGAINST GEN. SMITH,

Credits to Bosecrans the. Plan by
Which Army of the Cumber-

land Was Relieved.

ENDS A LONG CONTROVERSY.

Former Has for Ten Years Claimed
He Devised the Campaign

Decision Was Unan-
imous.

Washington, March 21 A controversy,
which has been pending in the War De-
partment since 1S91, in which the veterans
of the Kastern and the Western armies who
fought at Chattanooga have been inter-
ested, has Just been settled by a board of
officers appointed in August last by Secre-
tary Root, of which Major General John R,
Brooke was president.

General William P. Smith, known to the
"'""" - sinitn. for ten years
has claimed persistently that he, and not
General Rosecrans, originated the plan by
which the Army of the Cumberland was re-
lieved In October, 1E63, by the opening of the
river line of supplies from Chattanooga to
Bridgeport, by way of Brown's Ferry.

The Chicamnuga Park Commission. In tholegends accompanying its ntlas of the bat-
tles about Chattanooga, set forth Hint thispian was devised by General Rosecrans.
General Smith took issue with the commis-sion, and finally asked Secretary Root to rc-l- er

the whole subject to a board of army
on.cern. In response to this reuest. Secre-tary Root appointed as members of theboard, Major General Brooke. Colonel Gil-
lespie. Corns of Ennlnrnrs mill P.ilnnnl
Sheridan. Assistant Adjutant General.

After a visit to the theater of operations
Involved, an exhaustive studv of the volu-
minous records in the case, and a hearing
of General Smith's case, as presented bothby himself and n ritBHnfiilQhAfl .ntfnrnrv.
the board unanimously decided that theplan was devised by General Rosecrans, and
not by General Smith.

After a long review of the case the boird
thus states Its conclusions, which have
been officially approved by the Secretary
of War.

"After a diligent search of the official
records the board fails to find any evi-
dence that General Smith was the origina-
tor of the' plan for the relief of Chatta-nooga, by military operations, to bo con-
ducted in Lookout yalley, October, ISC!. On
the contrary, there Is abundant evidence
In the official records to show that the
plan, which contemplated crossings of tho
Tennessee River at Bridgeport, and at the
northern end of Lookout Valley, and whichwas successfully executed by General
Thomas. October 8, 1803. was devisid
and prepared for by General Rosecrans be-
fore relinquishing command, and that its
execution was beirun under orders issued
by General Thomas the very night (Octo-
ber 13) that General Rosecrans was relieved
from command of the Department of the
Cumberland, and without consultation with
General Smith. There Is no evidence to
show that General Smith took any part inthe operations conducted by General Hook-
er through Lookout Valley, from the di-
rection of Bridgeport.

In conclusion the board Is of the opinion
that the legend comnlained of does no in
justice to the military record of General
W. F. Smith.
