Washington. March IS The President
Monday appointed former Representative
W. A. Rodenberg of East St. Louis to suc-

ceed the late M. S Brewer of Michigan as
a member of the Civil Service Commission,
This ends the long contest between Kodei.-ber- jr

and Northrop for membership of tho
World's Fair Commission and ought to ex- -

pedlte the final appointment of the nine
Commissioners. No action was taken In
the matter Monday, however, and it may Lo
several days before the appointments are
rrade.

Mr. Rodenberg took the oath of office ct
once. He will not, however, be ready to en-

ter upon the duties of his new position for
some days, as he desires to return to St.
Louis for the purpose of winding up his
private business.

Mr.Rodenberg's appointment Is a deslr-abl- o

one and is for an indefinite period. Ho
goes upon the Commission as the personal
choice of President McKinlcy and probably
will be made president of the board in place
of Mr. Proctor. There probably will be an
early reorganization to effect this. Mr.
Rcdenberg gets the place formerly filled by
Roosevelt, and In which he made a wide
reputation as a "reformer."

Declined Another Place.
This appointment gives St. Louis and

East St. Louis two members of the Civil
Service Commission, former Postmaster
Harlow being the representative of the for-
mer city.

Mr. Rodenberg was tendered, also, tho
office of attorney for the Spanish Claims
Commission. He declined this, preferring
the appointment to the Civil Service Board
because of Its longer tenure and the liberal
allowances for traveling and contingent ex-
penses.

Mr. Rodenberg Is popular in Congress, and
his appointment was mado partially for
the purpose of popularizing the commis-rlo- n

with the members of that body.
Mr. Rodenberg said Monday evening to

The Republic correspondent:
"I am not prepared to make any extend-

ed statement. I am pleased with the honor
of my appointment and shall do my ut-
most to perform the duties of the office
creditably and satisfactorily. I told the
President I should need to go home at
once to arrange for my return and indefi-
nite stay in Washington, and this has been
assentea to. I shall reach East St. Louis
Wednesday and come back to Washington
In about ten days."

Fair Commission Forecast.
The President would have been glad to

appoint Mr. Rodenberg to the World's Fair
Commission, but was committed to another
candidate. The consolation place given the
East St. Loulsan is generally regarded as
more desirable, because of its longer tenure
and the chance to make an Individual
record.

There Is no reason for varying the fore
cast of the World's Fair Commission as
frequently iven in these dispatches. The J

CHARTER AMENDMENT

BILL IN DANGER.

Municipal Assembly Adjourns
Monday and Measure Is Still

Iefore Committee.

NOT MUCH TIME TO ACT.

Only Four Days After Wednesday
for Consideration by House

OppnMt ion May !e
Developed.

As the Municipal Assembly will adjourn
nei.t Monday, April 1, the day immediately
preceding election day, it probably will be
necessary for both houses to hold spcul
salons this week. M.my impoitant bills

are lvlng in the botes of different commit-

tees, and It will be Impossible, even with
daily meetings, to dispose of dll tre accu-

mulated matter which has not been accord-

ed attention.
The measure of .most Importance is the

Public Welfare Commission Charter amend-

ment bill. This proposed ordinance was re-

ferred last Friday to the Committee on
Legislation of the House of Delegates It Is
customary with committees of the City
Council to announce at once the date of
public hearings, if any are projected, but
Chairman J. K. Murrcll failed until Monday
morning to call a public hearing on this
bill.

Mr. Murrell visited the chamber of the
House Monday and instructed the clerk to
post a notice for a public hearing for 10

o'clock Wednesday morning. Had he acted
Saturday, the hearing could have been on
Mpndiv or Tuesday morning. In explanation
of his course, he said he was anxious that
the hearing should be advertised

The danger confronting this important bill
lies in the fact that only four dajs will
remain after Wednesday for consideration
and action by the House. Besides, it is not
definitely known how the members) are dis-

posed 'oward the bill. It Is really believed
that some opposition may be demonstrated
after the committee returns the hill, and,
considering the proximity of the day of ad-

journment, protracted debates and sundry
obstacles could be interposed to prevent
final action.

Mr. Murrell sajs he is not aware of the
attitude of any of the members toward the
bill, and he cannot state whether there
will be any antagonism The committee, he
says, will hold the hearing and afterwards
will report the measure. Everj thing will
thereafter depend upon the House. The

Assembly will hold Its first meet-
ing on April 1C. the third Tuesday In the
month, the day specified in the City Char-
ter.

as Charter Offers Soiinus Obsta-
cles to Such Use of I'arkb

Judge Kassieur Takes
Opposite View.

The henrlnsr grnntfil bv the Committee on

Municlp.il Affali-- , of the Citv Council on

the Wiggins bill to authorize the election
of a World's r.ijr site In 1'orebt Park.
OTallon Park or Carondelet Park was at-

tended Monday afternoon by .ibout fifty
prominent attonu-j-s and real ct ite men,
all of whom signified their approval of the
measure b frequert jppliuie.

No opposition was anticipated, but it
nevertheless carre. Henry Hitchcock ob-

jected to the use cf Tortst Park far the
World's Pair. He adv.meed an argusrent
b.istd upon article 8. section , of the Cltj
Charter, and maintained that the Municipal
Asembl K not invested with the author-

ity to divert the purpose of any public
park, hut particularly Tortst Park, for the
Exposition. This section specifies that

Assembly, upon the recom-

mendation of the Uoird of public Improve-
ments, is empowered to lease or sell any
public pirk, but only after the Municipal
Assembly shall have submitted the propo-

sition to popular vole at a general election,
and it lias received a majoritj ratification.
Mr. Hitchcock Insisted that the location of
tho World's Pair in an) public park would
bo equivalent to confiscation and would
wreak lrremedhble damage.

