FROM ALL POINTS.

Gould Stocks Not to Be Controlled
by the "Railroad Securi-

ties Company."

MISSOURI PACIFIC ADDITIONS.

Plans to Connect Up Lines in the
West and Southwest Wa-

bash in Michigan
General Notes.

New York, March K. The Mall and Ex-
press says: There were general denials

y that the stocks of the Gould roads
oro to be controlled through the Railroad
Securities Company, which was organized
a short time ago bv the Harriman Inter-
ests, primarily to hold the securities of the
Illinois Central, with perhaps the Chicago
and Alton.

A representative of a n bank
ing nrm a!d that the Securities Company
would make no purchase whatever of
Gould railroad stocks, and so far at he
knew, there will be no merger of Gould
and Harriman properties.

The Union Pacific Is not looking around
for any more small roads In Colorado or
elsewhere and lie said the stories to this
effect arc pure Imagination.

In addition to the Denver and Rio Grande
and the Wo Grande Western, the greater
Gould system will also take In, perhaps,
tlie Colorado and Southern lines, thereby
rendering It unnecessary for the Denver
and ltio Grande and Texas and Pacific
roads to be extended to a Junction with each
other.

EXTENSIONS IX VIEW. .
Extensive additions to tho Missouri Pa-cll- ic

sjstem have been decided upon. A
road is to be built from El Paso, Tex., to
Santa Rita, N. M., and thence to Santa Fe.
El Paso is the western terminus of the
Texas and Pacific, controlled by tho Mls-dou- ri

Pacific, and Santa Fo is reached by
tne southern urancn oi me .Denver -

Rio Grande, control of which was recently
acquired by George Gould. Tho extension
in question will connect the Texas and Pa-
cific with tho Denver and Rio Grande. Tho
Missouri Pacific itself connects with the
Denver and Rio Grande at Pueblo and Den-
ver. The construction of this extension is
taken to indicate that It has been decided
to extend the Gould system not only
through Colorado, but also through Utah
and New Mexico. The arrangement out-
lined assures the Missouri Pacific of a
direct outlet to the Pacific Coast. An option
has been secured by the Denver and Rio
Grande on the Rio Grande Western.
Whether acted on or not, there is a traffic
agreement now in effect which secures for
the Denver and Rio Grande an outlet to
Ogden. At that point connection would be
made with the Southern Pacific for San
Francisco and Los Angeles.

It is said that the Rockefeller Interests
are acting with the Goulds In the matter
and that the community of interest Idea
has given them primary rights in South-
western territory.

MICHIGAN RESORTS.

May Suffer From the Cheap Rate to
Colorado Thin Summer.

Wisconsin and Michigan summer resorts
are liable to suffer from light patronage dur-
ing the coming season as a result of the ex-
tremely low rates that have been anounced
by the Rock Island and other roads from
Chicago and the important districts west of
here to the Rocky Mountain territory.
Agents or the lines, rail and steamer, reach-
ing the farther Wisconsin and Michigan re-

sorts, say that the low rates last summer to
the Rocky Mountains had a serious effect
on their business, and they fear a repetition
of the low fares this j ear will prove even
more disastrous to the nearer places of
recreation.

tourist business was to the Rocky Mourn,
tains. This summer the Buffalo Fair ana
tho gatherings of tho many big organi-
zations In the Central West territory would
tend to reduce travel to the West to a mini-
mum. It Is to counteract this that tho
western roads will put In unusually low
rates.

RUSSELL, SAGE'S WARNING.

Tells George Goulil That lie May In-
cite Formidable Opposition.

warned George Gould against atempting to
become a railroad magnate. Mr. Sage said:

"Mr. Gould has a laudable ambition to be-

come a great railroad magnate. But If he
should attempt this he would Invite opposi-
tion that would prove formidable. Rail-
roads can be built now for much less money
than formerly.

"There is too much capital In the country.
While the unity of interests was being ac-
complished and the roads in a big territory
were being brought under one head, twenty
men In Wall Street could go to work, build
an air line road between the principal points
and render many of the feeders of the big
system unproductive. The situation is such
now, anyway, that we will be very lucky If
we escape without a big panic."

YOUNG MAN IS DRIVEN TO
SUICIDE BY LONG ILLNESS.

Otto Speclit Takes Poison in a Hotel and Dies on the Way to

City Hospital Photograph Button Bearing the Picture
of a Girl Found Among His Effects. t

Otto Spccht of No. 171S Preston place
committed suicide In the Grand Hotel. No.
107 North Sixth street, nt 2 o'clock Tuesday
morning by taking a large doto of strych-
nine. Despondency produced by ill health
Is the cause assigned by his family. Ho
was S3 years old.

Spccht went to the Grand Hotel late Mon-
day night, an hour and a. half after leaving
home. He was assigned to room No. C3,

next to the one occupied by W. H. Vasslck.
According to the statements of tho latter
and of Night Clerk Joseph Rcnfro. Spccht
commenced groaning about 2 o'clock and
called for help.

Renfro went to the room and was asked
by Specht to call an nmbulance, Spccht
stating that he had a chill. Seeing that tho
man was In great agony, Renfro called an
officer, who had the man removed to the
City Dispensary. Here Doctor Vocrster saw
that ho was in a critical condition and sent
him as rapidly as possible to tho City Hos-
pital. Ho died et. route.

Tho body lay In the morgue for several
hours before it was identified. Specht hav-
ing registered at tho Grand Hotel as
Charles R. Gale. No such name Is In the
City Directory, and no one recognized tho
body until Charles H. Specht, a brother,
hearing the suicide through tho Dlspensary
physiclans. visited the morgue.

Tho body was carefully searched at the
morgue for any traces of identity. An ad-
dress book in the man's pocket contained
a list of drugs, and also the namo of sev-
eral families in the South Side. The namo
of Anna M. Prosser was also written In
a feminine, hand In tho book.

Frank B. Noyes, president or the As-
sociated Press, and publisher or the Wash-
ington Evening Star, will be publisher of
the hyphenated paper and Mr. Kohlsaat
will devote his entire time to its editorial

Lawson, who has been tho sole owner
and publisher of the Record, as well as the
Evening News, gives as his reason for dis-
posing of the Record that both papers have
grown in such an enormous manner that
he wishes to devote his entire time to the
conduct of the Evening News.

Tho merging of the Times-Heral- d and
Record into the Record-Heral- d marks the
final passing of the Chicago Times, found-
ed In 1S51 and consolidated with tho Chicago
Herald in 1S33 under the name of the Times-Heral- d.
