THREE PZRISHED
IN TENEMENT FIRE,

Mother and_Two Young Children
Burned to Death in New
York.

THREW BABIES FROM WINDOWS

Firemen and Police Caught Several
Thrown Out by Excited Moth-
ers—Cut off by the
Flames.

New York, March 30.—Mrg. Esther Cohen
and two of her children, Benjamin, aged B
and Sophla, aged 1, perished by the burning
of a five-story tenement-house at Delancy
and Norfolk strects early Saturday. In the
panle which occurred molhers lost thelr
reason and threw their children from the
windows to the street below. That all were
caught by the police and firemen and ea-
caped serlous Inljury seems almost o mira-
cle,

The fire was dlorovered at 3:30 o'clock by
the wife of the janitor, who aronssd hep
hushand, and together they went to the
front of the house, glving the alarm.

On the top floor of the tenement lived
Morris Cohen, his wifsa and thelr children,
Sonhia, Harry and Benjamin.

The flames were already through the roof
when they were awnkened, Escnpe by the
hallway was cut off. Groplng thelr way
through the smoke to the window, Cohen
picked up the boy Harry, and calling to his
wife to follow, got out on the fire escape
and started to descend. Mrs. Cohen carried
the baby in her arms and the boy Benjamin
followed,

Out on the fire escape, the fMames and
smoke which burst from the windows be-
low them separated the members of the
family, and only Cohben and the boy
reached the street. When the firemen wera
finally able to reach the top floor thoey
found the bodles of Mrs. Cohen and the
other two children blackened and burned,
Iying on the fire escape landing.

The damage by the fire Is estimated at
$10,000.
