Ruhlin will do certain stunts Illustrative of
fistic science at the Standard Theater this
week. He will show how he failed to pull
down his blinds when Fitzslmmons swung
for his cellar, and how he neglected to hoist
his trellis when Sharkey let that famous
left go for the jaw. For Gustavus Adolphus
would he a real champion were it not for
lamentable and frequent failure of his
guard to keep dates with his opponent's
lead and counters. His only fault is the
bad one of leaving Ills chin and solar plexus
unprotected in time of siege.

WILL OPEN MONDAY,

The Conqueror Has the Call for
the Montgomery Handicap

at One Mile.

KANSAS CITY'S NEW TRACK.

Regulation Mile Course to Ue lluilt
There This Year List of

Horses at the New-
port Track.

Saturday the Little Rock meeting came to
an end, and Monday afternoon will be
marked by the beginning of what will, be-

yond doubt, prove u highly successful and
prosperous meeting at Memphis. The main
feature of the opening day will be the de-

cision of the Montgomery Handicap, an
event fraught with much of interest to the
racegolng public, and one that is always
contested by good horses. Waring's gteat
perfoj nianees in California made It uppear
until recently that the race was at his
mercy, but huviug Injured his shoulder ho
cannot start, and it is now deemed certain
that a large field will go to the post. The
Conqueror II, Ben Vincent's black

son of Sir Dixon Repeat, worked a trial
over the Montcomciy distance a day or two
ago in such fast time that he is as likely
to be the favorite as any hone engaged. He
is In with the comfortable impost of 10&

pounds. The Rush 112; John Yerkes, 112;

The Unknown. 112; Ohnot, 10S; Laureate,
10o:; Lspionage. 101; Duke of Baden, ICO;

Aloha 11. iS; Our Nellie, 95. and Lamp
Globe, 105. are all well in, and the majority
of them will probably be startcis. The
Schorrs have a formidable entry in Alard
Seheok, HO; Joe Frey. 103; SUverdale, 10C;

Ordnung, 1C3. and Lady Schorr, 104, and s.s
Joe Frey stood the trip from California in
good style, and is the best seasoned, he
may prove the one selected to go to the
post. Many others lhan those named have
been working well and all indications point
to a Held as great as that of last year, when
tifteen horses went to the post.

Tuesday will be a putse-program- day,
but Wednesday will brin; about the de-

cision of the Gaston Hotel Stakes, a half-mi- le

dash, for eolts and geldings.
It has lifty-eis- ht entries, of which very few
have faced starting barrier in public,
and the race is. therefore, invested with
the fascination that always attaches to the
debut of the eaily in the year.
Last year Joe Frey won this event, with
Garry Hermann at his flank, and if It de-

velops to such cracks this year It will be in
keeping with the traditions of the stake.
Purses will be the order Thursday and Fri- -
day, and on Saturday the Araelle Stakes
for 2- - car-ol- d fillle.s will be run off. Use
the Gaston Hotel fctakes. it is a half-mil- e

sprint and has an etitry list of fifty-seve- n

aspirants to future turf di tlnction. Little
Is known of them, but rumor has long been
busv with repo.-t-s of the extraordinary
speed of Miss Gaines, a bay filly by Simon
Magus Unvirlace.

The Temcssee Derby will re decided on
tho afternoon of the following Monday.
This Is the first really important stake race
for of the Western turf, and is
worth more to the winner than the more fa-
mous Kentucky Derby.

The Derby ot this jear closed with ninety-thre- e
nominations, of which sixteen de-

clared out May 1. 1000. and thirty-eig- ht Jan-
uary 1. 1901. leaving thirty-nin- e now eligible
to start. The race has long been deemed a
racing certainty for the Schorr stable with
its formidable quartet. Alard Schf-ck- , Joe
Frey, SUverdale and Lady Schorr. If the
club bars Roval Victor from stnrtinc be
cause of his owner's racing other horses at
Little Rock, it is difficult to see where any
effectie opposition is to come from to
threaten the rosy prospects of the Schorr
horses. Still, no race is over until it is
run, and it may be that some of the otheryoung horses engaged have so improved
since last year that the Derby may not
prove to bo the certainty that it now ap-
pears on paper. The other stakes set for
the second week are the Tennessee Brewing
Company Stakes, at seven furlongs, with
eighty-fou- r entries, Wednesday, and tho
Cotton Steeplechase, Saturday, with thirty-on- e

Umber-toppe- rs nominated.
It is understood, though not yet offlcially

nnnounccd, that the New Memphis Jockey
Club has agreed to shorten its meeting
by three days to give Nashville a free
week, and this will probably lead to a re-
arrangement of the stake dates of the last
week, of which, no doubt, notice will be
given in good time.

