IN STOCK MARKET.

Rapid Shifts of Prices Continued
as in the Trading of

Wednesday.

DEALS AT VARYING FIGURES.

One Broker Sold Missouri Pacific
Eagerly at 105: Another a Few

Feet Away as Eagerly
Offered Over 106.

Xew Tork, April 4. Thcgrcat speculation
In stocks started oft with a rush and a roar
Thursday morning. The result was some
wild and bewildering luctuations in prices.

In some respects Thursday's session was
the most inttrcsting in the history of tho
exchange. Over 2.000.000 shares were sold
during tho day.

There was a heavy congestion of buying
orders in commission brokerage ofllces
Thursday morning with which the telegraph
wires were burdened Wednesday night and
before the opening Thursday. Apparently
there were many of these eager speculators
who had placed no limit as to price In their
orders, but had instructed their agents to
buy round amounts of various stocks "at
the market."

With their pockets full of these orders,
the brokers were naturally In a highly nerv-
ous and excited condition when they gath-
ered on the floor of the exchange shortly be-

fore the opening.
There was a general atmosphere to "do

or to die" in the board room when the chair-
man's gavel fell, marking the beginning of
trading. The scene was one of confusion
confounded, and even the most skillful floor
operators found dilllculty in following the
course of events.

A Sample Denl.
Stocks changed hands at the same Instant

in tho same group at widely varying prices.
One broker was eagerly selling Missouri Pa-
cific at 103, while another was frantically
bidding 100 for the stock, and paying that
price for it. In Northwestern the opening
spread was as wide as 3 points, simulta-
neous sales being made at 190 and 193.

As soon as actual quotations began to be
made, the trading was reduced to a little
more form and order. But prices continued
to fluctuate in a very wild and feverish
manner.

Skimmed Cream of Profits.
With this buoyant rise on top of Wednes-

day's surprising gains, the operators who
had bought Wednesday with seeming reck-

lessness sold again, with a similar indiffer-
ence, without exactitude in prices. They
seemed to skim the cream of
their profits and get out. Prices
yielded by violent Intervals, while
the constnat of the
buying demand caused sensational rebounds,
the prices on the recovery in some cases ex-

ceeding the first high level. But on each ad-

vance the market staggered under the ava-

lanche of stock which was hurled at It to
realize profits.

Some Stocks Affected.
The relapse during the first hour ran to

4?i In Burlington, 4i in Bock Island, 3 in
Delaware and Hudson, 3 each in Tobacco
and Illinois Central, 3 in Northwestern,
and 2M in Missouri Pacific, and 2 in a long
list of stocks. Not a few Important stocks
were carried under Wednesday night under
the pressure of the tremendous liquidation.

United States Steel stocks paitlculariy
ruled under Wednesday night, the preferred
to the extent of a point, through the excite-

ment.
With the working off of overnight accu-

mulation of orders, the fluctuation of prices
became much less violent, although the
trading continued very heavy and the price
movement 'wide and confused. But the ex-

citement died out considerably, and an at-

titude of waiting for further developments
prevailed.

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TWO WOMEN IN A

FATAL PISTOL DUEL

They Stand Fifty Feet Apart and
Fire Four Shots at

Each Other.

MRS. SEIGLIN MORTALLY HURT.

Enraged at Losing a Lawsuit, She
Challenged Mrs. Daughson

Husbands May Take
Matter Up.

Wichita. Kas., April 4. Because she. lost

a case, in court. Mrs. Ella Selglin went to
the farm of lira. Dauphson. near Ncwklrk.
Ok., south of here 100 miles. Wednesday
afternoon, and challenged Sirs. Daughson
to light a duel.

Tho challenge was accepted, and the two
women stood fifty feet apart and fired four
shots at each other with pistols. Two shots
took effect in tho breast of Mrs. Seiglln and
she now lies mortally wounded at her home.

Mrs. Seiglln was tried in the District
Court at Xewkirk Wednesday for malicious
trespass upon the property of Mrs. Daugh-
son, and tho Judge fined her SC00. She then
went to Mrs. Daughson's for the purpose of
creatine trouble.

The husbands of the women now threaten
to take up the matter, and more trouble is
expected between them.

SHORT TALKS WITH

GUESTS AT HOTELS.

