INVESTIGATIONS AT
THE INSANE ASYLUM

Based Upon Charges That Great
Quantities of Supplies Were
Disposed Of by Attaches.

EVIDENCE WAS NOT FOUND.

Health Commissioner, Superin-
tendent, Police and Grand Jury
Made Searching Inquiries—
Dr. Runge's Statement.

Charges to the effect that supplies pur-
chaszd for the City Insane Asylum have
been carted away and disposed of Sys-
tematically to private profit have been the
subject of recent investigations by Superin-
tendent E. C. Runge of the asylum, Heaith
Commissioner M. C. Starkloff, the Police
Department and the Grand Jury.

Two letters—one anonymous, the other
signed by a former employe of the Institu-
tion, and both addressed to Health Com-
missloner Starkloff—brought about the in-
vestigations. The statement was made in
one that as much as 1,2/0 pounds of bacon
purchased for the institution had been "'slde-
tracked,” azlong with such staples as flour,
sugar, coffee and canned goods. It was rep-
resented that the misappropriation of sup-
plies had been going on for a long period.

Health Commlssioner Starkloft immediate-
1y requested the Police Department to make
an Investigation. Names and addresses of
persons in the melghborhood of the asylum,
who were supposed to be In possession of
corroboratilve evidence, were given in the
letters. The matter was submlited to Chief

of Detectives Desmond, mand he assigned
two detectives to the case.

In the meantime Doctor Runge had been
making an Investigation on his own ac-
count, in the course of which he did a little
detective work himself, but he declares that
he found abeolutely nothing to substantiate
the accusations contained.in the letters,

Health Commissioner Starkloff, anxlous to
probe the matter to the very bottom, called
a dozen of the employes at the asylum, and
the man who signed one of the letters, to
his office in the old City Hall and there ex-
amined them closely. He says that he ob-
tained no information which would tend to
prove the charges.

The detectives made thelr report in writ-
Ing, and, like Doctor Runge and Health
Commissioner Starkloff, they found no evi-
dence to support the accusations. The
charges were taken before the Grand Jury.
Doctor Runge and several of his subordi-
nates testified. No action, apparently, was
taken. J

Doctor Runge made the following state-
ment Tuesday night:

“I beileve that the charges wers prompted by
epite. The attache who was mentioned in the
letters hag been employed st the Institution flve
Years, and is a competent man, and eo far as I
know, honest and trustworthy. He has mnde &
number of enemles bocause of his rather gruff
manner, and I am inclined to think that it is o
pﬁmani grudee which has provoked the accuss-
tions. In an institution of the size of thisz one
there Is bound to be more or less jealousy or
enmity among the employes, but I do not be-
lieve it exisis to an unusual degres here,

CUBANS' FIRM STAND

Majority of Constitutional Conven-
tion Are Openly and Unalter-
ably Opposed to It.

LOSE CONFIDENCE IN WOOD.

Any Attempts to Negotiate Fur
ther Through Him Will Prove
Hopeless — Commission May
May Go to Washington.

Havana, April 9—A careful canvass of
the members of the Cuban Constitutional
Convention shows that a large majority of
its members declare that they are unalter-
ably opposed to the terms of the Platt
amendment.

Strong support from the rankest of the
Conservative element Is now coming over
in favor of the position taken by the Radd
fcals,

Sentiment antagonistlc to the Platt
amendment was greatly strengthened by a
manifest effort during the last two weeks
on the part of the Washington administra-
tlon to induce the convention to accept the
emendment throngh an interpretation of its
terms other than that obviously intended
therein.

Thiz {s taken as a demonstration of the
uncertaln meaning of the amendment.

The suppression of La Discussion re-
sulted algo In renewing and Increasing the
opposition to the loeal administration,
which, In many other ways, has antagon-
fzed members of the convention, even a
conglderable number of the conservative
element,

About the only argument presented fin
favor of the acceptance of the amendment
by the convention is based upon the ldea
of the hopelessnesa of resistance on tha
part of weak Cuba against the strong Unit-
ed States.

Those who advance this argument also
say that they are ready to accept almost
manything In order to relleve Cuba of milit-
ary control by the United States.

The decislon of April 2 not to send a
commission to 'Washington will possibly be
reconsidered, as it now seems likely that
an instructed commission will be sent, after
a definite refection by the convention of the
Platt amendment,

Any attempt to negotiate further th h
General Wood will apparently be entirely
hopeless, because the members of the con-
vemtion have lost confidence in the Ameri-
can representative.

Chowders are not as well known as they
deserve to be. They are frequently served
as a soup, but do not rightfully belong to
this class of dishes at all, as they are in
reality stews. They however, be
served at the beginning of the meal when
cold meats are served, and the chowder s
composed of fish or vegetables ar both. They
are especlally enjoyable for luncheon on
cold days, but equally as palatable and
sultable during the early spring and first
approach of hot weather, If substituted for
the heavier meat dishes, being lighter and
not o rich as ordinary stews.
