Crors-Examination of Ripley Will
BRe Continued Wednesday
—Caleb Powers’s Recond
Trial Is Far Off.

Frankfort., Ky.. April 15.—When the trial
of Caplain Ripley was resumed Monday
afternoon the defendant took the =stand

and denled personal acqualntance with any
of the alleged consplrators, except Tayvlor,
whom, he says, he met on only two occas-
tons prior to the assassination.

A= ta the conversation with ex-Governor
Taylor, he says Tavior saild: *These are
horrible times and some irvesponsible crank
ie liable to kill Goebel, and, me, too.”

The cross-examination was not completed,
snd Ripley will be on the stand agaln to-
IMOTTOW.

Ex-Governor Bradley and Judge Yost will
- be recalled as witnesses, and the Judge
have (o decide as to whether they
the defendant Is correct as to Ripley's
tement of the Toayvlor incldent.

On direct examination, Ripley stated that
he had heen talking with the boy= In hls
nelghborhood for several years anhout get-
ling up a company of cavalry. He came to
Frankfort first on January 16, the day of
the Colson-Seott tragedy, selecting this day
in order to see Bryan, who was to be ban-
queted here that night.

His First Meeting With Tarlor.

He had never known Governor Taylor till
That day and mever maw him but once
after that, January 5, till after his com-
pany was called ont. He sald he never
knew iflowers or Youtsey till some days
after the shooting, never saw Berry How-
ard at all, bad seen Jim Howard only gince
they had been In jall together here and
u_nll-;r knew elther Culton or Wharton
La0lgen,

Taylor gave him the erder January 2 for
the organization of the company, and on
January 2 Ripley came here and secured
cquipment for it. This was the day on
wiilch he had the eonversation with Taylor
and his verslon of it.

The company. he said, was organized for
pleasure. Cross-examined, the witness sald
that he received a special-delivery letter
from Governor Taylor late In the afternoon
of January 30, ordoring his company out.
The letter did not state that Governor Goe-
bel had been shot and did not give the
reason for calling them out.
