Jefferson City, Mo, April 1i.—Governor
Dockery Wednesday eigned the bill com-
monly known as the whisky bill. Reguard-
ing the signing of the measure he sald to
The Republic representative:

“] have signed the bill, and as constructed
by Attorney General Crow it is not com-
piicated or ambiguous in terms and can be
yeadily enforced without vexation or annoy=
ance to the Interests affected. The con-
#truction of the Attorney General as to the
legal effect of this law will be followed in
it= enforcement by the Executive Depart-
ment.

*The provisions of the law may be con-
cimely stated:

“It imposes no taxes upon wines, either
domestic or foreign.

*Jt exempts pure alcohol from taxatlon.

“Jt exempts from taxation all whiske¥,
brandy, rum and gin sold for consumption
in other States,

““'he law imposes a tax of 10 cenls per
wallon whisgky, brandy, rum and gin,
and all other distiiled and vinous liquors
except such as are exempted a= herein set
forth, sold for use In this State.”

“This, In the opinion of Attorney General,
1= the proper interpretation of the law, and
ms 1 have stated, will be the Interpretation
followed by the officers immediately charged
with the enforcement of the law,

“]t may be well to make this statement, in
view of the widegpread misapprehensions as
to the provisions of the law."”

INTERPRETS NEW LAW

Decides Just What Cases May Be
Transferred to the Court
of Appeals.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL. 4

Jefferson City, Mo., April 17.—Division
No. 1 of the Supreme Court Wednesday,
through an oral announcement made by
Presiding Justice Brace, made a ruling up-
on the question of Supreme Court jurisdic-
tlon under the act of March 20, 1901, which
is of vital importance, as affecting a num-
ber of cases now on the Supreme Court
docket.

Since the passage of the act in question
there has been a wide difference of opinion
among lawyers to to whether interest ac-
cruing on the judpment, after judgment
rendered in the Ci-cuit Court, should be
considered in  determining the Supreme
Court jurisdiction on a question of amount.
By the terms of the act, the Supremse
Court has jurisdiction of causes lnvc_p'lvin;
$4,50 and over, “exclusive of costs, but
nothing is said about excluding interest.

In the case of Isadore Zellers vs. Missouri
Water and Light Company, appealed from
Carroll County, the judgment rendered be-
low was for less than $4,500, but the inter-
est accruing since the date of the judgment,
added to the judgment, ex $4,500.
These facts became apparent when the case
was called for argument Wednesday morn-
ing, and the court, of its own motion, or-
dered the case transferred to the Kansas
City Court of Appeals, Justice Brace an-
nouncing orally from the bench that the
jurisdiction must be determined by the
amount of the judgment “‘at the date of its
rendition."” N

This Is the first Intimation of the court’s
views upon this much-vexed question, and
it will be gratefully recelved by lawyers all
over the State, who were in doubt as to the
jurisdiction of cases like that of Zellers v,
the Missouri Water and Light Company,
and who were Interested in having the
question settled one way or the other as
speedily as possible.
