He remained In his room all day Thursday,
and about 7:30 o'clock in the evening the
clerk went to the room to awaken him.
Thern was no response to his knock, but he
could hear some one groaning within. He
broke open the door and found Hagens 1y-
Ing on the bed, writhing in agony and un-
able to talk.

Hagens was taken to the Cliy Dispsnsary.
A stomach pump was instantly put In op-
eration upon the man, who was unconscious
by this time, but before anything could be
done for his rellef he died. The body was
taken to the morgue.

ALLIES APPEARS IMMINENT.

Emperor Kwang Su and General Liu Ignore
Li Hung Chang’s Request to Withdraw
Troops From the Border.

BPECIAI. BY CABLE.

Pekin, April 18.—LI Hung Chang has tale-
graphed Emperor Kwang Su and the Gov-
ernor of the Provinee of Bhansi, recom-
mending the withdrawal of the Chinesa
troops from the border, but General Liu, If
his boasting means anything, will remaln
to fight the German und French troops sent
to oppone his advance,

The foreign Ministers, at a mesting
Wednensday, approved the main features of
the report of the Generals mentloned in
previous dispatches, providing for the raz-
Ing of the Chinese forts between Pekin and
the sea, the establichment of military posts
at cerlaln points, and the gradual evacua-
tion of China by the allled troops.

It is probable that the evacuation will be-
gin by the forelgn troops leaving Pao-Ting-
Fu, provided there Is no collision between
the Chinese troops and the French and Ger-
mans during the march of the present ex-
pedition,

Several Belgian Catholic misslonaries and
nat:ve converts, having secured rifles and
ammunition here, have returned to Mon-
golla to stengthen the fortifications there
against a threatened attack.

This action was necessary unless the mis-
slonaries dacided to abandon their property
there and givae up their work of making
converte. Mongollr, like Shansi Is stlll
very unsafe for foreigners.
