Sheldon's “In Hig Steps™” affords a practi-
val {llustration of the lesson in these scrip-
tures. The ldea s the living a consistent
«"hristlan life from sturt to finish, just as
m the case of Enoch, who “walked with
i30d™" 280 veers, and at last “was transiated
t-at he should not see death: and was not
found, because God had (ransiated him;
tor, before his translation, he had this tes-
1imony, that he pleased God" Such a walk
and such life 1s without a parallel In his-
tory, except in the case of Christ himself.

The secret of a consistent Christian life
i= found In the statement of the apostle,
“Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfill
the lust of the flesh; for the flesh lusteth
sgainst the Bpirit and the Spirit against tha
fiesh: and these are contrary the one to the
other: so that ye cannot do the things that
ve would.” Men, even professing Chris-
vinne, affect at times to disdain the doc-
trins of human depravity, which has its
bhanis in the law of sin, but human experi-
onoe, as well as the Bible unite In testify-
ing to ite reality. One might as well try to
racape self as to attempt to run away from
the le enthroned In the human heart.
There It is, and every one knows that it
stands In the way of the holiest emotions
and desires. Men are not responsible for its

wesence, but they are aible for ¥ield-
!ng to its promptings an aeductioma_.
darkest plcture of the “works
of the h** sketched in the Bihle, Is to be
found In the second reference text of the
losson. We have here the very beginnings
and climax of evil. It is a picture painted
in darkest colors, a revelation of the darksst
experiences in human experience. Burely Its
mimsion Is to deter from sin and turn to
righteousness, for it is written, “They that
do such things shall not Inherit the king-
du!:u gmrut. however, with this dark
picture, is another of the brightest hues,
the image of God as reflected In
the life of the one who endeavors to “walk
with God.”
