Flower of Santa Barbara, Cal.; Major Walsh
of Boston and Willlam Manning of Wor-
cester, Mass, Mr, Flower incldentally men-
tioned that he was a nephew of the late
Governor Flower, told of his extensive vina-
yards in Californla and expressed the hopa
that if Doctor Mulr ever got that far West
he would call upon him.
