One of the bis figures in financial anil rail-

road matters for the last sis months has
been E. II. Karrlman, whose purchase and
reorganization tho Chicago. and Alton
road first brought rilmlnto proratnance and
whose operations In high finance are now on

a scale that has made him a well-know- n

man abroad as well as at home, writes IL
T. White in the Chicago Tribune.

Mr. Harriman is a trotting horse devotee
to the backbone, about the only pleasure
he cares for, aside Trom those of Wall street.
Is to visit his magnificent breeding estab-
lishment, known as Arden Farms, and sit-

uated near Goshen, Orango County, N. Y.
Mr. Harriman's entranco into the breeding
ranks of the trotting horse world oc-

curred about ten years ago and was spectac-
ular. The California stallion Stamboul, for
whom was claimed a record of 2:07ii. but
whose official, mark is 2:11, was to be auc-

tioned off at Aladlson Square Garden. At
that time nobody in the horse business had
ever heard of E. H. Harriman, and so when.
a quiet man bid $M,00O for the handsome
stallion there was a rush to find out all
about him. It was soon discovered that ho
was a Wall street broker, was well off, but
not known as a rich man, and came origi-
nally from down Virginia or Maryland was".

Mr. Harriman went into the breeding i nd
racing of trotters with the same particu-
larity of detail and skilled watchfulness
over everj point in the game that has made
him such a success in the larger matters of
his cateer. His premier stallion was a
beautv as well as a fast trotter, and wnlle
as a s'ire trotters he has not been a great
success he and his get have won a lot of
honors In the show rtnif. But Mr. Harriman
has not been content with this. His great
