There Is no cuestion rbout the desire of
the House, but the members will not be

given an opportunitly to go on record.
George C. Slkes, secretiry of the Street
Rallway Commisslon, has been here for

wecks, urging action. and has met with re-
buffs and Insults from the Republican lead-
ers. They dallied and put off the valling of
the committee as long as they could, and
then used a lot more time with a specious
pretenss of “‘glving interested partles a
chance to be heard.” This is always the
song of committees on corporation subjects

The other day Mr. Sikes, knowing action
would not be taken on the original bill of
the Chicago City Councll, prepartd another
one, which simpily provided *‘that every
city of this State having a population of
100006 Inhabitantas or over shall have the
power to own, construet, acquire, purchase
and maintain street rallways, and to leage
the same for any period of not longer than
twenty years. Nothing in this aect shall be
held to authorize citles 1o operate street
rallways."

That is the full text of the bLill. The com-
mittee refused to consider It. Speaker
Sherman was appealed to and declined o
permit its Introduction and advancement
without reference to the committee.

Thursday Mr. Church ansked permissi.n
to offer a resolution “instructing the com-
mittee to report to the House at once a
street railway WL

Republicans Responsible,

Speaker Sherman refused to permit its in-
troduction, and Mr. Sikes packed his valiss
and left for home. The Republican leaders
are responsible, Including Speaker Sher-
man, Chalrman Mueller of the Committes
on Munlcipal Corporations, and Chairman
Trautmann of the Steering Committee. It
is an open question whether the Chicaco
Traction companiea secured Immunity by
a campaign check last year or by dealing
directly with membera. Anvhow, the mem-
bers have had no opportunity to vote on
the question.

The Senate Republicans are trying to
scalp the appropriation bills. They allegs
the amounts already appropriated and n
sight oot up to $14,000,000, Chapman, Camp-
bell and Gardner discussed the matter
Thursday, and concluded to lop off. They
gquletly calied a conference of Republlenn
members of the Senate Committee on Ap-
propriations., Chalrman Chapman explaine:

He said be did not belleve that
there was a retall merchant in the State
in fuvor of the bill. Mr. Drew sald the bill
wis not drawn In the interest of great ben-
¢fit to the merchants or any other class, but
that it would prove of great benefit to the
merchants and all other people. Mr., Bundy
sald that it had been drawn as a compro-
mise. “*All interests affected’ sajd he, "had
a hearing before the Judlclary Committee
and the aim In drafting the billl was to har-
monize all elements. The Constitution re-
quires that the General Assembly enact 1ib-
eral exemptlon laws. We have tried to
make a liberal exemption without injuring
the retall merchant.

BANKER HATLEY
DIES IN GALIFORNIA.

Former Congressman and State
senator of Illinois Passes
Away at Riverside.

W. F. L. Hadley, president of the Bank of
Fidwirdsville and former Representative in
Congress from the Elghteenth District of
Illinois, died Thureday morning at the Glen-
wood Hotel In Riverside, Cal.

The news reached Edwardsville Thurs-
day evening In messages (o the residence
and to E. P. Greenwood, cashier of the
bank, and was received with regret by the
entire community. raw men were better
known in Southern Illinois than Mr. Had-
ley. .
Consumption was the cause of death. The
family went to California In December, in
hopes that Mr. Hadley's health would be
benefited, and they were expected to arrive
at thelr home this week. The meesages
were brief, and stated that the funeral par-
ty would reach Edwardsville Monday night,
= < a4 tak fny
and the funeral would take place Tuesda
afternoon at 2 o'clock. The Reverend C. O.
K imball, pastor of St John's M. BL Church,
Bawardsvllle, will have charge of the serv-
fce.

W. F. L. Hadley was horn on a farm near
Collinsville, 111, June 15, 1847. Completing
the course afforded by the public schools, he
entered McKendree College At Lebanon,
graduating therefrom in 1887. Gradusating in
i&1 from the University of Michlgan at
Ann Arbor, he opened a law office In Ed-
wirdaville. In 1874 he formed a partner=-
ship with Judge Wilinm H. Krome, which
was @lssolved two years later, when Mr.
Krome was elected ta the bench. Two years
later he assoclated with himselt C, H.
Burton,

In 1885 Mr. Hadley was nominated by the
Republicans for State Senator, and was
elected by & majority of 1,100. He was re-
nominated unanimously at the conclusion
of his term, but was compelled to decline
by reason of illness. In November, 1895, he
was elected to represent the Eighteenth
Illinols District In Congress, to fill the va-
caney caused hy the death of Frederick
Remann. Judge Cyrus L. Cook of Ed-
wardsville wns nominated by the conven-
ticn, but his death occurred shortly before
the election, and Mr. Hadley was placed on
the ticket. He had but two weeks In which
to make a canvass, but was elected by near-
1y 3.300 majority. At the end of his term
Ye was agein accorded a nomination, but
was compelled hy falling health to go to
Californin, and was succeeded by Thomas
M. Jett of Hillsboro.

Mr. Hadley was n man of many attain-
ments. Refined In manner and of unfallin

ood nature, he was esteemed as a frien

y many and respected by all

Washington, April 25.—Secretary of the
Interior Hitehcock Thursday declded In
favor of the Kern OIl Company and the
Gray Eagle Oll Company In the two cases
Instituted agalnst them separately by C.
W. Clarke, In the Kern River oll district,
California. Clarke Is the forest lleu land
selector In each case, and the two com-
punies named are the mineral claimants m
ofl land Utigation, which has attracted
great attention in California.

The decislons are on test cases, there be-
Ing muany similar cases pending in the Gen-
ernl Land Office, The two companies
named asserted thelr right under the plicer
mining law, and Clirke clalmed title under
the forest reserve act.

The declslon lays down these points:

“*Phat where a person making =election
under the forest reserve act has complied
with all the tenns and conditions necessary
to entitle him to & patent to the selected
larnd, he acquires a vested Interest therein,
and Is to be regarded as the equitable own-
er thereof; that questions respecting the
cliss and character of the selected lands
are to be determined by the conditlons ex-
fsting at the time when all requirements
necessary to obtaln title were complled with
by the selector.™

Each declsion halds that the forest reserve
selector never has perfected his selection,
and that the lands, now being admitted to
be of great miners! value, he cannogt be
permitted to perfect the selections, because
to do so would be to permit the selection
of mineral lands. The selections accordingly
are rejected.
