Interfered With Railroad Opera-
tions and Interrupted Distribu-

tion, Says Dun's Review.

New York, April M.-- R. G. Dun & Co.'a
weekly review of trade Saturday will say:

Business continues brKk for the season
In tho face of some drawback, which ot
times might cause marked hesitation. Chjrf
of these Is the floods In many directions.
which have Interfered with railioud opera-
tions nnd interrupted the distribution of
merchandise, and the weather all over the
East has been adverse to an Increase ot re-

tail trade.
Bapk clearlngF, however, show that, while

speculation has been hca'.y, there must have
been a volume of legitimate
business, for the gains are 11.1 per cent
over 1300 and 1S.9 over 1S9D outride of New
Tork, and 103 per cent over 1R)0 and SI over
1S99 at this city.

Railroad earnings make similarly encour-
aging gains. Reports from the interior show
special strength in conditions through Mis-
souri, Kansas and Ohio, and the future Is
full of promise, unless theic is misforlunj
with the crops. Much unfavorable comment
has appeared regarding the achancc in s,terl
rails to $28. Yet the change is only in keei-lr.- g

with recent increases In prices of fig-Iro-

and billets. Nominal quotations tor
many products of Iron and steel have n.ng
been disregarded in contracts-callin- g fur
early delivery, nnd list prices are generally
moving up to a representative level. On new
business or export orders it Is not ,unreason-ubl- e

to make prices for rails on a parity
with other products of this industry. Aside
from this one operation there Is no new de-
velopment.

Little Activity in Vis Iron.
Pig iron is more quiet, with little taken

for delivery beyond July 1. Domestic busi-
ness in principal lines of manufactured
steel Is so active as to discourage foreign
buying, hut machinery and specialty mills
are exporting frtely. it is reported from
Pittsburg that mills arc not crowdeJ by de-
mand to tile extent noticed in IsSS), but
productive capacity has expended.

After prolongcj peiicd ot waiting for
definite crop news the cereal maskets sud-
denly awoke to unusual activity. Much of
the Increased trading and sharp advanco in
prices resulted from clever man pulatlou
by a single Western speculator, wno com-
pelled the short contingent to covar May
corn contracts at the highest prices of tha
season.

ELECTION CONTEST,

Files Suit Alleging That. Kolla
Wells Was Elected Mayor of

St. Louis by Fraud.

PARKER'S SUIT TO FOLLOW.

Public Ownership and Republican
Candidates Make Charges of

Extensive Misdeeds at
the Polls.

Papers In a suit, contesting on the part
of Lee Meriwether and the local Public
Ownership party, the election of Rolla
Wells as Mayor of St. Loui.o, were filed at
2:13 p. m. Friday in the Circuit Clerk's of-

fice by William F. Smith, one of the attor-
neys representing Mr. Meriwether.

Notice of contest was served upon Mr.
Wells Friday morning' at the Mayor's office
by Frank S. Kowalskl, manager of the
Meriwether campaign.

The same procedure will be followed Sat-

urday by Attorney William M. Kinsey and
his associate counsel. J. L. Mlnnls and
Frank C. Ritchey, who have been retained
to contest the recent election on behalf of
George W. Parker and the Republican
party.

The proceedings were ready Friday after-
noon, but Mr. Kinsey, through a special
messenger sent to the Election Commis
sioners' otrice, learned positively irom air.
Hoblizellc that the official count was com-
pleted on April S, and Mr. Wells's certifi-

cate of election was Issued on that day. As
twenty days are allowed after tho issuance
of this certificate, In which to fde a contest,
Mr. Kinsey was assured that there was no
necessity to serve notice of contest on Fri-

day and he postponed action until Saturday.
Mr. Kowalskl and B. C. Cate called at

Mr. Wells's residence Thursday iilijht to
serve notice of the Meriwether contest.
Then Mr. Wells, doubtful as to the legality
of such service, refused to receive the pa-

pers. But when Mr. Kowalskl called at the
Mayor's oftice Friday morning, Mr. Wells
received the notice. Later in the day Mr.
Wells said that he had not rend the notice
of contest, but understood that it had been
legally served.

Hie pe-

tition opens with the general that
Mr. Meriwether received a plurality of the

otes cast at the recent election and that
In each precinct outside the Seventh, Ninth.

Eighteen and Nineteenth wards,
from 25 to 159 ballots cast for Meriwether
were counted for Wells. In twenty-nin- o

precincts, It is alleged, that there was no
legnl election because the ballots were not
signed by the requisite number of judgc3
or because Judges wero forced to sign, or
because Public Ownership and Republican
challengers were ejected from the pells. It
is also charged that Wells ballots were sub-
stituted for Meriwether ballot-- , that Meri-
wether ballots were not counted, that tho
police Instructed that Wells must be elected
nnd that 15.0C0 names were fraudulently
placed upon the registration books. The
concluding allegation Is that Democratic
campaign managers entered into r. con-

spiracy to frauduently carry the election.
The charges contained In the pnpers In

the hnnds of Mr. Parker's attorneys are
similar to those made by Meriwether. Tho
allegations are grouped under seven general
heads. Under the first of these Is the as-

sertion that legal votes for Parker wero
counted for Wells. Under tho second the
charge la made that Irregular voteB for
Wells were counted as If regular and valid.
The third charge Is that legal votes for
Parker were not counted for him and
were omitted In tha returns made
at the Board of Election Commiss-
ioners.1 The fourth charge Is that regular
ballots for Parker were rejected by the
judge.s and excluded In the returns. The
fifth and sixth charges are that regular
votPs-fo- r Parker were abstracted from bal-
lot boxes and that others in favor of Wells
were substituted: and that regular bal- -
