SPECTAGULAR RAGING.

Louis Turf Patrons Desire
Steeplechaging—Track Own-
ers Favorably Disposed.

EXCUSES FOR POOR WORK.

A Turfman Cites a Case Wherein
It Is Shown How an Unsnccess-
ful Trainer Worked a f.ot of
Harm by Explaining.

There seems to he quite a disposition
among the patrons of the turf about St
Louis to demand semething spectacular, s
well as sperulative, for thelr money this
sengon. There also secms 1o be a dispusi-
tion on the part of the race-track owners
to meet the nublic demand, which is a
very remarkable and surprising disposition,
indeed.

This public longing for the spectacular in
horse racing is evinced in a demand for
steeplechasing. Among American turfmen—
that is, professional, betting-ring turfmen—
and there are few of any other kind—
stecplechasing has alwayvs Leen regarded
with disfuvor. Race-track cwrers and
bookmakers do not like it because steeple-
chases are poor betting races. You know,
most track owners and tha bookmakers
measure racing by the wads In the cashier's
boxe:f:. No race iz a good race with them
unless the betting on it i= heavy and in
the favor of the layer of odds. The public
does llke steeplechasing as a spectacle, but
not as a betting proposition, for steeple-
chasts are perhaps undeservedly famous
for their crookedness and Jjobbery. Yot
efrery time one of them is run every man,
wWoman and child on the track 12 high in
the stand watching the race instead of
standing on the ground with back to the
track listening to the officizl caller as they
do while flat races are being run.

Bookmakers h:uu_lh_e stee; :

cause people will go to look at it—not to
bet on it. They cry “ne jumpers. They
are all crooked and rob the public.” Why
xh‘nu’ld the jumping race be a betting race?
Why not 3um glates on It and refuss to
bookk to it? Let it be run for pure sport's
g e a.nd the purse. Then there will not

any cheating. Of course, the bookmik-
ers will not pay for a race (they pay the
purses in all races) if they cannol book
to It. They overlook the fact that the
jumping race may act as the gaudy fly
which conceals the fatal hook that getls
the gudgeon. The spectucle may bring peo-
rle who might not come without it. They
might bet on other races. Thus the book-
maker ?el!i even, The track managers hate
to pay for a purse for a race, Yel stecple-

chasing might make it wo v
oy oy rth their while

be-

The Idiollc Turf Congress rule which
oblig?s race tracks to give certain purses
In every race, thus making the win of a
selling dog as valuable as that of u stake
horse, operates acainst steeplechasing. It
obliges track owners to put up too much
money ior jumpers, though a good jumper
is worth as much as any other kind of a
geod horse, As a rule, however, jumpers
are ex-flat racers found lacking in speed
or staying power, and It does not seem
rgusonable at firet that a flat racer who
wis not worth two saddle towels should
EeL as much money for winning over the
jumps as a cup hcrse does for winning a
terrific race on the fiat. In England the
cup horse gets the monay, and the jumpers
must tnke less, save iIn the Isolated cases
of stakes like the Grand Natlonal and the
Lincolnshire Hurdle. But the race pleases
the peoplé, and the people deserve some-
thing more for their moncﬁ than a chance
:gu&almnlu the books, the bar and the

It Is sald that the management of the
Fuir Grounds and Delmar Park are not op-
posed to steeplechaxing, In fact, that thoy
rather favor it. While the desire to main-
taln the golf links at the Falr Grounds as
a soclal feature may prohibit steeplechasing
there—the horses would ruin the links—Del-
mar Park with its hills and dales, its
creeks, hedges. up-banks, dikes and double
ditches, should provide a steeplechase
course out of sight.

Steeplechases are popular and profitable
at Chicago, Detroit, New York und even at
New Orleans.

With all
his faults he possesses one great virtue, It
is gratitude. e never forgot a good turn.

“I{ there is onc man on the turf more
contemptible than another, it is the tralner
who sells a horse as a dead one and then
cries “ope’ when the new trainer brings
the horse into winning form,” says a turf-
man. “I have in my mind’s eye one trainer
who had a very fine stable of picked horses
bought regardiess of cost by a milllonaire
turfman. horses were bought when
they were good ones. The succeeding vear
they ran poorly. When the owner de-
manded why, he was met with excuses
about the weight the handicapper was giv-
ing them, the way they got off at the post,
the ride they recelved and the stuff the
feedman supplied. The result of thls was
that a E.ldge. a good starter and good
Jockeys and honest providers of stable sup-
plies got Into the bad graces of this turf-
man, who was a power In the sporf. The
!ollowlniyear the stable wana dlscontinued
and the horses sold. They were bought by
different people. All of them were not
only winnerg, but turned out horses of ex-
ceptional merit as well. Now, when a horse
is before you buy him, bad while you
have him, and again when you sell
him, you naturally want to know what Is
wrong. it was in case. People be-
ru to inquire why previously horses

id not run well in certain hands and then
after leaving them ran well again.
