Henceforth the people will look to the
publie officinls 1o see that the long de-
ferred lmprovements are mude with ex-
pediency. The Mayor, the Doard of
Public Improvements, the members of
the Municipal Asgemhly and all the sub-
ordinates charged with cartying out the
orders of these authorities have a duty
to perform that, becanse of the long de-
lay, should be done gladly.

The fresh, green Southland, with Its frult
In full blossom and Its Infinite variety of
wild fowers in the lelds snd forest, was a
great change from the backward spring
which the party had Teft behind at Wash-
