MURDERED BY TROOPS.

'Gruesome Picture of Outrages Per-
petrated by European Soldiers

Prom Tien-Tsi- n to Pekin.

..Washington, May . Outrages, more trai
speakabla than any that hars heretofore
been charged against) the soldiers of civil-

ized nations, hays been laid at the doors of
the troops of the allied Powers In China.
Wanton .murder, rapine and wholesale
plunder are among- the crimes charged,
against-th- forces that put down. the Boxer
rebellion.

The charges have been made by one of
the most trusted officials In the American
service In China. Writing from Pekin to a
high authority at Washington, this official
ays: .
"It the whole horror of the murder and

pillage, done between Tlen-Tsl- n and Pekin,
cornea to be understood in. the United
States and in Europe, the sum of It Is so
'great, as compared to the number ot Chris-
tians who have suffered at the hands of
the Chinese that, rightly or wrongly, the
Chinese' are likely to be held the Injured
party. "Lancers wantonly impaling little
children by the. wayside in the streets of
Pekin sxa some of the least of the well au-
thenticated horrors, and to some foreign
soldiers a dead Chinese Christian is Just as
satisfactory an evidence of no quarter as a
dead Boxer they neither know nor care for
such trifling distinctions.

"The allies "even, if they could, agree,
could not set up' an administrative ma-
chinery of their own for the empire.' They
must restore, the power to some native
party, and the quicker .they do It the beCer
for China.- - The Chinese estimate that one
million of their people have lost their lives
by violent deaths or starvation about Pekin

. and Tisn-Tst-n since the allies came; Well
Informed foreigners; long resident here,
don't regard the. estimate as exaggerated."

On the other
hand, it is the desire of the administration
to cultivate friendly relations with Ger-

naval officers of high rank are hopeful thatCongress will prevent trouble by making
adequate provision for increasing the fleetat the next and future sessions.

Male Attendant on Victim's Inva-- '
lid Son Heard Her" Screams,

but Could Not Go to
Her Rescue.

The Reverend Father Charles, temporary
pastorof St Ann's Catholic Church In Nor-
mandy, probably will be at the head of the
committee that Is to be organized at that
place to prosecute the assailant ot aged
Mrs. Susan Mulhall.

Father-Charles- , In common, with the other
Inhabitants "of the pretty- little town of
Normandy, Is wrought up over the dast-
ardly assault. To Police Sergeant David
Powers, who visited the place yesterday
morning, he expressed himself In no uncer-
tain terms. Father Charles said he would
rather assist .the officers of the law In pun-
ishing Mrs. Mulhall's assailant than knd
encouragement to the proposition o lynch-
ing. The officers of the.Clayton Jail, where
the negro, Frank Wells, the alleged assail-
ant, was taken yesterday afternoon, were
on the alert last night to prevent an attack
by angry citizens.

Mrs. Mulhall went to Clayton yesterday
afternoon, accompanied by Sergeant Powers
and Frank Holmes of Normandy, and wore
out a warrant before Justice Grcensfolrier
against Wells, charging assault Before
going to Clayton Mrs. Mulhall went to Ihe
Forest Park Station, where Wells was
locked up, and positively identified him as
her assailant. She says ehe remembered
him well Sunday night when he called her
out of her house, as lie had worked for her
for four days last fall. Wells denied the
charge against him nnd said that he Aas nt
home when tho crime was committed.

Mrs. Mulhall lives In Normandy with her
only son, Paris, who Is an Invalid. So pre-
carious has his condition been .that" it is
necessary to have an attendant constantly
at his bedside. There was a male t.ttend-a- nt

on duty Sunday night. He could htar
Mrs. Mulhall's screams, but tho doctor's In-
structions were so positive not to leave the
patient's bedside for even a single moment
that he dared not go to her assistance.

Mrs. Mulhall Is 61 years old and feeble.
Her husband, Joseph Mulhall. died last fall.
Mr. Mulhall was a cattle trader and at one
time was very wealthy. When he died lewas possessed of a comfortable fortune. He
was an undo of Zach Mulhall, the Frisco
live stock agent.

VICTORY FOr'tAXPAYERS.

Important Decision Returned
Against Webster Groves.

Judge John W. McElhlnney of the Clayton
Court yesterday decided against the city ot
Webster Groves In a number of tax suits'
that Collector George W. Farrlngton had

against alleged delinquent taxpay-
ers, in tho annexed district. Tho taxes that
Mr. Farrlngton sought to collect wero for
1S77 and 1896, and amount to about 17,000.

The Court delivered its opinion In the case
of the city against James Y. Lockwobd et
al.; in which he held that. the contention of
the defendant that he could not be taxed for
1887. on account ot having lived within the
corporate limits for less than" a year, could
not be sustained, but that the assessment of
the property had been made In an erroneous
manner. In Its opinion the Court stated
that tho City Clerk had returned "an ag-
gregate abstract" of the taxes due, there-
by usurping the duties of the Collector,
which rendered the assessment illegal.

According to the decision It will now be
necessary for the Webster authorities to
institute new suits against the alleged de-
linquents. This may have the effect of re-
tarding contemplated Improvements In
Webster for a year, as the docket of the'
Clayton Court Is overcrowded and suits
filed now may not be called for trial be-
fore 1902.

INGENIOUS PLEAS

PREVENT A HANGING.

J. Hamilton Lewis's Remarkable
Persistency in Cheating a

Prepared Gallows.

ROPE WAS READY TEN YEARS.

Federal Supreme Court to Pass Up-

on a Fourth Plea Made for
a Man Under Death

Sentence.

REPUBLIC STECIAU
Washington,-Ma- 6. More than ten years

ago the gallows were erected In Seattle,
Wash., on which Charles W. Nordstrom
was to be hanged. Nordstrom still lives
and he may die of old age, with some, ap-

peal made by the persistent and resource-
ful counsel, James Hamilton Lewis of
Washington, still pending In tho courts. A
decision on the fourth appeal that Mr.
Lewis has made to the Supreme Court of
the United States is expected next Monday.

Nordstrom was accused of killing a man
named Mason.- At the original trial the
Stale produced a pair of shoes which fitted
the trucks under the window from which
the hot was fired! Nordstrom was com-
pelled to try the sho?s on, thus furnishing
testimony against himself. On the plea
that this was, in" violation of the prisoner's
constitutional rights, Mr. .Lewis got the
case Into the Supreme Court for the flrst
time, and a decision was rendered agalnit
him.

He then applied for a writ of habeas
corpus on the ground that the prisoner was
charged by the Jury as being "guilty as
charged." This he contended was Irregular,
as his client was Indicted for four different
kinds of murder In the first second and
third degrees and for manslaughter. As Ihe
prisoner' could not be guilty of all four de-

grees, Mr. Lewis asked the Supreme Court
to rule that Nordstrom was guilty of man-
slaughter only.

The third appeal was taken on still moro
Ingenious grounds. Nordstrom Is a subject
of Sweden, and Mr. Lewis reported thar, In
our treaty with that nation, tho prisoner
was entitled to an Investigation by his own
Government.

Mr. Lewis then appealed for a stay of
proceedings on the allegation that his client
had become Insane, and therefore should
not be hanged. Tho court ordered an ex-

amination by medical experts, and, after
their report. It was ordered that the exe-

cution proceed.
Mr. Lewis then made a fourth appeal to

the Supreme Court on the ground that
Nordstrom was enUtled to' an examination
of his mental condition by a Jury properly
Impaneled rather than by a private body of
partisan physicians. This Is the question
now pending.
