St. Louis Excursionists Inspect the
Beaumont Oil Fields and See

a Gusher Spout.

OBSERVE EFFECTS OF STORM.

Visit the Scenes of the Great Gal-
veston Disaster Treat

by a Former
St. Louisan.

REFUBUC SPECIAU
Galveston, Tex., May 9. The two Texas

cities which have recently drawn the atten-
tion of the world to them were to-d- vis-

ited by the delegation of St. Louis business
men. Beaumont with Its gushing wells and
richest field of oil In the world, and Galves-'ton.Ju- st

recovering from the terrlb'.o storm
of Inst September.

The St. Loulsans awoke this morning in
Beaumont. A number of local business men
were at the station, but the oil fields be-

ing the great attraction nt this point all
speechmaklng was dispensed with and Im-

mediately after breakfast the train was
headed for Gladys City, a way station five
miles out and close to which are located the
gushers that have brought fame to Beau-

mont.
Through the courtesy of E. A. Fletcher,

one of the owners of the Star and Crescent
property, a gu9her with a bore was
opened for a few moments, or long enough
to gush sixty dollars worth of oil, as a
statistician of the party figured It.

The crowd broke Into cheers as the
Btream gradually mounted until it reached
a height of 125 feet, spouting a volume of
oil estimated at 70.000 barrels an hour.
This with the other sights In the vicinity
evoked the sentiment that the St. ioulsans
will hereafter in the speculations play
Beaumont oil stock as a favorite.

William Hlckey. an employe, who turned
the gushers loose and was nearly prostrated
by the fumes, was given a collection of over
fifty dollars.

In Houston for the Second Time.
Leaving Beaumont the train doubled back

to Houston before heading for Galveston
and a stop of an hour gave the Houston-ite- s

an opportunity to repeat their enter-
tainment of last night by treating the party
to a trolley ride over the city.

A stop of a few moments was also made
at League City, where several crates of
luscious Texas strawberries, the compli-
ments of the League City Fruit and Vege-
table Association, were taken aboard. Nat
Wetzel, a, former St. Louisan, was mainly
responsible for this treat.

The Galveston Chamber of Commerce
here entertained the visitors royally. A
delegation met the train at 3:30 o'clock and
first took the party for a trolley ride, point-
ing out the principal scenes of the destruc-
tion wrought by the great storm. The vis-
itors marveled not Jess at the wonderful
recovery the city has made than at the
traces of the disaster still visible.

Transferring from cars to two boats, a
ride was taken down Galveston harbor. The
day being ideal, this was a most enjoya-
ble affair. The damage to tha Jetties. Gov-
ernment fortification and buildings along
the shore here was noted, while aboard
the boats refreshments were served and en-
tertainment furnished by a band of negro
minstrels.

The party got back to Galveston at sun
down ana scattered throughout the city for
the remainder of the evening. They de-
parted nt 10:30 o'clock and the first stop to-
morrow will be Temple.

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DECLARES HE SHOT

IN SELF DEFENSE.

William Harrington on Witness
Stand Tells How He Killed

Charles Adams.

TRAGEDY RESULT OF A QUARREL

Peaceable Disposition of Accused
Testified to by Prominent

Citizens Father Weeps
in Court.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL.
Ozark, Mo., May 9. Circuit Court con-

vened this morning at 9 o'clock, and the
first witness placed on the stand In the Har-
rington murder trial was Judge Macafee of
Springfield, Mo., who testified for the de-

fense.
He stated that he had known William

Harrington, the defendant, for a number ot
years as a quiet, good, citizen.

Judge Murry of Springfield, Mo., was
placed on the stand, next, testifying that
Harrington was a good, man.

A number of Christian County farmers
testified to the good character of Harring-
ton.

The most lmportnnt witness for the de-

fense was "Dad" Hcnson of Sparta. Mo.,
uho talked with Charles Adams, the mur-
dered man, before he died.

Henson said Adams told hlra that he was
sorry ho had to die and be killed by puch a
man as Harrington, but that he had been
too hasty in the matter.

The next nitness was a young man named
Maden. who Illustrated tilth an unloaded
pistol Just how the killing was done. At 1
o'clock court convened for the afternoon
session, and ono witness after another was
brought on the stand to prove that Charlei
Adams was a dangerous man and had
fcught with different men while he was run-
ning a saloon at Sparta.

