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PERUVIAN GOVERNMENT 5
IS MISLED BY A RUMOR.

Harvard Has Not Received New Telescope for Arequipa, Nor Will
the Peruvian Station Be Abandoned.

Extremes are represented In two storles
circulated in the United States and England
regarding the Harvard Astronomical Ob-
servatory at Arequipa, Peru. Ome story af-
firmed that the big star camera there was
to be Improved and enlarged. The other
rumor was to the effect that the station
was to be discontinued on account of the
Inaccessibllity of Arequipa, By the first
of these the Peruvian Government has been
led astray, although the mistake has been
fortunale rather than otherwise in that it
hes glven an opportunity for showing the
friendly relations existing between the Pe-
ruvian and American Governments, and the
rather unusual desire of a Bouth American
Republic to encourage pure sclence.

The story was to the effect that $250,000
had been given Harvard for a great tele-
scope for Arequipa—the need of which, as
was known in Pern, has long béen felt
President Romanya of Peru, hearing of the
report, at once communicated with the oli-
servatory authoritien in Cambridge through
Minister Calderon at Washington, offering
on the part of his Government to give
them a site and to permit the tmportation
of the instrument and all its apparatus
duty free—which would have been equiva-

lent to a contribution of & good many
thousand doliars.

At the same time with the clrculation of
this- story -clippings- were belng received
from mapy different papera in this country
and in Europe. - stating that the Peruviun
station has proven. a fallure and would be
abandoned. Thia story was qulte untrue,

The Arequipa statien Is indebted to the
trustees of the late Uriah A. Boyden for its
establishment, and to Miss C. W. SBrucs of
New York for its chief instrument, pro-
cured by means of her gift of $60,000 In
1852. Br. Boyden left a fund to establish an
observing station st ab altitude where the
conditions would be favorable for astto=
nomical work, and the trustees
the fund to the Harvard UObservatory om
condition that it undertaks to carry out the
wishes of the testator. After sn extensive
scientifle investigation, Arequips was se-
Jected as probably the best location under
all the circumsiances, first, becanse of its
situation in the Bouthern Hemisphers,
whers there was a pressing need of asiro-
nomical observations, the Southern heavens
belng relatively unexplored In compagjsom
with what had been donie on the stars north
of the equator; and, secondly. because of
the cllmatic conditions of the Arequips dis-
trict, which are admirable from an &stro-
nomical point of view. ]
The distante of Arequipa from Cams=
bridge and its inaccessibility, due to the
limitations of the transportation
from Panama, are disadvantages; but that
they have not been Insurmountable the re-
sults attalned have clearly shown. More-
over, it is as much under the control and -
supervision of the director of the Harvard
Observatory at Cambridge, Professor B. C.
Plckering, as if It were a department on
Ohservatory Hill. Professor Pickering s
