who haye suggestions to make concern
ing the choice of a site for the World's
Fair submit statements In writing
should meet .with a, prompt response on
the part of those interested.
It is desirable, of course, that there be

no delay- In 'forwarding these proposi
tions. The choosing of a site is the' next'
important step to.be taken In preparing
for the World's Fair. -- There Is a great
advantage to be gained by possession of
all Information likely to prove of. value
as assisting in theselectlon of a site..
For this reason President Francis pre-
sents the .request.

Stevens mentions that If Is'
the scntlirient.of the World's-Fnl- Direc-
tors that thc.slte should consist of not
less than 700 acres' with a possibility of
increasing the territory "to 1,000. or 1,200
acres, and that all possible' Information'
as to cost should be submitted with the
proposition. He states also that a
movement is under way to offer, to the
selecting board, the use of' a most de
sirable location of TOO acres outside of
any pork, free, of cost to the World's
Fair Company.

Whatever propositions" have, been con-

templated, therefore, should now be put
in definite shape and snbmltted to
President Francis., There is no time to
lose. The most valuable service that
can be rendered to the World's Fair
'movement at this Juncture will consist
of effective assistance in the choice of a
World's Fair site, s And .those who ad-

vocate each'slte should endeavor to. In
sure the. use of the ground free of cost
to the enterprise. ;

In a recent magazine nrticlc, Brandcr
Matthews, discussing the plaint raised
by spine men of letters over the nevy
words that are creeping Into the Eng-
lish tongue,, points out Unit iu academy
will ever prevent, this tendency. The
language, being of the people, must be
made by them. There arc expressions
used by the best; writers of the day
which two or three decades ago were
considered bad form.

Mr. Matthews holds that the language
is.bettcr for-th-e recruited words. If the
spoken tongue becomes corrupted, the
written tongue will prove the conser-
vator of the best in the unwritten. The
preservation of. the language does not
depend on the dicta of a certain set of
men constituting themselves judges..
'According to the eminent American es-
sayist, the elasticity so, necessary In' the
language of a progressive people can
only.be secured by letting the people be
the jurors. ,

RASCALS IN THE SERVICE.
It Is likely that the American people

will heartily approve of the prompt, ac-
tion taken In the matter of the army
scandal- - developed in the Commissary
Department, at Manila and involving
'certain commissioned .ofllcers in the'
volunteer, service.

There is reason to believe that etcrn
justice has been dealt out to the. guilty
parties. Captain Barrows of the Thir-
tieth Infantry, charged with embezzle-
ment and. selling Government property,
is to be dishonorably discharged and to
undergo fiveyears 'imprisonment Lieu-
tenant Boyer of the .Thirty-nint- h

similarly charged, Is to bo dis-
honorably discharged-an- undergo one
year's Imprisonment.

If It Is found that others are impli-
cated In the Manila frauds it should be
equally certain that punishment will
Speedily overtake the guilty. The good
name of the American army Is at stake
in this affair, and.it must be maintained
at that high standard of honor demand-
ed of men who enjoy commissioned rank
,ln the military, service of the United.
states. The American army is no place
forr-scal- s.
