There are cortaln citizenship righis
which we must grunt them or else wake
so cowplete a surrender of Ameriean
principles a8 to necessitate a readjust-
ment of the anitude before the world
consistently maintained wow for® 125
Feare,

Malays of the Orient as American citi-
zeps, If they are to be so recognized,
they thereby galn at omce the right to
enter this country unchallenged. It will
be thelr country, as well as owrs, and we
ocan no more halt thew at an Amwerienn
port and order them back tp the Philip-
pinés than we could refuse to allow auy
