GITY MAY OWN ITS
LIGHTING PLANTS,

Council Passes Bills Providing for
Illumination of Publie
Buildings,

EXPECTED TO SAVE MONEY.

Arrangement Includes Engine-
Houses, City Hall, Poorhouse,
Four Courts, Dispensary
and Insane Asylum.

The Installation of municipal electrio
lighting plants in the new Clty Hall and
Insane Asylum s now assured. The City
Council yesterday afterncon passed, by
unanimous vowe, the two blils that had
been approved by the Board of Public 1m-
provements and passed by the House of
Delegutes, The bills will be signed by
Epeaker Cronin and Vice President Boyce,
after which they will be transmitted to
Mayor Wells,

An existing general ordinance requires
that contructs for lighting public bulidings
shall be consummated every year, The
provisions of these bills arrange for five-
year contracts for lighting, the plants to
become the property of the municipality at
the expiration of that period. The board
yesterday submitted to the Municipal As-
sembly an amendatory clause to each bill,
repealing that portion of the general ordi-
mance prescribing one-year contracts ex-
clustvely. .

Uwing to the fact that the House had not
been apprised of the nature of the amend-
metits, the two bills wers committed, on
motlon of Mr. Geraghty, to the Committee
on Public Improvements, Chalrman Ger-
aghty says his commiltee will report ths
bills Friday, recommending concurrence in
the amendments. He says the Houss will
be glad of the opportunity to Indorse and
vote for bills for munieipal lighting plants

The plant to be installed In the City Hall
will lght the City Hall, Four Courts and
Judl, old City Hall, Courthouse and down-
ltown englne-houses. It will be a three-
unit plant, with a capacity of 33 kilcwatts
of electrical energy and will cosy 5358500,
The Insane Asylum jlant will Lghkt the
Insane Asylum. Female Hosy'tal, Poogp-
house and Engine-nouse No. 3% It will
bave a capacity of 12 kllowatts,

The House of Delegates passed these bills
In three meetings. The Board of Publie
Ilmprovements approved the drafts of the
ordigances In the meeting in which they
werg Introduced by Preshlent Phiilips. The
City Council passed them In three meet-
Ings. Expert engincers reported after an
luvestigation that the plants would mave
about S50 to the ¢ty in five years. Mr.
