Former St Louisans Met With' a
Serious Accident at Macon.

THREE KEN INDICTED

ON BRIBERY CHARGE.

Sensational Development in the
Street Car War in Kan-

sas City.

CHARGES AGAINST EMPLOYES.

Grand .Tory's Report Accuses the
Metropolitan Street Car Com-

pany of Having Made Jury-Fixin- g

a Business.

Kansas City. Mo.. June Tho special
Grand Jury, which adjourned y. re- -

J turned Indictments against three employes
of the Metropolitan Street Railway Com
pany for allesed bribery of Juries sitting on
damage milts against the company. Their
names were not made public, but warrants
were Issued.

The report of the Grand Jury was sensa-
tional. Indicating as It does a systematic
attempt to corrupt Juries In the criminal
Court, It says In part:

Jnry-Ttrllil- a Sratrm.
"The crime of Jury bribing as practiced

has been carried on In the court of this
county to an extent never dreamed of by
the public It is of necessity an exceedingly
secret crime, but as stated above, we be-

lieve that the Indictments returned by us
and the com let Ions which must necessarily
follow thereon, will greatly diminish If It
does not put a stop to the commission of
this crime in our county. Jury bribing by
the Metropolitan Street Railway Company
has been reduced to a regular system."

Habeas Corpus for an OtBcIal.
J. A. Harder, auditor of the railway corn-pan-

who nas on Monday last held In con-
tempt of the Criminal Court for refusing to
appear before the Grand Jury with his
books, was y released on a writ of
habeas corpus granted by Judge John W.
Henry of tho Circuit Court-- The Grand
Jury had demanded of Harder that he bring
his books into court to aid the Jury. Mr.
Harder refused either to produce his books
or answer point blank questions as to
whether he or h's company had sought to
bribe witnesses. He was constructively held
a prisoner. In his petition for a writ of
habeas corpus he pleaded constitutional
protection.

Recently Walton F. Holmes, general man-
ager of the railway company, held upon
the same charge of contempt as Harder,
sought the same relief, and was granted a
writ of habeas corpus by Judge Henry.