Judge lUssieur replied to Mr. Hitchcock's
declaration with a counter argument from
the City Charter. Jud.c Kassieur offered
to the committee section 2G of urtlcle 3,

which states that the Municipal Assembly
and tho Major have the power "to Inclose,
Improve, regulate or sell all parks and pub-

lic grounds belonging to the clt." He as-

serted, however, that Mr. Hitchcock had
presented an Indefensible proposition, inas-

much as the proposed ordinance does not
contain any term or phrae that could

biing it within the scope or either section.
The bill, he said, contemplates neither a

lease, sale nor rental. On the other hand,
it expressly defines that nil work and plans,
as well as the site itself, shall be arranged,
approved and executed under the super-

vision and with the sanction of the regular
city ollichU. Judge Kassieur illustrated Hiat
the park, or portion of tho park, to be
utilized as the Exposition site would con-

tinue under the control and direction of the
citv during'the life of the Pair and the rv

work.
This reasoning seemed to meet the favor

of the committee. Councilman Carroll,
after a conference v.lth Chairman Richards,
had Judge Kassieur repeat the differentia-
tion, and Mr. Carroll answered that the
ordinance evidently does not come within
the "purview of the section of the City
Charter quoted by Mr. Hitchcock." The
committee took the matter under advise-
ment and the bill will probably be reported
to the City Council Tuesday afternoon.

Judge Kassieur Informed the committee
that the twenty international expositions
held between lSTil and 19u) were located In
public parks, and he said it would be a
great thing for the people of St. Louis to
hive an abundance of shade arounj the
edifices, with ample recreation space. In
conclusion he said the association would
embellish the particular park Immeasur-
ably, expending money for improvements
that necessarily would be permanent. He
also 'eferred to the fact that the act of
Congress gives the association the right of
eminent domain, thus authorizing con-

demnation proceeding".
Judge Terrv praised the promoters of th

World'"i Pair and declurcd that no ob-

stacles should be thrust In the path of the
management. least of all bv St. Louisans.
Citing the success real estate men are hav-

ing In renting all kinds of dwellings, ho
sought to demonstrate the manv and great
advantages that will accrue from the Ex-
position James Kinealv, Colonel Sam Sim-
mons Joseph 1 Hornsby and other ad-
dressed the committee and urged the recom-
mendation and parage of the bill.

Judge Terry emphasized two important
practical questions that will have to be
solved bv the World's Talr Commission
impressing upon the committee the duty of
assisting in the success of the Exposition
in everj possible manner. One point was
that tho association cannot afford to par-cha- se

600 acres' of ground: the second was
that landowners will be disposed to raise
the price of their land "hould tlie discov-
er that the astiociation desired It. The com-

mittee he stated, should recommend the
bill, in order to give the association an
alternative with which to combat any dif-
ficulty that may nrise.

In view of the defeat Monday of the pro-

posed amendment providing for the con-

struction of a waterworks In Webster
Groves by the MIsourl Water, Light and
Traction Company, which offered to furnish
water from the Missouri River at a pressurs
of not less than forty poaeds and at the
rate of $1 per thousand gallons, the sup-

porters of Thomas C. Young, nominee of
the Webster Groves Citizens Association''
Convention last Thursday for Mayor, are
ccrfldent that their candidate will receive
also the Indorsement of the mass meeting
called for Tuesdaj everlng in Bristol Hall.
The action of the convention ticket In an-
nouncing its opposition to any change In the
saloon law has also strengthened Its chances
of v Ictory. The x ote Monday on the water-
works proposition stood 2D9 nays to 228 yeas.
A two-thir- ds majoritj-- was necessary to
carrv. The vote bj-- wards was: First
Ward, 92 yea. 47 nays: Second Ward. 90

eas. 97'naj-s- : Third Ward. 29 yeas, 78
navs; Fourth Ward, 17 years, 73 nays.

Mr. Young was opposed to the water-
works amendment In its present form. As
ore of the Board of Aldermen, he had
adopted a conservative pcl.cy, trying to g3t
a clause inserted providing that the water-wor- k?

would have to be laid within a
specific time after letting the contract, and
requiring that the pressure at flow be
sufficient for a Are department in the high-
est localities within the city limits.

This would apply particularly to Old
Orchard. The scheme nibmltted to the peo-
ple was not, he claimed, sufficiently ex-

plicit. Kis position on the question of
street improvements ha been conservative
also. He urged that a survej-o- f the whole
town be made, as the first step, and that.

J improvements thereafter could be made In
accordance with this general plan, as the
town's finances would permit.

On the eve of the spring election In
Webster Groves, when a Maj-or- . Collector,
City Marshal, Police Justice, and eight
Aldermen were to be chosen, there were
two factions. Both favored improvements,
but in different degrees and bj different
methodo. The real opposition was at first
between the eld town and the new section
to the east, which had been voted in against
the wishes of the majority of the land-
holders.

Mayor Fleming represented the old town.
The residents of the newer section, nota-
bly those in Old Orchard and Tuxedo,
saw that a candidate from their own num-
ber would have little show. They therefore
hit upon Mr. Young as a compromise, ho
being a resident of Selma in the new sec- -,

tion, but strongly in favor of the annexa-
tion of all that territory to the original
town of Webster Groves. It is on this com-
promise that h!9 friend3 rely for success.
At the mass meeting in Bristol Hall last
Thursday tne vote tor Mayor was 3H for
Young and 22S for Fleming.

The other office In which citizens of the
Greater Webster Groves are most Interested
is that of City Marshal. The present