The impetus given to the movement fora mile track and racing park at Kansas
City ut the meeting; held laj-- t Tuesday night
was so great that it seems assured that
the plans v. Ill be carried out this summer,
pays a Kansas City exchange. The sum
needed JlZi.OflO it Is asserted, can easily be
secured, and the tract of land mentioned.
Thirty-fir- st street and Indiana avenue. Is
Ideal for the purpose. The transit facil-
ities will be ample for all purposes when
the track is finished, and, all together, the
outlool: is rosy.

It has been years sinco there was any
racing In Kansas City. This seems strange,
when It Ii remembered that St. Louis lias
three tracks, Memphis, with half KansasCity's population, has had one for a Ionstime, and nearly every other citv of any
consequence has Its course. Kansas .City
lud the old half-mi- le Exposition track on
its hands, however, and thl was just suf-
ficient to prevent the acquisition of a new
one. while Its size and character kept good
horses from it. The new one will remedy
this and will permit Kansas City to enjoy
what It never has had rpal racing.

Tho men back of the project for a new
track are of such character that its future
would not be in doubt. Thev would give
to It that air which would forever prevent
it becoming merely a resort for rports; it
would be tho fashionable plare to go.
Tracks are In other places and they could
be here. Derby day on the Fair Grounds
track In St. Louis Is the event of the year,
fashionably, and thousands go out every
veaf.

The $125,000 capitalization will be divided
iinu ov siiuica iiu uuy uno may suoscriDefor them. U. S. Epperson says that pledges
have already1 been secured, that assure the
success or tne new mne track.It is particularly Important that stable
room for wintering horses be provided In
connection with this track. Kansas City
Is Ideal for a wintering place, and In the
old days hundreds of horses were kept
here. It Is believed that this condition caneasily lie brought about again. This will
make for the general good of the city In
many ways.

On the contrary, the attachment of an
d" or any other sort of fairto the trnck is discouraged. It is not In-

tended to give Kansas City races on the
"Cold Molasses" order; the 2:40 horse will
be Invited to stay away. Thls.ls to be arace track, and the cracks .will be wel-
comed, and they will not come' to compete

Minnesota Sophomore, Small and Light Weight, Exceeds the
Mark Set by Harvard Man for All-Rou- nd Development.

Minneapolis, Minn., March 31. The inter-colleglu- te

strength record held by C. J.
Herbert of Harvard was broken Saturday
by Roy Allis of the University of Minne-
sota. His grand total was 1.8S9 kilograms,
or what is equivalent to 4,300 pounds.

His power In strength of hands was 325
kilos, strength of legs 601 kilos, strength or
forearms 116 kilos, strength of lungs 311-1- 0

kilos. During the tests he "chinned hlmsell

Such promi-
nent banking men as John D. Rockefeller,
Morgan, Harriman, Flagler, Archibald, W.
H. Rowe. Jr., Chlpps. Carnegie and others
have been' playing on the Palm Beach
links.

John D. Rockefeller played steadily on
the Palm Beach links for several weeks,
playing matches almost daily, and while
he did not disturb the record of "0 for the
course, he played It In very respectable
figures. His driving Is always true, with

good carry through his stroke. He plays
in good form, usually attired In knicker-
bockers. His best round of the links was
with Mr. Hyde of New Jersey, one ot thebest golfers of his age In the country, hebeing over .0. The match was highly in-
teresting, particularly at the eighth hole,when, with the score all even. Rockefeller
drove a beautiful Iron shot, which might
have made the green and hole in one strokeexcept that It unfortunately caught In apal-met- to

An ordinance authorizing C 11. Meyer to
erect and maintain a private scale, and fix-

ing the conditions thereto.
Be it ordained by the Municipal Assembly

of the City of St. Louis, as follows:
Section 1. Permission and authority is

hereby granted to C. II. Meyer to erect and
maintain at his own expense a platform
tcale for private use in front of his prop-
erty on tf.e north side of Cass avenue be-

tween Eleventh and Twelfth streets. Said
scale shall be erected and maintained under
the directions of the Board of Public Im-
provements and shall be subject to such reg-
ulations and restrictions as are provided by
section two of this ordinance.

Stc 2. Said C. II. Meyer shall not permit
said scales to be used except for his own
private weighing and he shall give a bond
in the sum of five hundred dollars, with two
good and sufficient securities, to bo approved
by the Mayor nnd Council, who shall be
owners of unincumbered real estate In the
city of St. Louis, conditioned that he will
keep tho street surrounding said scale for
a space of five feet on all sides In good
condition; that he will remove the scale
whenever notified to do so by the Board of