"It's easy for a man to escape the
clutches of the law sometimes, but he us-

ually encounters a great deal of dilllculty
in keeping out all the time." said G. Y.
Crenshaw, who was United States Marshal
for the Western District of Missouri under
Grover Cleveland, and who is at the La-
clede Hotel.

"The case of Trentice Tiller recalls an
Incident in my ofllce. Tiller, who was ar-
rested in Omaha the other day, was once
In my custody. He had been arrested
charged with rifling mall boxes. He wa
brought Into the ofllce at Kansas City. I
turned him over to a deputy and placed
them In a room adjoining. They had not
been thera ten minutes until the deputy
came bolting into the room.

" 'Have you seen Tiller come througn
here. said he, excitedly.

"I told him I had not, and ho was very
much surprised. It transpired that Tiller
had walked right out of the office under the
eyes cf the deputy. The deputy was a
civil service man, and I had little faith In
his story that Tiller had escaped. I said
nothing about the matter, but went to
work to find him. He was arrested In New
York a few months later. It cost me a
hundred dollars, but I would have captured
him if it had been necessary to spend the
balance of my life at it.

"He was tried before Judge Phillips. He
put up a piteous appeal. The Judge sent
him to the Penitentiary for three years, and
I did not sleep until I had him behind the
bars.

"When I read of his arrest In Omaha tho
othjr day I was surprised that h!9 term had
expired. I guess he got out under the good-behavi- or

rule."

"We will begin work on the new Carnegie
library in Jefferson City in a few days,"
said A. M. Hough of that place, who is
president of the..Lihrary Board. "An ele-
gant site has been secured at the corner of
Adams and Main streets. It Is on one of
Jefferson City's finest thoroughfares and
about four blocks from the Capitol.

Wo have Injtructlons from him that when-
ever we need the money all that Is neces-
sary Is to draw on him. The limit Is $25,-C-

which we Jefferson City people believe
will build a mangnlflcent structure. The
building will be constructed of stone and
will be a most sightly object, as well as
on of the most useful. v

"Wo have a public library now which
contains about 2.000 volumes. These will be
transferred to the new building as soon as
It Is completed. That will make quite a
.respectable beginning, and with the 11.000

per annum It ought not to be long until we
have a most thoroughly equipped public
library for all purposes."

"I do not believe that the Government will
prevent the shipment of mules to South

"The
effort at New. Orleans will be dropped in
my opinion.

SAFE-CRACKE- RS

HAD HARD TIME,

Bound and Gagged Two Men,
Worked for Hours With Dy-

namite, and Got Only $200.

WATCHMAN'S THRILLING NIGHT.

Wounded One of the Robbers and
Was Left Round and Gagged

in Range of Repeated
Explosions.

Chardon, O., April 4. A gang of half a
dozen robbers Wednesday night blew open
the safe of the Citizens' Savings Bank here
and after a desperate light with Night
Watchman Pomeroy and a citizen, suc-

ceeded in escaping. It is believed the rob-

bers secured less than $IM0.

The night watchman discovered the men
at work in tho bank. He was seized, bound
and gagged, but not until he had shot one
of tho burglars.

Doctor Hadson, who lives near tho bank,
was aioused by the noise, and came to tho
scene. He was also seized and tied hand
and foot. It required three big charges of
dynamite to blow the safe door off. After
completing their work the robbers left town
on a hand car.

Early Thursday two men were arrested at
Wllloughby upon tho chuigc of being mem-
bers of the gang which robbed the bank.

Tho robbers only succeeded In gaining en-

trance to one compartment of the big safe.
In another part, which was not reached, it
it. said, neaily SO.OlH) was btored.

Pomuiuy, tne insht watchman, is badly
hurt. Alter he thut one ot the buiglar.s he
was clubbed over tho head. Alter being
bound and gagged the watchman was
diacui'd Into tne bank. He lay ihere awitiuts to nil the operations.

At each explosion the robbers retired toplaces of saicty. Poiueioy lay in an ex-
posed place and no attention was paid tohim except that one of the robbers whosoarm had evidently been broken by the shotfrom the watchman's icvolver, occasionallygave him a kick as he passed.

The robbeis were a long tlma getting Intothe vault. They gathered up the loose coinlying about and then went at tha stron--bo- x.
They exploded several charges, butcould not lorce it.