Harrington Tells Ilia Story.
At 2 o'clock the defense placed William

Harrington, the defendant, on the stand. He
testified as follows:

"I went to Sparta, Mo., on the 2h of last
December in company with Mr. Marsy. Wo
Vent into Adams's saloon and I ordered
some whisky. Adams and I got into a dis-
pute over the change and Adams hit me In
the head with a glass. I was afraid of
Adams and lift his saloon, going to Bird's
hardware store with Mr. Marsy. Here I
bought a pistol and a box of cartridges,
loaded the pistol In the store and went out
on the streets. We met Charles Adams.Marsy and Adams passed a few Words and
Adams struck Mersey with his fist, knock-
ing him down. When Marsy fell Adams
turned on mo and struck at me, tipping my
hat. I drew my pistol and fired at him, andns he turned around I fired a second shot,
not thinking I had hit him the first tlme.'!

Young Harrington made a good witness
for himself and was not by
the State.

Almus Harrington, father of the man on
trial, wept while his son was testifying.

At 4 o'clock the defense closed Its case
and court adjourned until when
the Instructions will be read to the jury
and the argument will commence, which
will likely consume all day.

RAISED NOVELPOINT OF LAW.

Judge Marshall Saj--s Confederate
Bill Is Not Counterfeit.

United States District Attorney Roller Is
puzzled as to what disposition he shall make
of the case of James Moore, alias Hayes,
who was Indicted-yesterda- by 'the Federal
Grand Jury on the charge of passing coun-
terfeit money. The charge specifies that
Hayes passed a 3 Confederate bill for Its
face value. When the case was called yes-
terday morning In the United States Dis-
trict Court, Moore entered a plea of guilty.
Judge Marshall refused to accept the plea,
raising a point of law as to whether Con-
federate money could be held to be counter-fe- lt

money. He held that it was at one timecurrency In parts of the Southern States,
and said further that as the bill passed by
Moore was not manufactured in the like-
ness of a United States $5 bill for the pur-
pose of passing it for a good bill, Moore
could not be adjudged guilty of having
passed counterfeit money. Judge Marshall
stated that the only reasonable grounds up-
on which Moore could be prosecuted would
be that of fraudulent dealing.

August Reed was sentenced to fifteen
months In the Missouri Penitentiary and as-
sessed a fine of $100. Reed "raised" a t2 bill
to J10.

Herman Fisher pleaded not guilty to a
charge of passing counterfeit silver dollars.
Fisher was released from prison November
2 last and on November 25 wan rearrested.
He has served two terms for counterfeiting.

MANAGERS SUMMONED.

Building Commissioner Charges
Neglect of Duty.

At the instigation of Building Commis-
sioner Longfollow, police 'summonses have
been issued against William Garen of tho
Imperial, Havlln's and the Grand; Pat
Short of the Olympic; Edward Butler of the
Standard, and Frank Galennlo of the Expo-
sition Music Hall, charging them with vio-
lations of tho building ordinances. It is al-

leged that tbey have failed to provide their
theaters with automatic metal skylights,
fireproof drop-curta- in and scenery, wltn
metal screens around the gas Jets on the
stage, with handrails on each side of the
stairways; water casks, buckets, fire hooks
and axes on the stajje; and with failure to
print diagrams of "the theaters showing
means of exit on the programmes.

It is not tho first time such prosecutions
have been brought. Appeal cases are now
pending before tho Supreme Court. The or-
dinance alleged to have been violated 1s
without a penalty clause and the theater
men claim it is not constitutional on that
ground.

SEARCHING FOR HIS BROTHER.

Chicago Dentist Left Home After
Spat With Mother-in-La-

Doctor Charles A. FInley of Chicago, 111..

is in St. Louis conducting a search for his
brother. Doctor H. A. FInley, who Is sup-

posed to be here. The brothers were prac-
ticing dentists In Chicago unUl seven weeks
ago, when Henry suddenly left home be-

cause of some trouble with his mother-ln- -

Doctor FInley packed his grip one night,
took about ILOOO and left. A few days aft-
erwards his brother received a letter from
him at Shelton. Neb., stating that he was
going to start life anew In the West. Doc-
tor Charles FInley went out to Shelton, but
on reaching there found his brother had
gone to East St. Louis, 111. From Shelton
,the anxious brother came here to continue
the search. Detective Lally has been de-

tailed on the case.
